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What is the MSI package?

— A Windows Installer package is made up of an MSI file and source files

— An MSiI file is a relational database. The tables within the MSI
database describe:

« installation logic, such as the sequence of actions
* metadata about the resources that are to be installed

— “Feature™
» An application’s functions are separated into features (components)
» Features can be installed independently

— “Public properties”:
» Variables used at install time that can be set by the end user through the
command line or in transforms

» Define installation settings, such as target directory, type of install, list of

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What are Transforms?

* The means to customize the installation package

— A transform is a file that describes modifications to the MSI DB
« Applied at install time

— Running the “Tailored installation wizard” is not necessary

« Allow administrators to change the default settings of the installation
package.

— Create customizations for different groups in the organization by defining different
combinations of features.

— Pre-select features, deselect features, hide features from the features selection
tree on custom installation
