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Judith Hurwitz: A lot of organizations are selecting Linux as their preferred operating system environment. It's trusted among corporations large and small, they see this as a very flexible platform, this huge support in the industry in terms of an open source platform so there is a lot of advanced engineering that’s being contributed.

Judith Hurwitz: What IBM is doing with Power is, they are creating a platform, it really understands that there are many different workloads, there are many different types of customers.

Judith Hurwitz: The new Power systems, they have a lot of flexibility, a lot of modularity that we would expect the way it leverages Linux.  Also it's done a lot of work with workload optimization that I think is really going to serve customers very well.

Marci Zampi: The industry application services offering is actually going to be something that our business partners can take and customize for whatever specific industries they serve.  So it gives them a chance to add their value-added services.
Marci Zampi:  We are expecting our business partners to take applications such as SAP for small/medium businesses and create an offering using this particular solution.
Marci Zampi: This gives them an opportunity to look at the fastest growing part of the market which is the Linux market.

Marci Zampi: we are trying to satisfy our customer needs as they pertain to specific data center workloads

Anirban Chatterjee: So if you want to build a solution that is tuned for a particular problem you can use PowerLinux as a base and then build your solution on top and then tune it all to work together very efficiently.

Anirban Chatterjee: the Power platform performs better it's faster it's more reliable, it's more scalable than with any competitive platform that is out there.  We also build software on top of it that enables the most reliable virtualization that’s out there today. There are no vulnerabilities reported. It is the most secure hypervisor that’s out there at virtualization and that is only one piece of the software aspect that we bring to all PowerLinux solutions.
Dan Olds : it’s not just IBM solutions they are going out to 3rd party ISVs and the price applications and bundling it all together

Dan Olds: the hardware, the firmware, the peripherals, application software operating systems, all that put together in a pre-integrated package.  You put your data on it, you set up your own preferences, your own systems and away you got a much quicker return of investment, much quicker usefulness part of the system and it’s a very good approach.
Dan Olds : You can have the coolest new thing, the hottest new device but if the applications aren’t there, if you can’t implement it and use it in solution, it doesn’t matter right? And that’s why IBM is taking the right tact here.  building out an ecosystem around there, pulling in partners, pulling the ISVs, insuring that there’s solutions for this cool thing, 
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
