
xSeries 235 server delivers leadership two-way performance on NotesBench  

May 13, 2003 ... The IBM® ^TM xSeries® 235 has demonstrated leadership performance for a
two-way SMP server on the NotesBench benchmark. Powered by the Intel® XeonTM 3.06GHz processor,
the x235 delivered outstanding performance and price/performance for a two-way Lotus® Domino®
R6Mail server. The x235 supported 10,400 users and delivered 15,034 NotesMarks (transactions per
minute) at $6.09/user and $4.21/NotesMark. 

For the NotesBench results, the x235 used two 3.06Hz/512KB Xeon Processors and 4GB of memory and
ran Lotus Domino Server 6.0 and Microsoft Windows 2000 Advanced Server.
