2. SMP/E install the ISKLM for z/OS Fix Pack 2 PTF (APAR OA41180).

3. If required, move the new version of IBMSKLM.jar into your ISKLM runtime 
library. Alternatively, you could create a new runtime especially for FP2 and alter 
your ISKLM proc to point to the new location.

4. This must be repeated for or copied to every system within a sysplex install.
