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Section 1 Overview

The Print File Downloader isautility that providesaway to print Adobe PostScript (PS), Adobe Portable
Document Format (PDF), PCL (Windows only), and TIFF Group 4 Compressed print-ready files.

The features of the Print File Downloader include:

e Compatibility with multiple Printers and Print Server software

e Ability to download PostScript, PDF, PCL, and TIFF Group 4 Compressed print-ready files
e Ability to save and use job settings files

After you create a print-ready file using any application compatible with Windows 9x, Windows Me
(Millennium Edition), Windows 2000, Windows NT, or Macintosh systems, you can use the Print File
Downloader to print on one of the supported Printers.

You can select asingle file or multiple files to print using the Print File Downloader. The Printer treats
multiplefiles as separate jobs when they are sent to the Printer. The Print File Downloader allows you to
specify printing options such as stapling, collation, paper substitutions, and printing in pamphlet mode,
depending on the selected Printer. Some Printers do not support all of the features. You can use the Print
File Downloader to improve the compatibility of certain document creation applications and Printers.

The Print File Downloader is not a Printer Driver. It has only downloading capability. Use
% the Print File Downloader after you create your print-ready files using one of the standard
compatible Printer Drivers listed in “ Compatible Printer Drivers’ on page 1-5.

How Does the Print File Downloader Work?

The Print File Downloader enables Printer features by attaching aheader to aprint-ready file. The header
contains DSC and KDK comments. These DSC and KDK comments usually override printer language
commands within the original print-ready file. Seethe “Glossary” for more information. The Printer
interprets printer language commands and DSC and KDK comments according to the following
guidelines:

e The Print File Downloader does not read or parse selected print-ready files.

e If selected print-ready files contain more than one header or existing DSC and KDK comments, the
Printer interprets the first specific DSC or KDK comment encountered.

¢ You can verify the DSC and KDK comments by enabling the Status Page feature and checking the
comments listed on the printed status page.

Printing Features

The Print File Downloader allows you to select options from the standard printing features that Printers
offer. These features, some of which arelisted in Table 1-1, allow you to control job setup and document
finishing.

Some Printers do not support al of the features. The unsupported features of the selected
% Printer will be grayed out and unselectable.

PostScript Files

Overview

You should only use thefollowing Printer Driversto print PostScript print-ready filesusing the Print File
Downloader. For most of the supported Printers, PostScript Printer Definition files (PPDs) are available.

When you create PostScript print-ready files, you should only use the included PPDs.

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Job Settings Files

You can create, save, and reuseindividual job settings files. For example, you might create and save one
job settings file for two-sided, stapled print jobs with covers; a second file for single-sided, three hole
print jobs; and athird file for a document that has several pages printed on red paper. If you print a
document using one of these settings files, you can useit to print that document again at alater time, or
you can use a combination of the settings files to print a different document.

% A new version of the Print File Downloader will open an older settings file and prompt you
to saveit.

File Downloader. You should be familiar with your Windows or Macintosh system in order to perform
the installation.

For Windows 9x or Windows Me systems, you should have already |oaded the Adobe Post-

% Script 4.3.1 Printer Driver. You must install that Printer Driver before installing the Print
File Downloader. Refer to the Adobe documentation or follow the online instructions to
complete thisinstallation.

For Windows NT 4.0, if you do not want to use the standard NT PostScript Printer Driver,
you must use the AdobePS 5.1.2 Printer Driver.

You should install a copy of the Print File Downloader on each computer system that will use the Print
File Downloader. You cannot run the Print File Downloader from a shared server or in any environment
where multiple users would access the software.

If you create PostScript print-ready files to use with the Print File Downloader, you should install the
PPD filesincluded with the Print File Downloader. These PPD files are specifically for use with the Print
File Downloader, and arein addition to the regular PPD filesyou may have already installed. You should
install the Print File Downloader PPD files for the Printers that you will be using.

The Print File Downloader PPD files are not meant to print to real Printers. They are used with your
application to create a*“Print to File” document which will be printed from the Print File Downloader.

If apreviousversion of the currently supplied Print File Downloader PPD fileisalready installed on your
system, you must delete it before you install the new PPD files.

Describing the User Interface

Menu Options

File Menu
The following options appear on the File menu:

New—(Windows systems) Resets all settingsto theinitial settings. If you did not save your changes, a
window will appear prompting you to save the settings.

New—(Macintosh systems) Opens a new Print File Downloader window with initial settings.
Open—Opens an existing job settings file.

Close—(Windows systems) Closes the current document and ends the active Print File Downloader
session. A window will appear verifying that you want to close the window and promptsyou to save your
changes, if necessary.

Close—(Macintosh systems) Closes the current document window, but not the Print File Downloader
session. Before it closes, it prompts you to save your changes, if necessary.

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Quit—(Macintosh systems) Closes the current document and ends the active Print File Downloader
session. Before the window closes, you will be prompted to save your changes, if necessary.

Edit Menu

The following options appear on the Edit menu:

If itisnot possibleto undo the previousaction, Can’'t Undo appears
on the Edit menu.

Redo—Dismisses the undo.

Cut—Removesthe selected text and savesit temporarily so that it can beinserted el sewhere or discarded.
Copy—Reproduces the selected text and saves it temporarily so that it can be inserted el sewhere.
Paste—Inserts cut or copied text.

Clear—Deletes the selected text.

Refresh—(Windows systems) Updates the tabbed pages with new folders, files, etc.

Creating Custom Settings Files

Thissection providesalist of Print File Downloader tabbed options pagesand their descriptions. To create
a custom settings file, you must set features on these tabbed pages.

Using the Printers Tabbed Page

The Printerstabbed page allows you to select a Printer or Printer port (on Windows systems) for the Print
File Downloader to use, and to indicate which Printer type you are using. You can also choose to send
your print request to a Network Imaging System Print Server queue for printing, store it on the Print
Server for later use, or both.

Thefollowing isalist of features on the Printers tabbed page:

Installed Printer s—(Windows systems) Allows you to select a Printer from the list of Printers that are
installed through the Windows system Printer facilities.

Add Network Printer (Windows NT systems only)—Allows you to specify a Printer to use with the
Print File Downloader.

To add anetwork Printer on a Windows 9x or Windows Me system, select Start — Settings
% - Printers, and double-click Add Printer.

AppleTalk Zones—(Macintosh systems) Liststhe available AppleTalk zoneswhen AppleTalk isactive.
Select a Printer—(Macintosh systems) Lists the available Printers.

Rescan Networ k—(Macintosh systems) Scans the network for zones and devices on the selected zone
and updates the entriesin the list.

Print Server—Sets Print Server storage and queueing options. You can choose to print the job, store a
copy of thefile on the server for future use, or both.

Print—Prints the document through the Print Server.

Create TIFF—When selected, the document will be processed and stored in the Document Library
without being printed.

% The Print and Create TIFF check boxes cannot be selected at the sametime. Print is selected
by defaullt.

Save As—Saves the document as a PostScript, PDF, or PCL language file (Windows systems only)
and storesit on the Print Server.

If you want to store a document on the Print Server, you must specify aname for thefile.

You can enter up to 31 charactersin the Save Asfield. All keyboard characters are valid except for

A If you saveafileon the Print Server and a filewith the same nameisalready stored on
the Print Server, the new file will overwrite the stored file.

If you specify a Print Range for a document, Save Aswill save the entire document, not just the
pagesin the Print Range.
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Specific Printer—Causes the Print Server to queue the job to a Printer that you specify. The
document may print on another Printer if the specified Printer is not installed on the selected Print
Server.

You can enter up to 31 charactersin the Specific Printer field. All keyboard characters are valid

Enable Printing Optionsfor Printer M odel—Indicates the Printer to which you are printing.

If you are using another Printer, select Other. When printing to the Other Printer, the selections that you
make may not be available. You can also select Other if you do not know the model of the Printer you
areusing.

Using the Files Tabbed Page

The Files tabbed page allows you to choose the files you want to print and to select certain Print File
Downloader functions.

Thefollowing isalist of features on the Files tabbed page:

Directories—(Windows systems) Displaysthelist of drives and directoriesfrom which you can choose.
Double-click adrive or directory icon to view its contents.

Select—Moves the selected file into the Files to Print list.

Select All—Moves all thefilesin the Select Filesto Print list into the Filesto Print list.

If you select two or more filesfrom the Select Filesto Print list, they must be all of the same
v file type. You cannot print different types of files.

Filesto Print—Displays alist of selected filesto print.
Remove—Deletes a selected file from the Files to Print list.
Remove All—Deletes dll files from the Files to Print list.

Printer L anguage—Indicates whether you have selected Adobe PostScript, Adobe PDF, PCL, or TIFF
Group 4 Compressed files to print.

Modify Print File—Allows you to control the changes that you made to your Adobe PostScript, Adobe
PDF, PCL, or TIFF Group 4 Compressed files.

Yes—Accesses all of the Printer features based on the printing options on the Printer tabbed page,
for example, stapling or collating. Control commands are prepended to the existing document file
to enabl e the printing features you select.
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Custom Options Only—Allows you to add custom commands. Only the controls on the Printers,
Files, Paper Substitutions, and Custom Options tabbed pages will be available.

If you are running the Print File Downloader on a Macintosh system and you select Custom

% Options Only, using the %84Requi r enent s DSC may cause unpredictable results. If

No—Sends the file to the selected Printer without modification.

Using the Job Setup 1 Tabbed Page
The Job Setup 1 tabbed page allows you to choose common print options for each Printer.

Thefollowing isalist of features on the Job Setup 1 tabbed page:
General Job Properties
Copies—Indicates the number of copies you want.

Print Range—Prints either all pages or arange of pages from your document. When saving documents
to the Document Library, the whole document is saved, not just the pages specified in the Print Range
field.

Printing M ode—Allows you to select how you want to print the job.

When Printing Mode is set to Pamphlets, the Print File Downloader will ignore the
% 1-Sided paper mode setting in the Paper Catalog.

One-sided—Only prints on one side of the paper.

Two-sided Flip on Long Edge—Prints on both sides of the paper so that you can view the back
sides by flipping the sheets across their long edges.

Two-sided Flip on Short Edge—Prints on both sides of the paper so that you can view the back
sides by flipping the sheets across their short edges.

Interleaves - Blank—Inserts a blank sheet of paper between transparency pages when you are
printing on transparency material. When you select this printing mode, paper substitutions are
ignored.

Interleaves - Printed—Inserts a sheet of paper between transparency pagesthat is printed with the
image that appears on the preceding transparency. When you select this printing mode, paper
substitutions are ignored.

Pamphlets—Prints output in a book format so that sets can be saddle folded (folded in half) and
saddle stitched (stapled in the upper and lower center fold). The Printer adds blank pages at the end
of the document to make a multiple of four pages.

Body Paper—Allows you to select a paper from the Paper Catalog to print the body of the document.

Collate—When selected, all pages of one set print before any pagesfor the next set print. This check box
is selected automatically when the Print File Downloader opens.
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If Printing Mode is set to Interleaves-Blank, Interleaves-Printed, or Pamphlets, the Collate check box
is automatically selected when using the Network Imaging System Printer.

Chapter Pages—Indicates document pages that should be printed on the front side of the next sheet of
paper, even if they would otherwise end up on the back side of the sheet.

The Job Setup 2 tabbed page allows you to choose common print options for each Printer.

Maximum Signature Size - Pages—Allows you to specify the maximum number of physical sheets of
paper to print within asignature or booklet (pamphlet). Thisfeatureisenabled only when Printing M ode
is set to Pamphlets on the Job Setup 1 tabbed page.

You can print four pages on a single sheet of paper. The Printer will produce multiple pamphletsif the
number of sheets required exceeds the Printer's maximum capability for finishing (saddle folded and
saddle stitched).

Using the Custom Options Tabbed Page

The Custom Options tabbed page allows you to customize your print job by entering printer control
commands to access specific Printer features.

To usethistabbed page, you must be familiar with PostScript language commands, document structuring
conventions (DSCs), printer comments, Adobe Portable Document Format (PDF) commands, Print
Control Language (PCL) commands, and Printer Job Language (PJL) commands.

Thefollowing isalist of features on the Custom Options tabbed page:

Custom Commands (Text)—Allows you to enter commands to specify Printer featuresthat you cannot
directly accessthrough the Print File Downloader. You should enter only valid DSC and KDK statements
and PostScript or PJL language commands. Since the Print File Downloader does not validate the text
you enter, if you enter invalid statements, you will have unpredictable printing results. You can enter up
to 255 characters, including spaces, in the Custom Commands field.

If Modify Print Fileis set to Custom Options Only on the Files tabbed page, and you enter

% commands in the Custom Commands field, the custom commands must include file start
statements that are appropriate for the Printer model and Printer language being used. For
more information, see “Maodify Print File Header Control” on page 3-12.
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Custom Command Script—Allows you to enter one script file in addition to custom commands. The
script file must contain valid DSC and KDK statements and/or PostScript or PJL language commands.

Remove CTRL +D Characters Before and After Print Job—When selected, removes CTRL+D
characters occurring before and after the print file. CTRL+D characters that appear in custom scripts or
in custom commands are not removed.

Compile Only - Do Not Print Job—When selected, the print job compiles at the Printer, but it is not
printed. If you selected to print status pages on the Job Setup 2 tabbed page, a status page with job
processing information will print. You can review the status page for possible printing errors.

Custom Options Guidelines

Use the following guidelines when entering custom options:

The Print File Downloader does not check for errorsin the text that you enter, so if you enter
invalid statements, you will have unpredictable printing results.

All custom options are placed before %8&ndConment s.

If both Custom Commands and a selected script file are used in the same print request, the
commands that are entered in the Custom Commandsfield are added directly to the print file before
the contents of the script file, and the script fileis placed directly before %8&ndComrent s. If two
or more similar DSCs or KDKs are included, the Printer uses the first one it encounters.

If you postpend custom options when M odify Print Fileis set to Yes on the Files tabbed page, the
settings you select in the Job Setup tabbed pages will override any DSCs and KDKs on the Custom
Options tabbed page that correspond to any features that were selected within the Job Setup tabbed

pages.

Modify Print File Header Control

When M odify Print Fileis set to Custom Options Only, you must add certain commands at the beginning
and end of the custom options entries.

Using the Paper Substitutions Tabbed Page

The Paper Substitutions tabbed page allows you to designate pages to be printed on paper other than the
Body Paper.

If you make changes to the Paper Catal og when you are on the Paper Substitutions tabbed
% page, you may need to refresh the screen in order for the Paper Catal og changes to appear.

To refresh the screen, click another tab, then click the Paper Substitutions tab.

Thefollowing isalist of features on the Paper Substitutions tabbed page:

Body Paper—Displays the body paper selected on the Job Setup 1 tabbed page.

Paper Substitutions List—L ists the specified substituted paper and pages.

Move Up—Moves a selected entry up one position in the Paper Substitutions List.
Move Down—Moves a selected entry down one position in the Paper Substitutions List.
Delete—Removes a selected entry from the Paper Substitutions List.

Paper—Specifiesthe paper to use for the indicated pages when you define anew paper substitution. The
Paper Catalog definition for the selected paper appears in the field below the Paper drop-down menu.

Pages—Allowsyou to enter alist of page designations that indicate where to use the paper substitutions
in the document.

Page ranges are expressed as two numbers separated by three (3) periods. For example, to express the
page range “45 to 52,” type 45...52 in the Pages field. You can specify multiple page ranges aslong as
each oneisseparated by acommaor aspace. Useacaret () toindicatethat ablank page should beinserted.

The syntax for the Pagesfield is described in Table 3-2. Page numbersrefer to the actual physical pages
and may not relate to the document page numbers.

Using the Drag-and-Drop Functionality (Windows Systems)

and open the settings file. This is the same as double-clicking on the settings file.

You can drag a settings file to the open Print File Downloader application to open the settings file.

If asettingsfileis part of agroup of two or more files being dragged to the open Print File
Downloader application, it is added to the Files to Print list and not opened as a settings file.

If you drag print-ready files (document files that do not have a .pfd extension to the Print File
Downloader, they are added to the Filesto Print list on the Files tabbed page. If afile cannot be
opened, an error message appears.

You can drag files to the Print File Downloader from the desktop or any application that supports
drag-and-drop, such as Windows Explorer.

You can drag one or more filesto the Print File Downloader at one time. If asinglefilein group of
files being dragged cannot be opened, the other files will not be affected. If you drag two or more
filesto the Print File Downloader, they must all be the same language type.

If the Print File Downloader cannot open the Files tabbed page (because of an unfinished paper
substitution, for example), the files are still added. The tabbed page will not change.

When you drag a settings file to the Print File Downloader, under some circumstances, the

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Resolving the Disk Full Error (Macintosh Systems)
If adisk full error occurswhileyou are printing from the Print File Downl oader, you will haveto manually
del ete the temporary Print File Downloader spooal file.
To delete the temporary spool file:
1. From the Desktop, select File - Find.

2. Search for afile that has the same file name as you were printing, with a“2" appended to itsfile
name.

The Enter Password window appears.

M ode—When selected, the paper isforced to print 1-Sided, 1,2 Sided, or from the Inserter.

Add—Moves a newly created paper from Paper Definition to the Papersin Catalog list. New papers
appear at the bottom of the list.

M odify—Replaces the selected paper in the Papersin Catalog list with the paper defined in Paper
Definition.

Edit Colors—Allows you to edit the color of the selected paper.
Edit Weights—Allows you to edit the weight of the selected paper.
Edit Types—Allows you to edit the type of the selected paper.
Done—Closes the Paper Catalog window.

Adding and Modifying Paper Definitions

To create a new paper definition, you can select an existing paper definition from the Papersin Catalog
list that issimilar to the oneyou want to create, change the paper name, and definethe Size, Color, Weight,
Type, and Mode settings.

You can add names, colors, weights, and typesto paper definitionsif they do not exist inthe Paper Catal og,
but you cannot add sizes or modes.

Custom Printer Commands

Instructions for using Printer features that are not offered as Printer Driver controls.
Document

One or more pages, or a set of pages, that are grouped for consistent handling in the Printer. When not
otherwise qualified, it isassumed to be the el ectronic form of adocument that hasbeen put in afileformat
that the Print Server(s) will accept.

Driver

Software that runs on the client computer and that interacts with applicationsto produce aprint job. The
job may be printed directly or saved asa PDL file. Drivers may also insert special job/page control
information into the job. Drivers are devel oped for a particular operating system and Printer.

DSC

Document Structuring Conventions (Adobe Systems|Incorporated). A set of commandsplaced throughout
a PostScript language document that imposes an overall program structure. The products act upon some
of these comments in the header of a PostScript language file to control Printer features and functions.

Duplex
Two-sided printing.
Job Settings Files

Sets of print optionswhich specify whether files should print single-sided or double-sided, the paper and
finishing options to use, and the number of document sets to print, etc. You can save thesefiles and use
them for future print jobs.

KDK Comments
Printer comments. Unigue DSC comments specific to this product. All KDKs begin with %4<DK.
Long-Edge-Fed Paper

Paper fed into the Printer with the longer dimension as the lead edge (for example, paper coming from
the main paper supply, portrait letter paper, or portrait A4 paper).
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Maximum Signature Size

The maximum number of sheets allowed for a pamphlet. The maximum pamphlet size for al Printers,
except the Network |maging System Printer, is 120 pages (120 + 4 = 30 sheets of paper). For the Network
Imaging System Printer, the maximum pamphlet size is 999 pages (999 + 4 = 250 sheets of paper).

Mini Pamphlet
A statement-sized (one-half of a Letter or A4 page) pamphlet.
Mismatch

A situation wherearequested paper isnot |oaded, or wherefinishing optionsarerequested and the optional
finishing equipment is not installed.

Pamphlets

Documents printed with two images on each side of the page so they can be folded and stapled.
Paper Catalog

A list of defined papers that you can select to print jobs.

Paper Definitions

Descriptions of available papers which include specifications for size, color, weight, type, and mode.
Paper Substitutions

Paper other than the body paper. You can specify certain pages to be printed on a specific paper.
PCL

Print Control Language. Print-ready file format created by Hewlett-Packard Company for LaserJet,
DeskJet, and RuggedWriter Printer lines.

PDF

Adobe Portable Document Format. A file format used to represent adocument in a manner independent
of theapplication software, hardware, and operating systemusedto createit. Introduced by Adobe Systems
Incorporated in 1993 as the core file format for Adobe Acrobat.

PDL

Page Description Language. An interpretive programming language whose primary application is to
describe the appearance of text, graphical shapes, or sampled images on printed or displayed pages. The
description is high-level and often device independent. Examples of PDL include PostScript, PCL, PDF,
and TIFF Group 4 Compressed.

PJL

Printer Job Language. A printer control syntax created by Hewlett-Packard Company comprised of human
readable commands and one escape sequence (Universal End Language) embedded in the data stream
for thepurposeof controlling thejob and Printer finishing of PCL jobs. PJL wasdeveloped to givesoftware
applications more job-level printer control, and to provide Printer status information to applications.

Postpended
Information provided at the end of a print job.
PostScript Language

A page description language that is device independent. Therefore, it iswidely used on Macintosh and
PC systems.
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PPD
PostScript printer definition file. A file that contains information about a particular Printer.
Prepended
Information provided at the beginning of a print job.
Print-Ready File
1. An éelectronic document encoded in a PDL or araster format (for example, TIFF).

2. The queue of print jobsthat are ready for the print engine to accept. At least one page will bein a
format ready to be printed. Includes print jobsin the trandating and translated states.

Print Server
A printing system server software which routes print jobsto available Printers.
RIP

Raster Image Processor. Hardware or software that prepares afile for araster output device such asa
Printer or screen.

Saddle Stitch
A finishing option where the document is folded in half and stapled in two places on the fold line.
Short-Edge-Fed Paper

Paper fed into the Printer with the shorter dimension asthe lead edge (for example, 11 x 17 in. paper, A3
paper, legal-size paper, transverse | etter, or transverse A4 paper [landscape cassette]).

Simplex

One-sided printing.

Satus Pages

Optional information sheet(s) printed after jobs to summarize the printing results.
Syntax

The format used for entering custom printer commands.

TIFF Group 4 Compressed

Tagged Image File Format. A specification for an image file format which allows the interchange of
digital image data between different applications. TIFF describes attributes of an image, such as
dimensions, orientation, and resol ution. It does not describe whereto place theimageor how it isrendered.

Two-Sided Flip on Long-Edge

Printing is on both sides of each sheet such that you can view the back sides by flipping the sheets across
their long edges.

Two-Sided Flip on Short-Edge

Printing is on both sides of each sheet such that you can view the back sides by flipping the sheets across
their short edges.
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
