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Chapter 1. Introduction

The Infoprint Manager for AIX Print-on-Demand Feature consists of the following
three clients:
v IBM® Infoprint® Submit Express for the Windows® Operating System
v IBM Infoprint Submit for the Windows Operating System
v IBM Infoprint Submit for the Macintosh Operating System

The Infoprint Submit Express for the Windows Operating System client contains
several enhancements to usability, serviceability, and reliability from the previous
Windows version. If you are a new Windows user of the Print-on-Demand Feature,
we recommend that you use the new Submit Express client. For instructions on
using Submit Express for Windows, refer to the Infoprint Manager for AIX
Print-on-Demand Feature: Submit Express for Windows User’s Guide.

The Infoprint Submit Express for the Windows Operating System client is replacing
the Infoprint Submit for Windows client; however, this client continues to be
included with Infoprint Manager for AIX and is supported.

The Infoprint Submit for Macintosh client is still available. For instructions on
using Infoprint Submit for Macintosh, refer to the Infoprint Manager for AIX
Print-on-Demand Feature: Submit for Macintosh User’s Guide.

IBM Infoprint Submit for the Windows Operating System will hereafter be referred
to as Infoprint Submit.

Who should read this publication
This document is for the user who installs, configures, and uses Infoprint Submit
on a Windows workstation.

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Chapter 2. Setting up Infoprint Submit

Windows requirements
Infoprint Submit has these minimum requirements:
v 486-66 MHz processor
v PC running Windows NT 4.0 Service Pack 6A or later, or Windows 2000
v 16 MB RAM
v CD-ROM
v 3.5–inch diskette drive
v 10 MB hard drive space
v Local area network (LAN) connection (Ethernet or token-ring)
v TCP/IP
v Access to the Infoprint AIX Server

Installing Infoprint Submit for Windows
This section contains information that you need to install Infoprint Submit.

Insert the Infoprint Manager for AIX Print-on-Demand Feature (1 of 2) CD-ROM
into the drive. The install program starts automatically.
1. Select to install Infoprint Submit.
2. Follow the instructions as directed from the installer.

Installing a service update for Infoprint Submit
To install a service update, insert the PTF CD-ROM into the drive. The install
program starts automatically.
1. Select to install Infoprint Submit.
2. Follow the instructions as directed from the installer.

Note: You must have the Version 4.1 level of Infoprint Submit installed for the
service update to install correctly. If you are currently using Version 3.2,
first install the Version 4.1 product and then install the service update as
described above.

Installing associated software and printer drivers
If you wish to create PostScript jobs for Infoprint Manager for AIX, you should
install printer drivers and PostScript Printer Description files (PPDs) on each of the
systems that you use for this purpose. Printer drivers are needed on the
workstations that are used to submit jobs to the Infoprint Manager server to ensure
that the correct driver is used. In addition, if you have users who are producing
PostScript files on their workstations that they want printed on the Infoprint
Manager printers, you need to load Infoprint Manager printer drivers onto these
workstations.

IBM provides an Adobe PostScript Driver installer on the Infoprint Manager for
AIX Print-on-Demand Feature CD-ROM, in the directory win\drivers\postscript.
This installer can be used to install one of four IBM-supplied PPDs or a generic
PostScript print driver.

To begin the installation, double-click on the self-extracting winsteng.exe file, and
follow the installation instructions. When asked to select a printer, you can choose
the generic driver, or click the Browse button and navigate to the
win\drivers\postscript directory to select a PPD for the Infoprint 60, InfoColor 70,
Infoprint 4000, or Infoprint 4100 printer.

IBM also provides AFP Workbench for Windows. The AFP Workbench viewer
displays AFP and ASCII files, including overlays and page segments, in a
WYSIWYG format. To install this tool, go to the directory win/workbench and
double-click on the setup.exe file.

Note: After installing Infoprint Submit, you need to configure the logical
destination on the AIX server to accept jobs from the workstation printer
drivers. See IBM Infoprint Manager for AIX: Procedures, G544-5815 for
information about creating and managing logical destinations.

AIX Fast Connect for Windows
If you submit jobs from an Infoprint Submit client on a Windows system, you can
decide to share files between your Infoprint AIX server and your Infoprint Submit
client. By following the procedure described in Configuring Infoprint Manager to
support saving RIP files and preflighting from Submit, you can create an /ipdata
file system.

The /ipdata file system provides a two-way connection between the client machine
from which the job tickets have been submitted and the server that sends them to
the printer. This capability can save both time and money. One example pertains to
the raster image processor (RIP) file that is generated during the printing process.
You can use the /ipdata file system to save your RIP files for reprinting jobs
instead of having to RIP them again. If you have the Adobe Acrobat Reader you
can preview PostScript, PDF and TIFF files before they are sent to the printer. If
you select the AFP Workbench viewer as your RIPed file viewer, you can view
AFP, GIF, and JPEG RIP files before printing them.

Notes:

1. On an Infoprint Manager for AIX Version 4.1.0 system, NFS or other file
sharing is required between workstations and the Infoprint Manager server.

2. If you plan to connect your AIX server to Windows workstations and your
Infoprint AIX server is running AIX 4.3.3 or higher, the IBM package Fast
Connect for POWER is required. Fast Connect supports a NetBIOS connection.
To access current information supporting the Fast Connect package, specify the
following url in your browser:
http://www.ibm.com/servers/aix/products/ibmsw//manage/fastconn.html.

3. When you install the Fast Connect for POWER product on your Infoprint AIX
server, you may receive a failure notification on fileset cifs.base.ldap 3.1.0.0,
asking you to install fileset ldap.client.rte 3.1.1.5 before proceeding. If you are
using the product to connect to Windows workstations, you can ignore this
message and proceed to “Setting up Fast Connect for Infoprint Manager”.

4. If you use Netware with Submit or if you use Macintosh with Submit, contact
your IBM SE for configuration assistance or platform specific recommendations
regarding software support.

Setting up Fast Connect for Infoprint Manager
After installing AIX Fast Connect on your AIX server, you must do the following:
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1. Open a dtterm window, type smit. The following screen displays.

2. Select Communications Applications and Services and the following window
displays.
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3. Select AIX Fast Connect and the following window displays.
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4. Select Configuration and the following window displays.
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5. Select Attributes and the following window displays.
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When the Attributes window displays, notice that your server name appears
by default. Use the default values with the following exceptions:
v For the Start Server field, select Now from the list.
v For the Use Encrypted Passwords field, select Negotiate Encryption from

the list.

If your configuration supports more than one domain, you must use the WINS
Address field to specify the IP address for the Windows Internet Name service
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(WINS) server on the Infoprint Windows server with which you plan to
interoperate. Note that you must specify this address if you choose not to
specify the Domain Name field.

For the Domain Name field, ensure that you specify the domain name
(WORKGROUP in this example) for the group of Infoprint servers that interoperate
to provide resources as a single unit. Note that this example specifies both a
WINS Address field value and a Domain Name field value.

6. Once you have completed specifying these values, click the OK button.
7. Once successful, return to the SMIT window displayed within steps 3 and 4 of

this procedure to stop and start the AIX Fast Connect server so these changes
can take effect.

Configuring Infoprint Manager to support saving RIP files and
preflighting from Submit

If you have installed Fast Connect and you use Submit from Microsoft Windows
workstations, you can configure Infoprint Manager on your AIX system with user
access and a shared directory that Infoprint Manager will use for saving processed
or rasterized files. Where applicable, this directory is also used when users preview
Postscript files from the Infoprint Manager Submit application.

To configure:
1. From the dtterm window, type SMIT so that the screen on the following page

displays:
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2. Select Infoprint Printing System, and the following screen displays:
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3. Select Infoprint Utilities, and the following screen displays:
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4. Now select Configure Fast Connect for Infoprint Manager, and the following
screen displays:
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5. Select Enable Submit Preflighting and file sharing.
An animated icon of a running man will raise his arms when the setup is
complete. Your AIX system will now have a shared directory (/ipdata) that
some Infoprint applications use for saving files and sharing data.

Configuring Windows and Infoprint Submit to use Fast Connect
On the Windows workstation, map a network drive to the directory that your
resources reside in.
1. Open Windows NT/2000 Explorer.
2. Select Tools --> Map Network Drive.
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Windows NT

a. In the Map Network Drive dialog,
1) In the Drive field, select a drive letter that you are not currently using.
2) In the Path field, type the path \\servername\ipdata where servername

is the host name of the AIX system where Infoprint Manager is installed.

b. Type the user name ipuser in the Connect as field, and select Reconnect at
logon.

c. Click OK. A dialog may open and ask you to enter the password for this
user.

d. Type the password that you set for this user (if required) and click OK.

Windows 2000

a. In the Map Network Drive dialog, select a drive letter that you are not
currently using from the drop-down menu in the Drive field.

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b. In the Folder field, type the path \\servername\ipdata where servername is
the host name of the AIX system where Infoprint Manager is installed.

c. Select Reconnect at logon.
d. Click the Connect using a different user name link.
e. In the Connect As dialog, type the user name ipuser and password (if

required).

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f. Click OK in the Connect As dialog.
g. Click Finish in the Map Network Drive dialog.

In addition, within Infoprint Submit you need to change the folders for the shared
file system. Refer to the steps below and to the following figure.
1. Start Infoprint Submit by clicking on the desktop icon.
2. Go to Options—>Setup to open the Settings window.
3. Click the Folders tab to display the Folders page.
4. Specify the fully qualified path name in the Windows uses entry field.
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Chapter 3. Using Infoprint Submit to process a job

IBM Infoprint Submit is used through the life cycle of a job. A print shop uses
Infoprint Submit on a Windows system to create a job ticket for the job, submit the
job to the Infoprint server on AIX for printing, and track the job.

Job tickets
An Infoprint job consists of a job ticket and all the files associated with that job. A
job ticket contains all the specifications for a job. The job ticket refers to the
customer’s job data and resources and pulls them together in a job bundle. You can
create a job ticket by using Infoprint Submit.

You can print any part of the data by submitting a print job.

Working with print jobs
When using Infoprint Submit to create the job ticket, you will identify and
organize the printable files and other resources that make up the job. Processing a
job ticket includes these steps:
1. Creating a new job ticket.
2. Adding files, sheets, and documents to the job ticket.
3. Selecting the layout of the job, the desired server and printer, and other

attributes of the job.
4. Submitting the job and setting print options, such as saving the RIP file or

holding the job at the printer.
5. Tracking the job by displaying messages.

Creating files for printing
You generate the printable files that you submit to Infoprint, file by file, from the
application that you use for authoring. You can use the Adobe PostScript driver
and IBM Infoprint PostScript Printer Description (PPD) files to convert files to
PostScript. You can use Infoprint Scan to create printable files from hardcopy.

Note: Infoprint Scan is a PRPQ (5799-GTG).

Creating and processing a job ticket
Once you have installed the Infoprint Submit application on your workstation, you
can begin creating job tickets that support the orders you receive from customers.

Describing your job
Using an Infoprint Submit Job Ticket window, you can describe your job. The
description can include a job name, an ID, the customer name, special instructions,
and other information that will assist you as you refer to the job ticket.

Figure 4 on page 22 shows an Infoprint job ticket.
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To begin working on a new ticket, you start Infoprint Submit and the Job Ticket
window displays.

As you create the job ticket, use the Help menu from the Job Ticket window or the
Help button on the dialogs to guide you.

You can create a new job ticket or open previously created job ticket to use as a
template for your new job ticket.

Figure 5 on page 23 shows the Ticket menu, which contains general tasks that you
can perform as you work with job tickets. Notice that you can access the most
recently edited tickets from this menu.

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Specifying how you want the job to print
You can describe the layout of your document and specify alignment values,
instantly viewing a graphical representation of the alignments and layouts you
select. You can dynamically adjust characteristics such as the front to back
alignment of your document without having to print the job to verify the page
placement.

Figure 6 on page 24 shows the Adjust Page Placement window. If the image is
smaller than the page, you use this window to adjust the position of the image on
the page.

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Using enhanced grab and move to shift page images on Submit:

1. Select the Align tab of the Infoprint Submit Job Ticket window.
2. Click on the Show Placement push button.
3. From the Adjust Page Placement window, you can shift or adjust the page

placement in any direction.

Note: This enhanced support for shifting page images is only supported for
PSF-attached Infoprint printers (those printers using the PSF destination
support system). You cannot submit a PostScript job to an InfoColor 70
printer and move page images in either a top or left direction.

Working with files in a job ticket
You build job tickets by adding items in the correct order that refer to the files that
you are printing. The files you print may be printable text files, graphic files, or
variable data definition files. Files may reside on your hard disk or in a shared
directory on another system.

Adding variable data items to job tickets
Variable Data is another item that you can add as you build the job ticket. This
feature gives you the ability to customize information in a PostScript file so that
each copy of the file that you print is unique.

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Figure 7 shows a selected variable data item in a job ticket.

Viewing and preflighting your files
If the appropriate viewers are installed, you can preview the printable files that
you are adding to your job ticket. By default, Infoprint Submit uses the Adobe
Acrobat Reader, which you can use to preview PostScript, PDF, and TIFF files. If
you select the AFP Workbench viewer as your RIPed file viewer, you can view
AFP, GIF, and JPEG RIP files before printing them.

Submitting a print job
When you select Submit Job from the Ticket menu, you can indicate which files to
print and how to schedule and process your job.

Figure 7. The Variable Data tab of a job ticket
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From the Files tab, you can choose the printer from a list of printers on your
servers. You can specify what to print, how many copies to print, and whether to
use a previously processed (RIPped) file or RIP the source file for printing (re-RIP).

Figure 8 shows the Files tab that displays when you choose to submit a job. In this
case, the BlankPage.ps and the 2001.106ta.ps files have been selected for printing
on a logical printer named Servo.

Figure 9 on page 27 shows the Schedule tab, where you indicate when and how
you want your job to be processed. Because the time it takes to print a job includes
both the processing (RIPing) and the actual printing, you may want to control
these activities separately to optimize the flow of paper through your printers. You
may want your job to be held in the print queue before being RIPed and printed.
You may want to RIP it now, but print it later. You can specify how long you
would like your job to be retained on the AIX server so that it can be printed
again, and you can choose to specify a time by which the job should be printed.

Figure 8. The Files tab for job submission
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If you select Print in the RIP Options box on the Schedule tab, the job is added to
the print queue and will RIP and print automatically. An AIX operator will not
have to release the job.

Saving the RIP output
The raster image processor (RIP) file is generated during the print process. Because
PostScript to RIP processing can be costly, you may want to save your RIP files for
re-printing jobs to avoid having to RIP them again. To set up the RIP directory, use
the following directions.

The RIP file can be saved in the /ipdata file system, which is shared by the AIX
system and an Infoprint Submit machine.

When you add a file to your job ticket, you use the Save RIPed files check box
option on the Print tab.

Verifying that PostScript jobs are ready to print
If your Infoprint system receives a PostScript job from a personal computer system,
you must ensure that the Type 1 fonts required to print are either:
v Contained within the job (inline)
v Available on AIX

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If the fonts are contained inline, you should have no problem in printing the
output. However, if the fonts are not available on AIX, by default a job will be
cancelled.

To verify that all fonts are available on AIX and contain the .pfa or .pfb extensions
necessary for printing PostScript, preflight the job before sending it to the printer.
To preflight the job from Infoprint Submit, refer to the “Viewing and preflighting
files” help topic.

Notes:

1. For preflighting to work correctly on the AIX server, you must have enabled
font substitution on the AIX server. To perform this task, add the following
lines to the /var/psf/ps2afp/UserInit file:
%!
turnFontSubstitutionOn

2. Only customers with previous versions of Infoprint Manager for AIX have
access to preflighting on the AIX server.

Troubleshooting: missing fonts in PostScript jobs
If a PostScript job is missing fonts, you can correct the problem in these ways:
v Add those fonts to your Infoprint AIX server (refer to IBM Infoprint Manager for

AIX: Procedures).
v Use the following procedure to create a font conversion table for the PostScript

print driver. The font conversion table maps the True Type fonts used on PC
programs to the Type I PostScript fonts required on the AIX server.

Note: The options might differ slightly on other PostScript drivers. This
selection can come from the Acrobat Exchange 2.0 window or an
equivalent panel for Adobe PageMaker, Quark Xpress, or a similar
application.
1. Select the Print Setup option.
2. From the Print Setup window, select the appropriate driver.
3. From the Options pane on this same window, select Advanced....
4. From the Advanced... window, select Use Substitution Table.
5. From the Substitution window, identify the TrueType font in the

PostScript job from the list on the left. Identify an appropriate Adobe
Type I font for conversion from the list on the right.
For example, you might create the following mappings:

TrueType Adobe Type I

Arial AvantGarde

WingDings ZapfDingbats
6. From the Advanced... window, select OK.
7. From the Advanced... window, avoid potential storage concerns by

specifying the Clear memory per page field.
This value ensures that the PostScript driver does not exceed the
memory units available on your PostScript interpreter.

8. From the Graphics pane on the Advanced... window, specify 600 in
the Resolution (DPI) field. This provides the correct resolution for all
Infoprint jobs.
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9. From the Graphics pane on the Advanced... window, specify the
Print PostScript Error Information value. This option ensures that
you receive a record of any font problems or fonts that still do not
convert to Adobe Type I.
You can take the default for all other fields.

10. From the Print window, specify the correct level of PostScript under
the PostScript Options panel.
If you are not sure, specify level 2, which contains both level 1 and
level 2 PostScript.

11. From the Print window, specify 600 in the Print Quality field.
This value should correspond to the Resolution (DPI) field on the
Advanced... window. If a discrepancy exists, the driver uses the
value on the Print Quality field.

12. From the Print window, select Options.
13. From the Print to File window, specify the output file for the

PostScript job:
c:\data\sample.ps

where sample.ps is the PostScript file with which you are working.

If you receive any font errors, PostScript fonts might be resident on your
PostScript driver but not supplied with the AIX system and IBM printer.

Note: Do not attempt to change PostScript data files unless you have a thorough
knowledge of the PostScript language. data files unless you have a
thorough knowledge of the PostScript language.
