users of double-byte PostScript fonts on the Macintosh to download those fonts to

« Infoprint Manager for the Windows® Operating System (Infoprint Manager for
Windows) Version 2 Release 1

* Infoprint Server for OS/400 Version 5 Release 2

The Infoprint DBCS Font Downloader runs under Microsoft® Windows NT® or
Windows 2000 and uses AppleTalk to connect to the Macintosh. Because the
Infoprint DBCS Font Downloader appears on the AppleTalk network as a
LaserWriter printer, it can receive fonts from Macintosh font downloader utilities. It
transmits those fonts to any Infoprint server in the TCP/IP network.

From this tab, you can submit any PostScript query to the Infoprint PostScript
interpreter. There are six predefined PostScript queries:

List fonts
Lists all the PostScript fonts available on the Infoprint server system that
you specified when you configured the Infoprint DBCS Font Downloader.
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RAM size
Shows the amount of RAM that was available when the PostScript
interpreter started. If you receive a limitcheck pdfprint error, the RAM size
may not be set high enough.

Halftone settings
Shows the halftone settings of the PostScript interpreter.

PS Language level
Shows the PostScript language level. This should be Level 3.

Available devices
Shows the available devices on the Infoprint server system that you
specified in the Settings tab.

Shows the license ID and the serial number of the PostScript interpreter.
