» z/OSMF parmlib can be used to control whether or not zZOSMF is
autostarted during IPL.

+ By default, zZOSMF will be automatically started.
* You can choose instead to use your automation.

« |[EASYSxx will be used to determine which z/ OSMF parms to be used during
IPL

- JES2 Email Delivery Service function in V2.3 has an execution dependency on
z/OSMF server availability. That zZOSMF server must have been started with a
proc that has the parm SERVER=AUTOSTART".

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z/OSMF autostart migration considerations...
* Plan now for how you will or will not use autostart z7 OSMF!

-

1. Strong recommendation: start zZOSMF before your z/OS V2.3 first IPL, so that you have
less work to do for z/OS V2.3.
* Do not underestimate the importance of all the correct security definitions.
« Using default security names provided is recommended, if possible.

2. Understand the new IZUPRMxx statements, and what values you will put for them.
« Understand what environments you have, and how you want z/ OSMF to start in those

environments — autostart or automation?

3. Following z/OS V2.3 Migration Workflow (or book), make sure you are running with the

z/OSMF V2.3 procs for angel and server.

4. Can prevent autostarting of z/ OSMF, if you prefer to use your existing automation to start
and stop it (with AUTOSTART of CONNECT).

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z/OSMF V2.3 Named Angel e

z/OSMF V2.3 will start a Named Angel, which allows multiple angels processes to be

running on one system.
This allows Liberty embedders to uniquely use their own angel.
Liberty has supported Named Angels since 16.0.0.4.

z/OSMF default angel name is IZUANGH1.
Initially, it wasn’t easily possible to override that name.
New Function APAR P191120 available Jan 2018 allows that name to be more easily

customized.
Still, though, the default name is recommended.

Recent V2R2 SPEs in 2018

APAR PI192305: Z/IOSMF Parallel Workflow Steps, March 2018
* Independent automated steps with type JCL, TSO-REXX-JCL or shell-JCL can be executed
in parallel.

APAR P191188: Z/IOSMF WORKFLOW ROLLBACK, January 2018
» Workflow provides the support for:
» User can create and execute workflow instance which includes immediate REXX/shell
script steps on the system of remote sysplex where z/ OSMF is up and running.
« Execute JCL steps in the remote sysplex.
» Execute REST steps in the send workflow remote sysplex.

« A software producer uses z OSMF Software Management task to define a Software Instance
(SWI) to describe the collection of data sets containing the installed software.

« The producer uses the new Export action for a Software Instance(SWI) to create portable archive
files for each of the data sets defined for the SWI. This collection of portable archive files is called a
Portable Software Instance (PSWI).

*  The producer then distributes the PSWI to one or more z/OSMF users.
* Customers use z/OSMF to define the PSWI which describes the archive files

« Customers could then deploy the PSWI locally or remotely. The deployment operation creates a
SWI which is a copy of the original SWI exported by the producer.
