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Overview — What is the RACF CDT?

“CDT — Class Descriptor Table

*A table of all general resource classes
defined to RACF

‘Examples: TERMINAL, DASDVOL, SECLABEL
=Attributes of each class

‘Length of resource names

*What characters can be in resource names

‘Many other processing characteristics

*Does not include DATASET, USER, or
GROUP classes
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
