z Up to 23 Dynamic Classes
y All alphabetic characters except A, B, and F
y Classes R and S added to IBM-supplied table
y But watch out...

x More dynamic classes = more(?) partitions active = 
more virtual storage used (VSIZE)  = bigger PDS

x Possible conflicts with classes assigned to static 
partitions

• VSE/POWER by default favors dynamic partitions
• Control using Autostart command SET DYNAL=LOW

x Longer PRTY command! 
• Use PRTY x,BELOW,y or PRTY x,EQUAL,y
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Some Useful New Stuff in

z LE/VSE no longer requires different 
sublibraries for CICS and batch
y Only one sublibrary: PRD2.SCEEBASE

z STDOPT command can be issued in any 
partition
y Previously BG only
y Options still apply to all partitions

z VSE Libraries in VSAM space can have 
more than 16 extents

z IUI Program Development 
y Dialog now supports sorting list by member size

x Replaces "Last Accessed" column with "Size"
x Can now display list sorted by

• Date accessed (PF9)
• Name (PF10)
• Size (PF11)

y New Option 9 - Display member
x View member without updating Last Accessed date

• Copies member to ICCF input area for editing
• Changes NOT saved

Updating the Message Explain 
File...

z If you screw it up...
y Use skeleton SKOMERST in ICCF Library 59 to 

restore the messages file from the VSE 
distribution tape

y Or of course you could actually plan ahead 
and take a backup before you start messing 
around...
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z Can use VSE jobname or partition id

z Especially useful with CICS and other 
programs in Dynamic Partitions that 
support DATA=

z Only works if jobname is unique in system

z Data Space Requirements
y 1 Data Space for VTAM itself

y 1 Data Space for each VTAM application
x CICS/TS and/or CICS/VSE (each partition)
x VSE/POWER SNA RJE and/or PNET
x All other VTAM APPLs

• PSF, TCP/IP for VSE, VTAM session managers, other 
vendor products

-plus-
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VTAM Data Space Use...

z Options
y Code DSPACE on EXEC statement for every 

VTAM application
x IBM supplies value of 2M for CICS startups in 

VSE/ESA 2.4/2.5 
x May/may not be large enough

y Code DFSIZE on SYSDEF DSPACE command
x IBM does not specify a value
x Beware - can be changed at any time!

y Do both (best choice) or neither (bad!)
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VTAM Data Space Use...

z Code DSPACE=nM on the EXEC statement

y Defines maximum VTAM data space size for 
this application 

x Parameter used by VTAM only

y VTAM only acquires what it needs
x In 1M increments

y 4M is usually a good value 

// EXEC DFHSIP,SIZE=DFHSIP,DSPACE=4M,OS390

// EXEC IPNET,...,DSPACE=4M
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VTAM Data Space Use...

z Code DFSIZE on SYSDEF DSPACE command

y Specifies the maximum size for any VTAM 
application

x Overridden by DSPACE value in EXEC

y 4M is usually a good value
x But remember it can be changed at any time

• What happens if you recycle a VTAM application after a 
change?

SYSDEF DSPACE,...,DFSIZE=4M
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VTAM Data Space Use...

z Also on SYSDEF DSPACE verify that
y DSIZE is large enough for all data spaces in 

the system
x Don't forget BSM, VDISKs, SORTs, Data Tables, etc.

y MAX is greater than the total number of all
data spaces in the system at one time

y PARTMAX is greater than the number of data 
spaces owned by VTAM

x Or whatever application owns the most

z If neither DSPACE nor DFSIZE is specified
y 1M is the minimum and maximum for each 

VTAM data space

z One other caution
y IBM supplies SYSDEF DSPACE commands in 

two places
x $0JCL.PROC <== update
x ALLOC.PROC <== remove
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Handling Dumps

z System Dump Library
y Recommendation: always use for

x CICS/VSE and/or CICS/TS partition(s)
x ACF/VTAM partition
x VSE/POWER partition
x TCP/IP partition(s) 
x DB2 (or other database) partition
x Others? Generally not

y Generally 2 to 20 times faster than dumping 
to VSE/POWER LST queue
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Handling Dumps...

z System Dump Library...
y Additional formatting and analysis available 

for CICS dumps
y Must be cleaned out regularly
y Generally don’t use for batch partitions

x Programmers want dumps in VSE/POWER queue
x Partitions are small, dumps don’t take long
x End users not held up
x No additional formatting or analysis available
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Handling Dumps...

z System Dump Library…
y Implementation

x In $0JCL.PROC
• STDOPT SYSDUMP=NO,DUMP=PART

x In key partitions (CICS, VTAM, VSE/POWER, etc.)
• OPTION SYSDUMP,SYSDUMPC,DUMP

– SYSDUMPC prevents switch to SYSLST if dump library is 
full (VSE/ESA 2.4/2.5/2.6) 

• LIBDEF DUMP,CATALOG=SYSDUMP.sublib

x Remove LIBDEF DUMP commands in other partitions
• Static partition ASI procs and dynamic class profiles   
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Handling Dumps...

z System Dump Library…
y Keeping it cleaned out

x IUI dialog (Fastpath 43)
x Info/Analysis batch jobstreams

• List dumps in library
• Delete selected dumps

x LIBR(???) - Not the right way to do it!
• Potentially dangerous

– Does not update Dump Management File (BLNDMF)
• Access each sublibrary and delete members
• Delete Library and redefine
