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Purpose

This white paper will explain how to populate the UCI and UCF segment for an EDIFACT CONTRL document.  The CONTRL document is the Acknowledgement for an EDIFACT message.

According to the EDIFACT standard, the Interchange Sender and Interchange Recipient information in the UCI and UCF record of the Control document should contain the values from the Inbound UNB and UNG segment, respectively.

Background
When creating an outbound EDIFACT Control document, the default system behavior is to extract the Sender ID and Receiver ID from the Internal System User partner. 

To populate the Segments correctly, Sterling Commerce has created an Automation DLL and a new EDIFACT Control build map.  The Control Build map has a User Exit in it that calls the Automation DLL to retrieve the Sender ID, Sender Qualifier, Sender Routing Address, Receiver ID, Receiver Qualifier, and Receiver Routing Address from the Inbound Interchange file.  This information will then be placed into the correct fields in the outbound CONTRL document.

Solution Steps
Gentran:Server for Windows, Release 3.1.1 users will need obtain the GentranAutomation.DLL and CntrlBld_DLL.map from customer support and manually register the files. 
Registering the CntrlBld_DLL Translation Object
1. From EDI Manager (The Desk) register the CntrlBld_DLL.tpl.  This translation object is located on the installation CD in the \\ SYSMAPS\SPECIAL\COMPILED directory.
a. From the Gentran desktop select the View drop down menu and choose ‘Translation Objects’
b. Select ‘New’ and browse to the location on the CD for the CntrlBld_DLL.tpl.

c. Click open
Configuring the Partner Relationship

1. Open Partner Editor

2. Highlight the partner that will be sending the outbound CONTRL documents and click ‘Outbound’.

3. Select the Outbound relationship for the Control transaction.

4. Click “Translation”

5. In the Import drop down list select “ACKBUILD_CONTRL_DLL”
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6. Save the outbound partner relationship.
Verification

Process an inbound EDIFACT interchange to verify that the outbound Control Document is created with the information from the Inbound UNB and UNG segments.
For example if the inbound interchange contains the following envelope segments:

UNB+ANA:1+HIGH-TECH:ZZ+PS SUPPLIERS:ZZ+990316:1123+3'

UNG+INVOIC+HIGH-TECH:ZZ+PS SUPPLIERS:ZZ+990316:1123+3+UN+D:98A'

The outbound Control document should appear with the UCI and UCF segments as follows:

UCI+3+HIGH-TECH:ZZ+PS SUPPLIERS:ZZ+7'

UCF+3+HIGH-TECH:ZZ+PS SUPPLIERS:ZZ+7'  
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
