Objective:

This document describes the steps to be executed and the mandatory library files to be included in ISRA 3.2 rar file before deploying the ISRA.rar on any Application Server. 
Application Servers Supported by ISRA 3.2:

· IBM Websphere Application Server 5.x 
· Bea Weblogic Application Server 8.1.x
· Jboss 3.2.x – 4.0.x 
· SunOne Application Server 7
· Oracle Application Server 10g
The underlying table shows the details for the Jar files, which are to be bundled with ISRA.rar along with the modified Manifest file. This is applicable for all the supported Operating Systems for ISRA 3.2.

Deployment specific changes in ISRA.rar

The Manifest.mf file of ISRA.rar needs to be changed. Add all the mandatory Jar files to the Class-Path entry in the Manifest.mf file present in ISRA.rar. The changed format of the Manifest file present in the ISRA.rar is as follows:
Manifest-Version: 1.0

Class-Path: ISRA.jar pch.jar log4j-1.2.8.jar

Created-By: Ant 1.4.1
Steps to bundle the jar files:
1. Copy ISRA.rar to a temporary directory.
For Windows:

copy ISRA.rar c:\temp
For Unix & Linux:

cp ISRA.rar /temp
2. Change directory to the temporary directory.
For Windows:

c:\> cd c:\temp

For Unix & Linux:

cd /temp
3. Extract ISRA.rar
jar -xvf ISRA.rar
The extracted folder structure would be as follows:

4. Copy pch.jar and log4j-1.2.8.jar to the temporary directory.
5. Open the Manifest.mf file in the META-INF directory inside the temporary directory using a preferred text editor and add the Class-Path entry, as shown below:
Class-Path: ISRA.jar pch.jar log4j-1.2.8.jar

6. Delete ISRA.rar present in the temporary directory.
For Windows:

del ISRA.rar 

For Unix & Linux:

rm ISRA.rar
7. Create the archive file ISRA.rar, which includes pch.jar and log4j-1.2.8.jar.
jar -cvf ISRA.rar *
After creating the archive file, the structure of ISRA.rar will be as follows:

NOTE
The client_helper.jar file must be added to CLASSPATH of Application Server. This is mandatory for Bea Weblogic Application Server 8.1.x.
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
