DBMS support is classified into two tiers:
e Tierl: These DBMS are fully tested and certified to work with Discovery.
e Tier 2: These DBMS have previously worked or should work with Discovery. However, they

were not fully tested with this release of Discovery. Tier 2 DBMS are supported for PoCs and

PoTs, and will be fully tested and certified upon four weeks’ notice of intent to purchase

Discovery.

Flat files are supported. For any DBMS not listed, talk to your sales representative about
certification upon purchase of Discovery.

The Discovery Studio host must have Excel 2002 (XP) or
Excel 2003 installed and configured to print.
