It contains information concerning the material and procedures associated with the
installation of Query Management Facility for VSE/ESA Version 07 Release 02, Modification Level 00
(abbreviated to QMF for VSE in this document). You should read all of this program directory before
installing the program and then keep it for future reference.

1.1 Program Description

IBM Query Management Facility (QMF) is a tightly integrated, powerful, and reliable tool that performs
query and reporting for IBM's DB2® relational database Management System Family. It offers an
easy-to-learn, interactive interface. Users with little or no data processing experience can easily retrieve,
create, update, insert, or delete data that is stored in DB2.

QMF offers a total solution that includes accessing large amounts of data and sharing central repositories
of queries and enterprise reports. It also allows you to implement tightly-controlled, distributed, or
client/server solutions. In addition, you can use QMF to publish reports to the World Wide Web that you
can view with your favorite web browser.
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2.0 Program Materials

An IBM program is identified by a program number and a feature code. The program number for QMF for
VSE is 5697-F42.

4.1 Program Level Information

QMF for VSE Version 07 Release 02, Modification Level 00 has incorporated all closed APARS from
previous versions/releases which were closed prior to December 31, 2001.

4.2 Service Level Information

Check the DB2VSEVM720 PSP bucket for any additional PTFs that should be installed or any additional
installation information.

4.3 Cumulative Service Tape

There is no cumulative service tape for QMF for VSE.
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5.0 Installation Requirements and Considerations

This section describes the environment of the target system required to install and use QMF for VSE.

5.1 Operating System Requirements

QMF for VSE operates under the VSE/ESA operating system. You can install QMF for VSE on any
processor supported by VSE/ESA 2.4 or higher.

5.2 Hardware Requirements

One tape drive supported by VSE/ESA is required for installation.

5.3 Programming Requirements

This section summarizes the program products required or recommended for the QMF for VSE functions

and environments available with this release. Unless otherwise stated, the database manager works with
all subsequent versions, releases, and modification levels of the products listed in this section as well as

with equivalent non-IBM products.

The following products are the minimum requirements for installing QMF for VSE.

5.4 DASD Storage Requirements

You need the block sizes on the tape scan report to determine library storage requirements. At a
minimum, the target library must have free the number of library blocks shown on the tape scan report for
the QMF base product. A library block is equivalent to 1KB. For example, 11 library blocks are equal to
11,264 bytes.

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6.0 Installation Instructions

6.1 Installing QMF for VSE

This section describes how to install the QMF product or QMF NLF feature from your distribution tape
provided by IBM. The QMF product tape is distributed in the Librarian format of VSE/advanced Functions
Version 2. This allows you to use the VSE "Install Programs - V2 Format" dialogs to install the QMF
product tape.

The QMF install procedure is designed to install QMF into the VSE sublibrary "PRD2.PROD".

Attention: If you have a previous version or release of QMF in the PRD2.PROD sublibrary, it will be
replaced by the new version or release of QMF being installed.

If you change the VSE sublibrary, you also have to make extensive changes to the tailoring procedures
provided by QMF. Refer to the Installing and Managing QMF for details. It is recommended that you use
the default sublibrary PRD2.PROD.

The QMF product is distributed as an optional product of VSE or can be ordered as a feature of DB2 VSE
Version 07 Release 02, Modification Level 00. How you install QMF from tape depends on QMF was
distributed.

6.1.1 Installing QMF as an Optional Product

If you receive QMF as an optional product on the VSE product tape, you need to install the QMF product
using the "Installing Additional VSE Programs in V2 Format" section in your "VSE Installation Guide" that
came with your VSE system.

6.1.2 Installing QMF from the Standalone Product Tape using VSE V2
or higher

If you ordered the QMF product on a standalone tape, then follow the procedures provided in this chapter.
The VSE "Install Programs - V2 Format" dialog provided by the VSE Interactive Interface is used to install
the QMF tape.

The VSE dialog creates job streams that use the VSE Job Manager to manage the installation. The dialog
consists of two separate tasks:

1. Prepare for Installation This dialog scans the distribution tape and provides information that is used
by the next step and creates a job that is used to provide the amount of library blocks needed to load
the QMF product or feature.

2. Install Program from Tape This dialog shows the tape label of the QMF product or feature being
installed. Use this dialog to choose the product ID and the sublibrary that will receive the QMF product
or feature.

When you use the dialogs for the first time or when you use a new tape, perform both tasks 1 and 2. If
you have used the dialog before with the same tape and have a program list saved, you do not need to
perform the Prepare for Installation step.

6.1.3 Prepare for Installation

This procedure has two purposes:

¢ |t creates list output used to check library block sizes. You will need the block size to calculate disk
storage requirements.

¢ |t generates input for the Install panel which is used to generate the QMF Installation job.

To Scan the Tape do the following:

1. Log on to the VSE/ICCF system as the administrator using the VSE/Interactive Interface. If you are
unfamiliar with the Interactive Interface, you can read about the basic functions inIBM VSE/ESA
Administration.

2. Mount the QMF installation tape on an available tape drive. IBM distributes the QMF installation tape
on magnetic tape (reel or cartridge) .

. Select Installation to begin the installation process from the VSE Function Selection panel.
. Select 1 Install Programs - V2 Format from the Installation panel.
. Select 1 Prepare for Installation

. Enter the address of the tape drive from step 2.

. Change Job Destination to 3 on the Job Disposition panel to submit the job and FILE it in the library.
Accept all of the other default fields as shown.

8. Switch to the system console. A message similar to the following is displayed:

9. Enter 0 to reply to this verification message.
10. Retrieve Information about the QMF Tape.

QMF provides the latest storage estimates in table format on the tape. The following procedure
describes how to retrieve this data from the list output and how to calculate your library space.

a. Return to the main VSE/ESA Function Selection panel.
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b. Select Operations from the VSE/ESA Function Selection panel.

c. Select 2 Manage Batch Queues from the Operations panel.

d. Accept the default option of 1 List Queue on the Manage Batch Queues panel by pressing Enter.

e. Select the INSPRE job by placing a 1 next to the job name on the List Queue panel.

The pre-installation tape scan report is displayed. This list output report shows all of the products and
features that are on your tape. Included in the display are the library block size for the QMF base
product and any National Language Features (NLFs) you ordered.

You can identify the base and NLFs by the tapefile ID. The tapefile ID for the base has the product
name and version separated by periods. The NLFs replace one of the periods with the NLID. Expect
to see one or more of these tapefile IDs on the tape. Table 4 shows the tapefile IDs and their

corresponding languages.

11. Calculating Your Library Storage Needs

You need the block sizes on the tape scan report to determine library storage requirements. At a
minimum, the target library must have free the number of library blocks shown on the tape scan report
for the QMF base product. A library block is equivalent to 1KB. For example, 11 library blocks are
equal to 11,264 bytes.

You might want to add some extra space, perhaps 10 to 15%, for future enhancements and service
upgrades.

6.1.4 Install Program from Tape

Now you are ready to install QMF from the tape. To begin, return to the VSE/ESA Function Selection
panel.

Select Installation from the Function Selection panel.
Select 1 Install Programs - V2 Format from the Installation panel.

Select 2 Install Product(s) from Tape from the Install Programs V2 Format panel.

. Type 1 next to the base product or National Language Feature (NLF) component that you are

installing. The component is shown in tapefile ID format. These tapefile ID formats are shown in
Figure 8 on page 11. The QMF base product and any NLFs must be installed in the same sublibrary.
If you did not use the default library PRD2.PROD, type the name of your library and sublibrary on this
screen.

. Press PF5 to porcess.
. Type 1 to save the product list on the Install Product(s) from Tape panel.

. Type the tape address again and press Enter on the VSE/ESA Install Product(s) Tape Specification

panel.

. Change Job Destination to 3 and press Enter on the Job Disposition panel to submit the job and to file

it in the library. Accept all of the other default fields shown on the panel.

. Switch to the system console. You will see a message similar to:

Reply to this verification message by entering a 0. It takes a few minutes to restore from the tape. The
QMF standalone tape is shipped in non-stacked V2 format. You can expect return code 4 from the
verification job:

EOJ DTR231 MAX.RETURN CODE=0004

Acceptable return codes from the QMF installation are 0 and 4. If you receive anything other than a
return code of O or 4:

a. Check the list output for error conditions.

b. See the VSE/ESA Messages and Codes manual for corrective action.
c. Correct the error.

d. Rerun the job.

e. Recheck the return code.
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6.2 Activating QMF for VSE

Now that you have successfully installed QMF for VSE from tape, refer to the Installing and Managing

QMF for instructions on the remaining jobs to run to install QMF for VSE into the database and to activate
QMF.
