GUI releases up to 11.1.0.2.



The Application Performance Analyzer for z/OS GUtfmrm has bui-in support for both local and remote (z/OS) repogs. The local repository
populated and refreshed automatically with the mastnt transaction data, with the exception ofolbeervation reports. Reports are downloaded onestq
by selecting 'download reports' from the contexhmef the Observation List or clicking "Download®ets” in the Reports View.

The initial install connects to the remote repayitevhile subsequent startup's automatically laadl display the local repository of the Startup ABFRC. If
you wish to connect to the z/OS STC (remote repogitclick "Connect APA" and after login, the remaepository will be downloaded to the Application
Performance Analyzer for z/OS GUI.
