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IBM Integration Designer — initial connection to PC proxy (IHS)

When
you start it up the first time and switch it to the process center perspective, you are
prompted to provide the URL and credentials to connect to the proxy (IHS) server for the
process center. Use the dnsname or IP address from the appropriate HTTP server virtual
machine details, and provide the port 80.

While in the process center perspective, when you go on to “Open in Workspace” a
process application, another prompt for a URL and credentials is presented for the
process center deployment manager. Provide the deployment manager dnsname or IP

address as the Host name. Then select the RMI port of 9809. Also provide the virtuser ID
and password.
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Connect Process Designer to a different Process Center

= By default, a process designer download from a given process center console is setup to
connect to that specific process center

= To connect process designer to a different process center, edit eclipse.inifile in the process
designer directory to contain the process center IHS (HTTP server) virtual machine URL

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When the IBM Process Designer product is downloaded from the process center, it is
automatically wired to connect to that same process center that it was downloaded from.
In order to change the process center that the process designer will connect to, you will
need to obtain the host name of the HTTP server virtual machine for the deployed process
center, and use that host name in the eclipse.ini file of the process designer. You will find
the HTTP server’s host name by viewing the HTTP server’s virtual machine details in the

process center’s running deployment instance in PureApplication System or Workload
Deployer.
