In the template data set name field, enter the name of the
template library. Do not enter the member name. Remember that thereis aone to
one correlation between DBDs and templates, and File Manager requires the
member name of the template to be the same as the DBD.

Y ou can also, optionally, specify the name of aview. You can either create a new
view, or if you have already saved a view that you want to re-use, you can specify
itsnamein the “view data set name” and “member” fields. Typically, you will
create anew view, unless you want formatting or selection from aview that you
saved previously. Also, you can select the “save view on return” option with aslash
so that any formatting or selection that you specify in the view during the session
will be saved. If you do not select this option, changes you make to the view will
not be saved automaticaly.

In this example, notice that a1 for “New” was specified in the “view usage” field.
That means that anew view will be created. Enter is pressed to continue.

The FT
command switches to Table format. In table format, as shown here, fieldsin
segments are shown as columns. In this example, aroot segment is the currently
positioned segment. Therefore, the fields for the root segment are the column
headings. Data for other segment types are not displayed, since they do not match
the column headings. Instead, for other segment types, segment counts or key

values are shown.

That positioned to the selected segment, and switched the format to single. In single
format, only one segment is displayed at atime. The column names are shown on
the left, and the data values on the right.

Notice the PF10 and PF11 keys. PF10 goes to the previous segment, and PF11
goes to the next one.

In single format, there are several columns that you can toggle on or off. For
example, you can choose to view the field reference number, the picture clause, the
field type, and others. Notice the list of commands shown. In this example, the
TY PE command is entered, to display the field type. And the SLOC command is
entered to show the field starting position and length. Enter.

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That switched the display to character format. Thereis a setting that controls how
segments that are not the current type are displayed. Right now, a setting of SHOW
SUP OFF isin effect. Because of that, twin segments are collapsed in the display.
Notice the third data line, which isa PRMUSE segment type. On that line, 29
segments are represented. Sometimes, having the twin segments collapsed can
make it easier to scroll and navigate. But sometimes, you may prefer not to have
segments collapsed. That can be done with a SHOW SUP ON command. That
command istyped in, along with an FT command, and Enter is pressed.

Zoom looks like single, but there is one
big difference. When you use zoom, you cannot navigate to other segments. Notice
that PF10 and PF11, which in single format are previous and next, are not available
in zoom.

To exit zoom mode, press PF3, or enter the ZOOM command again.

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Since zoom is so sSimilar to single, you may be wondering why you would use it.
The differences are that you cannot navigate to other segments, and the scope of
find and change commands is only the current segment. So even afind or change
command will not search other segments or reposition to another segment.

So, why use zoom? Use it for safety, to ensure that you will not accidentally make
changes to other segments.
