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Events that generate notifications

= Audit Reports - Subscribers receive information in the following situations:
— An audit report is ready to be signed
— The grace period expire
— No audit reports have been signed for last three months
— The purgedatabase command is active and aggregation will not take place on a specific
day

= Software Scans - Subscribers receive information when agent inventory scan is late, or
when stale entries representing shared file systems are cleaned up.

= VM Managers - Subscribers receive information when there are problems with contacting
VM managers
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Audit reports, software scans, and VM managers can generate notifications.
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= The generated notifications are then sent to recipients that you select in the License Metric
Tool web interface.

= Each notification gets a destination recipient

Each event notification requires a destination. The recipient is selected in the list of available
options shown in the License Metric Tool web interface.
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= Log into LMT Command interface

= To set the SMTP server, run the command:
— (setserverconf-k smtpServer -v jp_address

= To set the mail sender, run the command:
— setserverconf -k mailSender -v email_address,

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The first configuration requirement of event notification is to log into the command line interface.
Next, use the setserverconf command to enter a Simple Mail Transfer Protocol server’s IP
address. Now again use the setserverconf command. This time use it to enter the email address
that notifications are sent from. Finally, stop and restart the server using the appropriate

command for either a Windows or a UNIX operating system.
