The tipadmin account is the default Tivoli Integrated Portal administrative user account. It
is created in the file-based federated user repository and is the primary ID for the
TIPRealm user registry. It is the documented account that is used for creating accounts,
both export and import functions, migrations, upgrades, fix pack installations, cloning
functions, and maintenance tasks for the federated repository. All of these functions stop
working correctly after this account is deleted. If the tipadmin account is deleted, you
follow the steps in this training module to re-create the account and restore application
functions.
