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Quick Start Guide
Get started downloading and installing the Business Process Manager Advanced Pattern on Red Hat
Enterprise Linux Server package to use IBM Business Process Manager in a private cloud.

Product overview
The IBM® Business Process Manager Advanced version 8.0 patterns contain the components necessary to manage business
processes in a private cloud. Use the patterns to create, deploy, and manage IBM BPM environments with either IBM
PureApplication™ System, version 1.0.0.1 or IBM Workload Deployer, version 3.1.0.2.

1 Step 1: Access the software and documentation
After downloading your offering from IBM Passport Advantage®, follow the instructions in the information center at the
following location: http://pic.dhe.ibm.com/infocenter/dmndhelp/v8r0mx/index.jsp?topic=/com.ibm.wbpm.cloud.doc/
topics/tbpm_priclo_dowloim.html.

This offering includes the following components:
v An open virtual archive (OVA) file that contains the image
v Pre-configured patterns and parts
v Script packages
v The installation utility:

installer
For installation on a Linux operating system.

installer.bat
For installation on a Windows operating system.

2 Step 2: Evaluate the hardware and system configuration
You can use IBM Business Process Manager, in a private cloud environment, in many different configurations. The
installation tool that is packaged with the patterns and images supports only Windows and Linux operating systems. You
must have the IBM Java™ Runtime Environment (JRE) 1.6 SR3, or later, installed to run the IBM BPM installation tool.

Notes:
1. To extract the package file in a Windows environment, use the latest version of the extraction tool, for example 7-Zip

or WinRAR. Due to the size of the package file, the older versions of these tools might not work properly for this
extraction.

2. Be sure that you have sufficient space in the location where you plan to download and extract the package file. The
compressed package file exceeds 6 GB in size. When it is extracted, particularly in a Windows environment using
7-zip, it requires approximately 13 GB of free storage space on the disk. On a Windows operating system, if you are
extracting the package file to the temp directory, be sure that the system disk has enough storage available.
Alternatively, you can set the temp directory to another disk that has sufficient free storage.
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3 Step 3: Install Business Process Manager Patterns on Red Hat Enterprise Linux Server
To install Business Process Manager Advanced Pattern on Red Hat Enterprise Linux Server, complete the following steps:
1. Access the IBM Passport Advantage website and locate the Business Process Manager Advanced Pattern on Red Hat

Enterprise Linux Server package to download.
2. Download the package file to a computer that is running either a Windows or Linux operating system.
3. Extract the package file.
4. Issue the command to run the installation utility.

To install on PureApplication System or Workload Deployer, issue one of the following commands:
v In a Linux environment:
./installer -h <host_name> -u <user_name> -p <password>

v In a Windows environment:
installer.bat -h <host_name> -u <user_name> -p <password>

Tip: In any non-English environment, if you run the install utility and encounter codec errors, uncomment the
following two lines in deployer.cli/lib/version_number/registry:
deployer.console.encoding
python.console.encoding

Depending on the language environment, use one of the following values:
Simplified Chinese

deployer.console.encoding=gb2312
Traditional Chinese

deployer.console.encoding=big5
Japanese

deployer.console.encoding=shift_jis
Korean

deployer.console.encoding=ks_c_5601-1987
Western Europe

deployer.console.encoding=ibm850
5. To verify the installation, locate the following IBM BPM virtual image, patterns, and script packages in the following

locations:
Virtual image

Locate the IBM BPM virtual image in the listing of virtual images on the Virtual Images window of IBM
Workload Deployer or the Workload Console of IBM PureApplication System.

Patterns
Locate the IBM BPM patterns in the listing of patterns on the Virtual System Patterns window of IBM
Workload Deployer or the Workload Console of IBM PureApplication System.

Script packages
Locate the IBM BPM AddDisk and ConfigBPM script packages in the listing of script packages on the Script
Packages window of Workload Deployer or the Workload Console of PureApplication System.
