Licence warning
MQSeries Everyplace for Multiplatforms Version 1.2 is a toolkit that enables developers
to write MQSeries Everyplace applications and to create an environment in which to run
them.

Before deploying this product and applications that use it in a production environment,
please make sure that you have the necessary licences.

To use MQSeries Everyplace on specified server platforms (other than for purposes of
code development and test), capacity-unit use authorizations (which are recorded on
Proof of Entitlement documents and valid to support use of MQSeries Everyplace
according to published capacity unit and pricing group tables) must be obtained in order
to be licensed to use the program on each machine and machine upgrade.

Device platform use authorizations (which are recorded on Proof of Entitlement
documents and valid to support use of MQSeries Everyplace) are required to use the
product (other than for purposes of code development and test) on specified client
platforms. These licenses do not entitle the user to use the MQSeries Everyplace
Bridge, or to run on the server platforms specified in the MQSeries Everyplace pricing
group lists published by IBM and also available on the Web via the URL mentioned
below:

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Chapter 1. Installation Procedures

These procedures enable the installation of MQSeries Everyplace on machines that are
to be used for the development of MQSeries Everyplace applications. In this release,
the deployment of MQSeries Everyplace to pervasive devices is the responsibility of the
application and solution provider.

The MQSeries Everyplace installation program is a self-extracting Java® class file that
must be copied to a working directory on your computer and executed. The installation
program extracts the working files that it needs into the working directory, copies the
MQSeries Everyplace files onto your computer, and cleans up the working files. You
may then delete the installation program if you wish.

Software environments

Supported platforms
MQSeries Everyplace is only directly installable on certain server platforms. To transfer
programs and Java classes to other platforms, an appropriate download or file transfer
program (not supplied) must be used.

Directly supported platforms with installation support

The following platforms are those on which the product can be installed using
the built-in tools.

v Windows NT® v4

v Windows® 2000

v Windows 95/98/ME

v AIX Version 4.3

v Sun Solaris Version 7 or 8

v Linux Intel Kernel 2.2 (installed using a zip file).

v HP-UX 11.0 (installed using a zip file)

Directly supported platforms without installation support

The following platforms are supported for the testing and deployment of
MQSeries Everyplace, but only support installation by file transfer from another
platform.

v WinCE 2.1 running on HP Jornada devices (Models 680 or 820)

v EPOC 32 bit Release 5running on Psion devices (5MX Pro or NetBook)

v PalmOS, V3.0 or higher running on Palm V and IBM Workpad C3

v IBM 4690 OS with Java

Indirectly supported platforms
The following platforms may be used, but are only supported if their Java
environment is fully compatible with that on the directly supported platforms.
Problems can only be investigated on one of the tested platforms listed above.
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v Linux on zSeries running Kernel 2.2

v iSeries

v OS/2

v EPOC (on devices other than those listed above)

v WinCE (on devices other than those listed above)

v QNX Neutrino

v Pocket PC

v PalmOS (on devices other than those listed above)

v Any other platform running one of the Java environments listed in “Java
environment”

Java environment
One of the following Java runtime environments is required:

v IBM Java runtime (JVM 1.3 or later), including Java Micro Edition

v Any Java which is Sun Java (V1.1 or later) certified 1

Note: The Java needs to be fully compatible with that tested on one of the following
platforms in order for service to be available

v HP Jornada devices (Models 680 or 820) running Windows CE operating
system

v Psion devices (5MX Pro or NetBook) running EPOC operating system

v One of the server platforms in the directly supported lists above

MQSeries Classes for Java is required for MQSeries-bridge operation. You should
check the level of Java that is required to run the version of MQSeries Classes for
Java.

Personal Java
Personal Java may be used instead of other JVMs on device platforms.

To use MQSeries Everyplace the following optional classes of Personal Java are
required:

v For MQSeries Everyplace base classes:

– java.io.FileInputStream

– java.io.FileOutputStream

– java.io.File

– java.io.FilenameFilter

v To use the MQeGZIPCompressor:

– java.util.zip.GZIPOutputStream

v To use any encryption

1. You may experience problems if you run the installer under Sun’s JVM with the JIT (Just In Time) compiler enabled. If you use a Sun
JVM we recommend that you disable the JIT compiler using the command: java -Djava.compiler=NONE install
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– java.math.BigInteger

The MQSeries Everyplace examples require some of the optional classes in packages
java.io and java.awt.

Storage requirements
The following table shows the storage you need to perform the installation of MQSeries
Everyplace.

Installation steps on Windows, AIX, and Solaris
At any time during the installation click the Back button on a screen to take you back to
previous screens and review or change information. To exit the install procedure and
cancel the installation, click the Cancel button on any screen.

To install MQSeries Everyplace:

1. Insert the product CD into your CD-ROM drive.

2. Copy the installation program install.class into a working directory that is in the
Java class path on your computer.

3. Change to the working directory and run the installation program using the Java
command on your computer. This command is typically java, jre, or jview. For
example:

On Windows

cd <working directory>
set classpath=.;%classpath%
jview install

On AIX and Solaris
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cd <working directory>
CLASSPATH=.:$CLASSPATH
export CLASSPATH
java install

4. When the "Welcome" screen is displayed, confirm that you want to install the
MQSeries Everyplace program by clicking the Next button to continue with the
installation.

5. The license agreement is displayed on the next screen. You should read this and
click the Yes button if you wish to accept the terms of the license. If you do not
accept the terms of the license, click the No button to terminate the installation.

6. The next screen shows the default directory location to which the MQSeries
Everyplace files are to be copied. If you wish to change this location, click the
Browse button and choose the new directory from your directory list. Click the
Next button to continue with the installation

7. The installation places some shortcuts in a "Start Menu" folder and the next screen
displays a default name for this folder. You may change the name by overtyping
the default name. Click the Next button to proceed.

Note: This screen is not displayed on AIX and Solaris.

8. The next screen confirms the installation location and the name of the "Start
Menu" folder for the shortcuts (on Windows). Check that the information is correct
and click Next to continue. If the information is incorrect, click the Back button to
repeat steps 6 or 7 as required.

9. The program now copies the MQSeries Everyplace files to your computer. You can
cancel the installation during the copy procedure by clicking the Cancel button on
the Copy progress box in the bottom right hand corner of the screen.

10. When the copying is complete, a dialog box is displayed in the centre of the
screen confirming that the files have been transferred successfully. Click the OK
button to proceed to the final installation screen.

11. The final screen allows you to browse the Readme file before exiting from the
installation. The Readme file is also copied to the installation directory on your
computer so that you may refer to it later. When you are ready to exit from the
installation, click the Finish button.

Alternative installation steps
The MQSeries Everyplace classes are also provided as a zip file. This file can be used
to install MQSeries Everyplace on devices where the graphical installer is not suitable
or not supported. On a UNIX based system (Such as Linux and HP/UX) you need to
create a folder, copy the appropriate zip file into it, and then use an unzip utility to
extract the class files. For example:

mkdir mqe
cp /cdrom/unixinst.zip mqe
cd mqe
unzip unixinst.zip
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Once the class files have been extracted you need to configure your environment to run
MQSeries Everyplace programs. Please see the MQSeries Everyplace for
Multiplatforms Programming Guide for more information.

Installed components
After successful installation of the MQSeries Everyplace toolkit, the following Java
codebase components are present on your computer:

MQSeries Everyplace Java classes
A set of classes that implement all the MQSeries Everyplace function. Subsets
of these classes can be used to provide different MQSeries Everyplace
configurations such as a subset for a device , or a subset for a server.

Helper classes
A set of classes derived from the base classes that implement some commonly
used functions.

Example classes
A set of classes that demonstrate how to utilize many of the features of
MQSeries Everyplace. The source code for these classes is also provided.

Utilities
Tools to assist with the programming and administration of MQSeries
Everyplace.

MQSeries Everyplace manuals
English language versions of the following books are provided in Adobe

Note: Version 1.0 of MQe_Explorer is not compatible with MQSeries
Everyplace Version 1.2.

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Uninstalling MQSeries Everyplace
The removal of MQSeries Everyplace from your computer depends on the operating
system that you are running. Follow the instructions that relate to your operating
system.

On Windows
MQSeries Everyplace can be uninstalled from your Windows system in either of the
following ways:

Using the Start Folder shortcut.
When MQSeries Everyplace is installed it creates a folder in the Startup menu, the
default name of the folder is "IBM MQSeries Everyplace" but you can change this
during the installation procedure. The folder contains a shortcut called "Uninstall"; click
on this shortcut to launch the Uninstall program and follow any on screen prompts or
instructions until the program indicates that the uninstall is complete.

Using the Windows Control Panel
MQSeries Everyplace can be uninstalled using the standard Windows Control Panel.

1. Open the "Control Panel" window, for example: Start->Settings->Control Panel

2. Double-click on the Add/Remove Programs icon

3. In the resulting "Add/Remove Programs" dialog box, scroll through the list of
programs to find "IBM MQSeries Everyplace 1.0" and click on this to select it

4. Click the Add/Remove... button to start the uninstall program.

Follow any on screen prompts or instructions until the program indicates that the
uninstall is complete.

On AIX and Solaris
MQSeries Everyplace can be uninstalled from your computer in any of the following
ways:

Using juninst
When MQSeries Everyplace is installed on your computer, it includes a program called
juninst that can be used to uninstall it. To uninstall MQSeries Everyplace, use the
command:

juninst <MQe directory>/UnInst

where <MQe directory> is the directory where you installed MQSeries Everyplace. This
defaults to /usr/MQe, but you can change this during the installation procedure.

Using SMIT on AIX
Use the standard AIX System Management tool, SMIT, to uninstall the component
called "IBM.MQSeries.Everyplace.Base".

Using pkgrm on Solaris
Use the standard Solaris tools, pkginfo and pkgrm as follows:
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1. Use the pkginfo tool to find the name of the installed component described as "IBM
MQSeries Everyplace - Base". The name is of the form itjnnnnnn where nnnnnn is
a number such as 000001.

2. Enter the following command to use the pkgrm tool to remove the installed
component found in step 1:

pkgrm itjnnnnnn

Applying maintenance to MQSeries Everyplace
To apply a maintenance update to MQSeries Everyplace, follow the instructions
provided with the update.

Readme file
Before proceeding, make sure you have read the Readme file which contains last
minute information about the MQSeries Everyplace files that you have copied from the
CD-ROM. Carry out any extra installation procedures that may be described in the
Readme.

Creating an initial system
The MQSeries Everyplace for Multiplatforms Introduction manual contains a chapter
headed ’Getting started with MQSeries Everyplace’. The ’Using MQSeries Everyplace’
section of this chapter describes the different stages of use of the product, and the
’Gaining experience’ section provides information on how to get an MQe_Explorer
system up and running quickly and easily.

Writing your own programs
When you are ready to modify your initial system and to write your own programs, use
the information provided in the MQSeries Everyplace for Multiplatforms Programming
Guide and MQSeries Everyplace for Multiplatforms Programming Reference.
