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About this book

This book contains usage and reference information for IBM Output Manager for
z/0S. It provides detailed information on using IBM Output Manager for z/OS to
automate online distribution of reports, and on capturing and managing historical
report data and attributes.

Who should read this book

The IBM Output Manager for z/OS User’s Guide is intended for report administrators
and general users who require the ability to view reports online, and for database
administrators or application developers who are responsible for ensuring that
reports are sent and received by the appropriate people.

The authors of this book assume that most readers are data processing professionals
familiar with the concepts of generating, viewing, distributing, and printing reports.

Conventions and terminology used in this book

In this book, IBM Output Manager for z/OS is referred to as "Output Manager" where
the context makes the meaning clear.

Other conventions include:
* Monospacedfont- Identifies example code.

e Bold font - Identifies fields, commands, and values on product panels as well as
labels that distinguish various types of information (such as Note).

e Chapter 1, Introducing Output Manager, provides a general description of how
Output Manager can benefit your organization.

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Chapter 1. Introducing Output Manager

IBM Output Manager for z/OS automates report distribution and enables you to

capture and manage historical report data and attributes. Output Manager helps you
transform your organization’s data into customized reports, enabling you to respond
to current business trends and make strategic decisions.

With Output Manager, you can specify report attributes, collect report data, split
system output into individual reports, perform online and batch print jobs, and
deliver report data to end-users. Output Manager is designed to:

¢ Streamline the report distribution process.

e Help users track report attributes and distribution information.

* Enable business users to view data pertinent to their business needs.

¢ Leverage standard OS/390 data management facilities for capturing report data.
* Maintain historical information about production reports.

® Reduce costs associated with report distribution.

System overview

An Output Manager system consists of the Output Manager application (request
processing and action definition), an ISPF interface, a rules definition language
(responsible for sending reports to the SPOOL and report indexer), an archiver, and
archive management. The reports are archived as MVS sequential files and the
archive index is a DB2 table.

Output Manager can be used on any supported release of OS/390 or z/OS. It requires
DB2 and TSO/ISPE.

Report viewing and indexing

Output Manager’s ISPF dialog interface enables you to view captured reports. Report
indexing capabilities enable you to access individual pages or groups of pages within
a user-defined report.

Capturing system output data

By collecting historic SYSOUT data, your enterprise can efficiently trace business
trends and chart future strategic direction. Output Manager enables you to capture
and manage report data and attributes. Output Manager captures report data in
sequential files and uses DB2 to create indexes of the reports that have been captured.

Report distribution

Efficient, accurate distribution of reports ensures the smooth operation of your
printing facilities and reduces production costs. Output Manager’s report distribution
capabilities enable you to efficiently deliver reliable information to end users, so they
can leverage information and make timely business decisions. Output Manager
allows you to split your SYSOUT data into individual reports, based on criteria that
you specify, and deliver the reports to the intended recipients.

Distribution

Reports are generated by a variety of business applications. IBM Output Manager
handles the archiving and post-processing of reports based on product settings such
as report selection criteria, report retention requirements, report layouts, custom
report rules, and distribution information. IBM Output Manager also enables report
administrators to reprint reports and general users to view reports online.

IBM Output Manager identifies SYSOUT of interest using report capture rules.
Interceptor rules enable the capture of SYSOUT based on information about pre-spool
events (such as jobcard, step, and SYSOUT information) while selector definitions
enable the post-spool capture of SYSOUT based on characteristics such as SYSOUT
class. Custom report rules and report layouts are then used to further process

captured reports.

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Report capture rules

There are two types of report capture rules, interceptor rules and selector definitions.
Interceptor rules enable users to specify the criteria by which SYSOUT is captured prior
to its reaching the spool. Selector rules enable users to specify the criteria by which
SYSOUT is taken directly off the spool.

Interceptor rules

IBM Output Manager monitors JES data management events and uses interceptor
rules to determine whether or not any given event is of interest. If the event is of
interest, IBM Output Manager then processes the SYSOUT. If the event is not of
interest, IBM Output Manager ignores it and does not process the SYSOUT.

Interceptor rules enable users to specify the criteria by which SYSOUT is captured
prior to its reaching the spool (pre-spool).

Selector definitions

IBM Output Manager creates a subtask for each selector definition to register interest
with JES. JES will then deliver output to Output Manager that matches the criteria
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specified in a selector definition. Selector definitions enable users to specify the
criteria used to select specific output types directly off the spool (post-spool).

Archive attributes

When Output Manager captures SYSOUT, it creates an archive dataset, which is a
sequential file. To create the archive, Output Manager needs several pieces of
information, such as:

¢ what to call the dataset (the data set name or DSN)
* where to allocate it (what unit name or SMS storage class)

e and how much space to reserve for the archive.

Output Manager gets this information from an archive attribute. A report
administrator creates a set of archive attributes and links them to interceptor and
selector rules. Then when a SYSOUT has been intercepted or selected, Output
Manager knows what set of attributes to use when allocating the sequential file. Many
rules can point to the same archive attribute.

One of the key elements of the archive attribute is the archive mask. It serves as a
template for the dataset name that is to be created for this archive. Working with the
security administrators and planning what to name the archives is a critical step in
planning the use of Output Manager.

Another critical section is the SMS allocation parameters. The report administrator,
working closely with the storage management group, can plan the data set usage of
Output Manager.

Report selection rules

You create a report selection rule for each custom report. When a report (SYSOUT) is
captured by an interceptor or selector rule, it is compared against the report selection
rule to see if the report was produced by the step and DD combination specified in the
report selection rule. When a match occurs, a basic report is created.

A basic report represents the entire SYSOUT produced by the application. A basic
report will be listed under the View Reports option (V.R from the Output Manager
main menu) as a captured report.

Once a basic report exists, due to the match, Output Manager will look to see if there
are any custom report definitions that use the same layout as defined in this report
selection rule. This is what causes the creation of the custom reports from the basic
reports.

Report layout

The layout defines how the original report looks as produced by the application. A
report layout has three (3) sub-components: Page, Area, and Field. Pages contain
areas, areas contain fields, and fields are specific data on a report.

You create a page for each unique style of page in a SYSOUT. Many SYSOUTs have
only one page style, while others have multiple page styles.

On each page, you create one or more areas. Areas are conceptually like rectangles.
Imagine having the physical report page in front of you, then drawing rectangles
around the different sections. For example, the first three lines are often report
headings, the big area in the middle is the body of the report, and the two lines at the
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bottom are the footer. Often a report will have only one area, which is the same size as
the page.

Fields represent particular data on the report. Some fields will be constant and will be
used for identification purposes. For example, many reports have a report ID so the
user of the report can communicate to the programmers about specific reports. Other
fields may contain data, such as a branch ID, that identifies sub-reports within the
basic report. These sub-reports can become custom reports.

Custom report

A custom report is a subset of the captured report. The custom report definition
specifies the conditions that must be true to generate the custom report. The
conditions are based on the value you specify for one or more fields that are part of
the layout. For example, if the value in the LOCATION field is equal to
SPRINGFIELD, then generate a custom report that only contains data that relates to
SPRINGFIELD.

Usually more than one custom report will be defined for each basic report. In the bank
report example, there are several branches within the bank report. Each branch is to
have its own custom report. This means there would be one custom report definition
for each branch, but they would all specify the same layout.

When a captured SYSOUT matches the job information in the report selection rule,
the report layout that you created is read into memory, along with all of the custom
report definitions for this basic report. Each page of the captured report, as defined by
the report layout, is compared to the criteria in each of the defined custom reports to
determine if this page is part of a defined custom report. What happens next depends
upon whether the page matches any of the custom reports:

o If the page matches any of the custom reports, the page is placed, virtually, in the
custom report.

o If the page does not match any of the custom reports, it is placed in the <undefined>
report. The <undefined> report is a custom report constructed by Output Manager
to catch all of the SYSOUT pages that do not fall into any of the defined custom
reports. It is a collection of all of the "unused" pages from this SYSOUT.

Another possible report is referred to as <no report>. When the last page of the
SYSOUT has been completed, a final scan is performed to see if any pages were found
for each of the defined custom reports. If there were no pages for a specific custom
report, a special virtual report with no data will be created. It will be listed under
Captured Reports on the View Reports screen (option V.R from the main menu) as
<no report>.

Although there is nothing for you to view, <no report> serves as a visual reminder that
the application that normally produces this report did run, however no pages that
matched the selection criteria for this specific custom report were found. This may be
anormal or an exceptional condition, based upon the application. A <no report> helps
you identify which specific custom reports may need more attention.

Recipient IDs and lists

Recipient IDs contain information about individuals or a generic location. The
information in the recipient ID is used whenever a report is printed. It contains
information like name, address, building, printer destination, sysout class and other
information related to the printing of the report. It can also optionally contain an
individual’s USERID.
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Distribution lists are groups of recipient IDs that are linked to custom report
definitions to control the real time, reprint, or "reprint with distribution" functions.
You can specify on the distribution list which recipients are to receive hardcopy.

Printer attributes

You can define attributes for a printer, then associate the attributes with a specific
recipient ID. You can specify as few or as many attributes as you want from the
following categories:

e general attributes, such as a printer name
e attributes associated with printing on a 3800 series printer
® PSF-related attributes

e other miscellaneous attributes

Printing Methods

Output Manager will print basic and custom reports. There are three major categories
of printing:

¢ Real time printing
¢ Reprinting

® Local printing

Real time printing is only applicable to custom reports. It occurs at the time the
SYSOUT from the application is being processed by Output Manager to create the
virtual custom reports. Output Manager will use any assigned distribution list to
determine which recipients are to receive hard copies of the report. For each recipient,
a real time hard copy will be produced, based on the information contained in each of
the recipients.

Reprinting allows the report administrator to reprint a custom report. There is also an
option that allows the administrator to alter the distribution list, temporarily, while
reprinting. This is referred to as reprint override. An additional option, reprint
distribution, allows the administrator to temporarily direct a report to an alternate
distribution list.

Local printing allows a user to print a custom report for themselves. In addition, a user
can temporarily override the printer information to direct the printout to a different
printer. This is referred to as print override.

The following table summarizes the printing methods:

Method of Printing Description

Real time printing A hard copy will be produced for each recipient in the
distribution list that is associated with a custom report.
This occurs in "real time", that is, at the time the SYSOUT
from the application is being processed by Output
Manager to create the virtual custom reports.

Reprinting For use by report administrators to print a custom report
again.
Reprint override For use by report administrators to print a custom report

again, but also to temporarily alter the distribution list.

Reprint distribution For use by report administrators to temporarily direct a
report to an alternate distribution list.

Method of Printing

Description

This chapter provides an overview of the IBM Output Manager for z/OS main menu
and each of the main menu options. This will give you an idea of the many actions
you can perform with Output Manager, however, you may find that you only use a
few of these features on a regular basis.

Use the Installation Verification option to ensure that
Output Manager has been installed successfully.

Note: This is the main menu that report administrators will use. If you prefer, you
can change the main menu to a different screen that fits your needs. For
example, panel BJTPVIEW, which is the menu you see when you choose the
View Reports option, could be the main menu for general users. Contact your
system administrator if you want to change the main menu to a different

screen.
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Preferences

You may want to define your terminal settings, such as use of color, highlighting, and

brightness, before you do anything with Output Manager. If so, choose option P,

Preferences, on the Output Manager main menu. The following window appears on

the screen:

P - Preferences Enables you to view and change settings for terminal and
user parameters.

R - Reports Enables you to view custom reports.
A - Archives Enables you to search the report archives for a specific
report.

For more information on the View Reports options, refer to Chapter 5, “Viewing
reports” on page 45.

Administrative Functions

To view a list of administrative options in Output Manager, select option A,
Administrative Functions, on the Output Manager main menu, and press Enter. The
following screen displays.

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All of the options on the Administrative Functions screen are described in the
following table.

Option Description

Sysout Identification and Archive data set attributes

I -Interceptor Generates a rule-based list of pre-spool criteria, based on
jobcard, step, and sysout information.

S - Selector Definitions Sets post-spool selection criteria for jobs that should be
saved in archive data sets. You may want to have a
different selector for each output class. For example, you
may want one selector for class W, another for class X, etc.
This enables you to improve performance. The selector
subtask is "long lived", meaning it is active all the time,
waiting for JES to give it a job.

R - Report Selection Rules Generates rules for selecting custom reports.

A - Archive Attributes Enables you to view and edit archive attributes.

Custom report definitions

L - Report Layouts Provides a facility for creating and editing a layout for a
custom report. This tells Output Manager how to format
the report.

C - Custom Reports Enables you to specify the name of a new custom report

and tie it to a specific report layout. You can also view a list
of reports that have already been defined.

Printing related functions

J- Recipient IDs Enables you to identify a person or department who
should receive specific reports.

D -Distribution Lists Creates and maintains distribution lists that are assigned to
reports. A distribution list is a collection of recipient IDs.

K - Printer Attributes Provides a facility for specifying and maintaining the
printer attributes, such as FORM, UCS, CHARS, as well as
AFP attributes, such as PAGEDEF and FORMDEF.

General product functions:

V - Activity Monitor Enables you to view activities and exceptions.

Q - Product Status Check the current status of Output Manager.

Each of these options is described in more detail in Chapter 6, “Using the
administrative functions” on page 61.

Installation Verification

Choose option I, Installation Verification, on the Output Manager main menu to
verify that the Output Manager installation was successful. When you choose
Installation Verification, one of two events occur:

e If the installation was successful, a message displays indicating that you are ready
to use Output Manager. An example is shown below:

e If the installation was not successful, the failure will cause an activity exception to

be generated. When this occurs, you can use SDSF to look at the error messages
listed in the log. Possible error messages are:

Error Message Description
started_task_name not active A reason code and help panels will give you more
information on what needs to be done to activate this
product.

Get (or Update) control failed This message usually indicates a product DB2
configuration issue, such as an unsuccessful bind,
undefined tables, or a DB2 system that is not active. The
exception in the SDSF log will indicate the type of problem
that occurred.

Navigation commands and actions

SORT

IBM Output Manager for z/OS is a TSO/ISPF application and responds to standard
TSO/ISPF commands.

When presented with a panel of scrollable or tabular data, you can sort the data by
column using the SORT command. The command for sorting is:

SORT COLUMN_NAME DIRECTION

where COLUMN_NAME is the name or number of the column by which you want to

sort and DIRECTION can be either A (to sort data in ascending order) or D (to sort
data in descending order).

Chapter 2. Overview of Output Manager’s interface




You can refer to columns by the column name or number. You must type the column
names as they appear on the column heading, except when the column name contains
a space; you represent a space with an underscore (_). Column numbers are not
labeled on the pane, they are numbered from left to right across the panel. The CMD
column is column1 and columns to the right are numbered sequentially.

Data can be sorted in ascending (A) or descending (D) order. To specify sort order,
append the A or D to the end of the SORT command. The default is ascending (A). For
example, to sort column 2 in descending order, type:

SORT 2 D

in the command line and press Enter. Data will be sorted by column 2 in descending
order.

FIND

Use the FIND command to find a unique string within a panel of data. The command
structure for FIND is:

FIND ABC

If the specified string is found, the cursor moves to the first position of the found
string. If the specified string is not found, the message:

Find string not found

displays. You should be as specific as possible when using the FIND command to
ensure the correct return.

Scrolling

When data exceeds the size of the panel, indicators alert you that additional data
exists outside the visible panel. There are four character spaces on the third line of the
upper right-hand corner of the panel that are used to indicate a scrollable page. Pages
may be scrollable horizontally, vertically, or both.

A plus sign (+) and/or minus sign (-) indicates that there is additional data vertically.
¢ The plus sign (+) indicates there is data below; use PF8 to scroll down.

* The minus sign (-) indicates there is data above; use the PF7 key to scroll up.

The less-than sign (<) and/or the greater-than sign (>) means there is additional data
horizontally.

® The less-than sign (<) means there is additional data to the left; use PF10 to scroll
to the left.

¢ The greater-than sign (>) indicates that there is additional data to the right, use
PF11 to scroll to the right.

Pull-down menus

The Output Manager interface uses pull-down menus to offer more options to you. To
access a menu:

1. Look at the top row of a screen to see what words are displayed. These words are
used to access pull-down menus that are available to you. The menus may be
different on each screen.

2. Place the cursor on the capital letter of a menu word, such as the "P" in
"Preferences", and press Enter.
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3. A list of options will display for this menu. If there is more than one option, the
options are numbered. Type the number of the option you want, then press Enter.
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Chapter 3. Tutorial

This chapter uses a sample bank teller’s report to help you understand how to use
IBM Output Manager for z/OS (Output Manager). The specific skills covered in this
chapter include:

* setting preferences

e creating rules

* creating a report layout

* creating a custom report

* selecting recipient IDs to receive the report

* and distributing the report.

The bank teller’s report that will be used throughout this tutorial is member BJTBANKR

located in highlevel.SBJTSAMP where highlevel is the highlevel qualifier assigned to
the product by your system administrator.

Note: Member BJTBANKR is JCL that will print the sample bank report.

For easier reading, IBM Output Manager for z/OS will be referred to simply as
"Output Manager" throughout this tutorial.

Starting Output Manager

To access the interface for Output Manager, you must execute the product. Contact
the person who installed Output Manager to find out the name and steps you should
follow to execute Output Manager.

The first screen you will see is the Output Manager main menu appears. Press Enter
to remove the copyright statement. The main menu is shown below:

Each menu option is described below.

Option Description

P - Preferences Use the Preferences option to specify terminal and user
parameters.

V - View Reports Use the View Reports option to view existing reports.

A - Administrative Functions Use the Administrative Functions options to administer
rules and reports.

I - Installation Verification Use the Installation Verification option to run a check to
ensure that Output Manager is successfully installed.

You may want to define your terminal settings, such as use of color, highlighting, and
brightness, before you do anything with Output Manager. To change your terminal
settings, refer to Chapter 4, “Setting Preferences” on page 43 for details.

Note: '"Preferences" is an optional feature and is not required to use Output
Manager.

Creating SYSOUT rules

The first step in setting up Output Manager to manage the archiving of system output
(SYSOUT) is to create rules that specify what is to occur when various SYSOUT data is
captured. There are different types of rules you can establish for selecting SYSOUT:
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Interceptor rules. When a job opens the SYSOUT, an interceptor sees that event and
acts on the SYSOUT at that point. This is considered a pre-spool event.

Selector rules. A selector functions in a manner similar to a printer. It is a long-term
task that waits for JES to assign jobs and looks for the appropriate SYSOUT to take
off the spool. This is considered a post-spool process. For example, you could
have a selector rule for each SYSOUT class or for specific jobs.

You can make as many rules as you want. When an event occurs, the rules are
scanned from top to bottom looking for a match, so the order of rules is important. If
there’s no match, nothing happens with that SYSOUT. If there is a match, Output
Manager acts upon the SYSOUT based on the directions in the rule.

To set up rules, follow these steps:

1.
2.

Type A for Administrative Functions on the Output Manager main menu.

Type either I for Interceptor, or S for Selector, depending upon which type of rule
you want to create.

Note: If this is the first rule to be created, a pop-up window informs you no rules
exist, but you can create one. Press Enter to create a new rule.

Type either E (edit) in the CMD line next to an existing rule, or I in any CMD line
to insert a new rule. The following screen displays:

4. There are three major sections on the edit/insert rules screen. For this step, focus
on the bottom two sections where you can enter selection criteria:

¢ Job selection criteria
* Sysout selection criteria

You do not need to type a value in every field, only the ones that you want to use
for this rule. For example, if you only want this rule to apply to batch jobs, you
would type BATCH in the Job Type field. If you only want this rule to apply to
jobs with a SYSOUT class of "A", you would type A in the Sysout Class field. For
details on what values to enter in any of these fields, refer to “Adding or Editing
Rules” on page 64.

5. After you define SYSOUT selection criteria, you need to specify the actions you
want to occur when this rule is applied. To specify an action, type one or more
values in the "Control fields" section at the top of the edit/insert rules screen. The
table below describes the Control fields and values you can enter:

Option Description

Disposition Indicate what to do with the SYSOUT when the data is
archived. Valid values are:

¢ Keep - Keep the data on the spool, but make a copy of
it for the archive.

* Delete - Remove the data from the spool after making
the archive copy.

Note: For an interceptor rule (pre-spool), Keep sends the
data to the spool and simultaneously makes a copy
of the data for the archive. Delete prevents the
data from going to the spool, but makes a copy of
the data for the archive.

Exists Indicate what to do if the archive already exists. Valid
values are:

* Replace - Replace the data in the archive with the new
data.

¢ Leave - Leave the old data in the archive and do not
update it. Keep the new data on the spool.

¢ Extend - Write the new data at the end of the old
archive data set.
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Option Description

Status Indicate if you want the rule to be enabled (active) or
disabled (inactive).

Line Limit Type a number to indicate the maximum number of lines
that can be written to the archive.

Combine Sysout Type Y or N to indicate whether you want to combine
multiple SYSOUTs from a single job into a single archive.
For example, let’s assume you have a selector rule for class
"L", your jobs all use MSGCLASS=L for the JCL, and all of
the utility sysout specified SYSOUT=*. This would be a
good candidate for combining the sysout, as all of the DDs
in all of the steps that specified SYSOUT=* would be
combined with the JCL messages into a single archive.

Insert Marker Type Y or N to indicate whether you want a marker
inserted at the location where the SYSOUTs were
combined into a single archive.

Note: This field is only valid if you specified "Y" in the
Combine Sysout field.

Capture Attrs This field is planned for a future release.

Indicate if you want the information associated with the
SYSOUT, such as printer attributes, to be saved in the
archive with the data.

Archive Attr (Display only) This field displays the name of a defined
archive attribute that is assigned to this rule. You do not
type anything in this field.

Notes:

1. For more information on archive attributes, refer the
next section, “Defining Archive Attributes”.

2. For instructions on how to tie an archive attribute to a
rule, refer to “Combining rules and archives” on page
23.

When you are done, press Enter to save your entries, then press PF3 (End) to exit this
screen.

Defining Archive Attributes

The next step is to provide detailed information about the archive that will be used for
SYSOUT data. When Output Manager captures SYSOUT, it creates an archive dataset,
which is a sequential file. To create the archive, Output Manager needs several pieces
of information, such as:

e what to call the dataset (the data set name or DSN)
* where to allocate it (what unit name or SMS storage class)

e and how much space to reserve for the archive.

Output Manager gets this information from an archive attribute. A report
administrator creates a set of archive attributes and links them to interceptor and
selector rules. Then when a SYSOUT has been intercepted or selected, Output
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Manager knows what set of attributes to use when allocating the sequential file. Many
rules can point to the same archive attribute.

One of the key elements of the archive attribute is the archive mask. It serves as a
template for the dataset name that is to be created for this archive.

Choose option A, Archive Attributes, on the Administrative Functions menu (option
A A from the Output Manager main menu) to define an archive that you want to use
to archive SYSOUT data. If you use the E (edit) or I (insert) line command next to an
existing archive, or if you are using the Archive Attributes option for the first time, the
following screen displays:

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Combining rules and archives

The next step is to associate each rule with a specific archive so that the SYSOUT data
is saved to the correct archive. To do this, follow these steps:

1. On the Administrative Functions menu (option A on the Output Manager main
menu), choose either I for Interceptor rules or S for Selector rules. When you
press Enter, a list of those rules displays.

2. Use the P (prompt) line command next to a specific rule on the "List of name rules"
screen, where name is either Interceptor or Selector, to display a list of archives
that already exist. This is the Archive Attribute Selection screen. You can then
select an archive from this list to associate with the selected rule.

Note: If youdonot have any archives defined, Output Manager will prompt you
to add one. You can also use the A (add) line command to create an
archive.

3. Type the S line command next to the archive you want to select, and press Enter.
The "S" changes to a slash (/). Press F3 (End) to leave this screen. The "List of name
rules” screen displays, only this time the name of the archive you selected is part
of the information displayed for the rule. This lets you know that you successfully
tied this rule to a specific archive.

Press F3 again to exit the "List of name rules" screen. A pop-up window prompts you
to save or cancel this request. If you do not want this archive to be tied to this rule,
type CAN to cancel the request. Otherwise, press Enter to save what you have done.

Activate the rules

Once the rules and archives are tied together, your system administrator must
activate the rules by using the MODIFY command with the Output Manager started
task. The command format is:

/F xxxxx,POLICY ACTIVATE

The xxxxx refers to the name of your started task. Contact your systems administrator
for assistance.

Introducing Basic and Custom Reports

In addition to archiving SYSOUT data, you can also use Output Manager to create
basic and custom reports. A basic report identifies the complete contents of an archive.
A custom report could include the entire contents of an archive, but typically
identifies a portion of an archive. It essentially allows Output Manger to divide a
single "physical" archive into one or more "logical" custom reports. The custom report
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definition dictates what conditions must be true to capture a page of SYSOUT for the
custom report.

For example, let’s assume that a state-wide bank runs a monthly report listing every
transaction that occurred at the bank. In addition to capturing the entire report,
referred to as a basic report, you can break this large report into smaller reports,
referred to as custom reports, so that each branch of the bank only receives the list of
transactions that were completed at the branch. The Branch ID could be used to
determine which pages of the SYSOUT go to each bank. The Branch ID would be the
"condition" used to break the large report into custom reports.

You can view or print reports from the Output Manager screens for Captured Reports
and Archived Reports (options V.R and V.A from the Output Manager main menu).
The minimum requirements for defining a custom report are:

® Report Layout (option A.L from the Output Manager main menu)

® Custom Report Definition (option A.C from the main menu)

® Report Selection Rule (option A.R from the main menu)

In addition, if you will be distributing a printed custom report, you will need to
define the following components:

® Recipients (option A.J] from the main menu)

e Distribution list containing recipients (option A.D from the main menu)

All of these steps are described in this chapter and in Chapter 7, “Creating Reports”
on page 107.

Creating areport layout

The first step in creating a custom report is to design a report layout that shows how
the original report looks as produced by the application. A layout is similar to a map
that shows where data is placed on the page. In the layout, you need to define fields
that will be used to associate pages containing these fields to a custom report.

There are three sections that you can define for a layout: a page, one or more areas for
that page, and one or more fields for each area.

® Page- A page is the top level. You define a unique style for a page. You can also
have more than one page if there are different styles in the same report (SYSOUT).
For example, you might have a "letter" page that you use for form letters and an
"invoice" page for the bill you send to customers.

® Area- An area is the second level. Areas are like rectangles on a page that you
define. For example, you could define Area 1 as the "title" area that contains the
first two lines of the report and Area 2 as the "subtitle" area that contains the next
two lines (3 and 4).

e Field - A field is the last level. A "field" is a specific point in an area. For example,
for Area 1 you could define a "Report ID" field that starts at line 2, column 80,
while in Area 2 you define a "Branch Name" field that starts at line 4 in column
100, and a "Branch ID" field that starts in column 106.

You must familiarize yourself with the report (SYSOUT) so that you can properly
establish position and size information for fields you define in the layout.

There are two ways to access the Layout screen to create a new report layout:
*  Method 1

1. Choose option L, Report Layouts, on the Administrative Functions menu
(option AL from the Output Manager main menu)
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2. Type the (insert) line command to display the Layout screen where you can
create a new report layout.

e Method 2

1. Choose option R, Report Selection Rules, on the Administrative Functions
menu (option A.R from the Output Manager main menu).

2. Type the P (prompt) line command next to a rule to display the Layout
Selection screen.

3. Type the A (add) line command to display the Layout screen where you can
create a new report layout.

Notice that the first two fields are connected with an "and", while the last two fields
are connected with an "and". What connects the first set of fields to the second set of
fields is an "or". This indicates that if BRANCHNM=BRANCH and BRANCHID=CHERRY OR if
BRANCHNM=BRANCH and BRANCHID=W0OD, this page is part of the report.

¢ If not found, you will be presented with a blank
recipient input screen, where you can make "this time
only" specifications for the printed report.

In either case, the values are used to establish output
descriptors to augment print-related information, but are
not saved to the recipient record on disk.

The
reprint request uses the distribution list assigned to the
report, establishing output descriptor information for each
of the recipients in the distribution list.

If the report does not have an assigned distribution list,
you are presented with a list of available distribution lists
for you to choose from for use with this Reprint request.
The list you select is used for print distribution purposes
for this request, but it is not saved in the report record on
disk.

RO - Reprint Override

Summary: "I'm an administrator and Payroll just called to
say the boss is calling from California, but his payroll
summary report went to his office in New York. They want
me to reprint just his copy of the report, but change his
recipient information so it will print in California and
contain enough delivery information for the distribution
clerks in California to get it to him."

Prints the selected report in the Output Manager product
address space. This is an administrator option that is
primarily used to re-print reports for distribution upon
request. However, in this case, you are presented with a list
of recipients where you can make "this time only" changes
to the distribution list.

If the report does not have a defined distribution list, a list
of available distribution lists are displayed for you to
choose from for this request. Once you make your
selection, you will be presented with a list of the recipients
defined in that list.

You can remove recipients or change the information of
one or more of the recipients. Changes are used for this
print request only, and not saved to the distribution list or
recipient records on disk.

RD - Reprint Distribution

Summary: "I'm an administrator and Accounts Payable just
called to say that they want a copy of the AP-3 report sent
to everyone in the Payroll distribution list, instead of the
list normally assigned to this report.”

Prints the selected report in the Output Manager product
address space. This is an administrator option that is
primarily used to re-print reports for distribution upon
request. However, in this case, you are presented with a
listing of all of the distribution lists, regardless of whether
the report has a defined distribution list. Once you make
your selection, the report is printed using the selected
distribution list to establish output descriptors.

There are several line commands for accessing and printing the reports listed on the
Archived Reports screen. You type these commands in the CMD column next to the
archive you want to process. The line commands are listed in the table below:

S - Select

Select the archive dataset. No line numbers are displayed
when you browse a job log.

e If found, the recipient information will be used to
establish output descriptors, which augment print-
related information, such as Class and Destination.
Location information will be added to the report
output to assist in distribution.

¢ If no recipient information exists for the user, the
report is printed using TSO default print specifications
for Class and Destination. No distribution information
is included with the report.

PO - Print Override

Summary: "I'm a user and I want to print the selected
report, but I am temporarily in a different location, so I
need to change the address."

Prints the report in the user’s address space (TSO session).
However, you can Change or specify recipient information
before printing the report. The print request will attempt to
locate a recipient record that identifies the user via the TSO
User ID listed in the Recipient ID record.

e If found, this record is displayed so you can make "this
time only" changes to the recipient print execution,
destination, and location information.

e If not found, you will be presented with a blank
recipient input screen, where you can make "this time
only" specifications for the printed report.

In either case, the values are used to establish output
descriptors to augment print-related information, but are
not saved to the recipient record on disk.

C - Captured Displays the captured reports that are associated with this
archive.
R - Reprint Summary: "I'm an administrator and General Ledger just

called to say the driver forgot to close the truck door, so our
reports are all over the expressway. They want them
reprinted."

Prints the report in the Output Manager product address
space. This is an administrator option that is primarily
used to re-print reports for distribution upon request. The
reprint request uses the distribution list assigned to the
report, establishing output desciptor information for each
of the recipients in the distribution list.

If the report does not have an assigned distribution list,
you are presented with a list of available distribution lists
for you to choose from for use with this Reprint request.
The list you select is used for print distribution purposes
for this request, but it is not saved in the report record on
disk.
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Line Command Description

RO - Reprint Override Summary: "I'm an administrator and Payroll just called to
say the boss is calling from California, but his payroll
summary report went to his office in New York. They want
me to reprint just his copy of the report, but change his
recipient information so it will print in California and
contain enough delivery information for the distribution
clerks in California to get it to him."

Prints the selected report in the Output Manager product
address space. This is an administrator option that is
primarily used to re-print reports for distribution upon
request. However, in this case, you are presented with a list
of recipients where you can make "this time only" changes
to the distribution list.

If the report does not have a defined distribution list, a list
of available distribution lists are displayed for you to
choose from for this request. Once you make your
selection, you will be presented with a list of the recipients
defined in that list.

You can remove recipients or change the information of
one or more of the recipients. Changes are used for this
print request only, and not saved to the distribution list or
recipient records on disk.

RD - Reprint Distribution Summary: "I'm an administrator and Accounts Payable just
called to say that they want a copy of the AP-3 report sent
to everyone in the payroll distribution list, instead of the
list normally assigned to this report.”

Prints the selected report in the Output Manager product
address space. This is an administrator option that is
primarily used to re-print reports for distribution upon
request. However, in this case, you are always presented
with a list of distribution lists, regardless of whether the
report has a defined distribution list. Once you make your
selection, the report is printed using the selected
distribution list to establish output descriptors.

When you use the S (Select), V (View), and B (Browse) line commands, the archive job
log displays. An example is shown below:

I - Interceptor

Generates a list of pre-spool criteria, based on jobcard, step,
and SYSOUT information, for jobs that should be saved in
archive data sets.

S - Selector Definitions

Sets post-spool selection criteria for jobs that should be
saved in archive data sets. You may want to have a
different selector for each output class. For example, you
may want one selector for class W, another for class X, etc.
This enables you to improve performance. The selector
subtask is "long lived", meaning it is active all the time,
waiting for JES to give it a job.

R - Report Selection Rules

Enables you to view and edit rules for selecting reports.

A - Archive Attributes

Enables you to view and edit archive attributes.

Custom report definitions

L - Report Layouts

Enables you to edit, delete, select, insert, paste, copy, or cut
report layouts.

C - Custom Reports

Enables you to view a list of reports that have already been
defined.

Printing-related functions

J - Recipient IDs

Enables you to view and edit IDs of people or departments
who should receive specific reports.

D - Distribution Lists

Creates and maintains distribution lists that are assigned to
reports. A distribution list is a collection of recipient IDs.

K - Printer attributes

Provides a facility for specifying and maintaining the
printer attributes, such as FORM, UCS, CHARS, as well as
AFP attributes, such as PAGEDEF and FORMDEF.

General product functions:

V - Activity monitor

Enables you to view activities and exceptions.

Q - Product status

Enables you to check the current status of Output Manager.

Each of these administrative functions is described in more detail in the rest of this
chapter.

Establishing rules

The first step in setting up Output Manager to manage system output (SYSOUT) and
custom reports is to create rules that determine what SYSOUT data is eligible to be
archived. There are different types of rules you can create:

o Interceptor rules. When a job opens the SYSOUT, an interceptor sees that event and
acts on the SYSOUT at that point. This is considered a pre-spool event.

e Selector rules. A selector is a long-lived task that functions in a manner similar to a
printer. It waits for JES to assign it jobs and looks for the SYSOUT to take off the
spool. This is considered a post-spool process. A selector rule may be most useful
for "generic" jobs, such as all jobs assigned to a specific class.

®  Report selection rules. This type of rule is different from the previous two rule
types. A report selection rule is associated with a custom report that you have
created, rather than focusing on pre-spool or post-spool SYSOUT.
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You can make as many rules as you want. When an event occurs, the rules are
scanned from top to bottom looking for a match, so the order of rules is important. If
there’s no match, nothing happens with that SYSOUT or custom report. If there is a
match, Output Manager acts upon the SYSOUT or custom report based on the
directions in the rule.

Reviewing Rules

There are three options for rules on the Administrative Functions menu (option A
from the Output Manager main menu), which are:

¢ Option I - Interceptor Rules
* Option S - Selector Definitions

e Option R - Report Selection Rules

The first two rule types relate to the SYSOUT, either pre-spool or post-spool, and how
to archive it. The third type, Report Selection Rules, is for selecting custom reports.

Using the SYSOUT rules requires two steps:

1. Setup one or more interceptor or selector rules to indicate what to do with the
SYSOUT.

2. Use the (P)rompt line command to tie a rule to an specific archive. You specify
SYSOUT selection criteria on the Archive Attributes screen.

Using Report Selection rules requires four steps:

1. Set up one or more report selection rules to identify which step, in which job,
produces the sysout that will serve as a basis for custom reports, or for a basic
report if the entire SYSOUT is selected.

2. Create a report layout that provides a detailed description of what the custom
report looks like, such as where the title goes (column and row). When you are
done, use the (L)ink line command on the Report Selection Rules screen (option
A.R from the main menu) to tie the report selection rule to the report layout. For
details on tying a report layout to a rule, refer to “Assigning a layout to the report
rule” on page 134.

3. Create a custom report. Use this option to specify the field information that must
be true to create a custom report. For example, a report may be 100,000 pages
long, but your bank may only be interested in 200 pages of it. You could specify
that only the pages relating to your bank ID be part of the custom report. When
you are done, tie the custom report to the report layout. Refer to “Tie a report to a
layout” on page 126 for steps.

4. Use the pull-down menu to link a custom report to a distribution list. This tells
Output Manager who should receive the custom report. For details, refer to “Tie a
report to a distribution list” on page 128.

When you choose any of the rules options on the Administrative Functions menu, a
"List of name Rules" screen displays, where name represents the type of rule, such as
interceptor, selector, or report selection rule. An example of this screen is shown next.

There are several options on the Administrative Functions menu (option A on the
Output Manager main menu) that relate to creating reports:

® R - Report Selection Rule. You create a report selection rule to identify archives that
are candidates for Basic and Custom reporting. When certain attributes of an
archive (SYSOUT) match the selection criteria specified in the report selection
rule, a Basic report is created. A Basic report represents the entire SYSOUT
produced by the application. This report will be listed under the View Reports,
Reports screen (option V.R from the main menu) as a "captured" report. Output
Manager will then look to see if there are any custom report definitions that use
the same layout as the one assigned to this report selection rule. This is what
causes the creation of the Custom reports from the Basic reports.

® L - Report Layouts. The layout defines how the original report looks as produced
by the application. You re-create the layout of the pages that you want to include
in a custom report by designing pages, areas, and fields to show where the report
data can be found.

e C-Custom Reports. A Custom report is a subset of a Basic report. It can represent a
portion or all of the pages in the Basic report. The custom report definition
specifies the conditions that must be true to assign a page in the archive to the
custom report. The conditions are based on the values you specify for one or more
fields defined by the layout associated with the custom report. For example, if the
value in the LOCATION field is equal to SPRINGFIELD, then Output Manager
generates a custom report that only contains data that relates to SPRINGFIELD.

When a captured SYSOUT matches the job information in the report selection rule,
the report layout that you created is read into memory, along with any custom report
definitions that reference the same report layout. Each page of the captured report is
compared to the report layout and the criteria in the custom report definition to see if
it is a match. If the page matches, the page is assigned to the custom report. If it does
not match, that page is not used in the custom report.

Each of these custom report options is described in Chapter 7, “Creating Reports” on
page 107. Refer to this chapter for more details on these options.

Maintaining recipient IDs

To view a list of all the possible recipients, select option J, Recipient IDs, on the
Administrative Functions menu (option A.J from the Output Manager main menu),
and press Enter.

Setting the Hardcopy option for a distribution
list

The Hardcopy option listed under the File pull-down menu allows you to specify
whether all of the recipients in a distribution list will receive a printed version of the
report. By setting the Hardcopy option for the entire distribution list, you do not need
to set the Hardcopy option for each recipient in the list, unless you want to override
the setting used for the list.

To assign a default Hardcopy setting for a distribution list, follow these steps:

1. Choose option A.D (Administrative Functions, Distribution Lists) from the
Output Manager main menu.
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2. Type S (Select) next to the distribution list you want. The Distribution List screen
displays the names of all the recipients in this distribution list. In the example
below, the Bank Branch Ash employees distribution list was selected, and there are
three recipients in this list.

You have now assigned a default Hardcopy setting for the distribution list. To verify
this, simply return to the File pull-down menu, type 3 for Hardcopy, and see what is
listed as the current hardcopy setting.

Setting the Hardcopy option for a specific
recipient

On occasion, you may need to change the Hardcopy setting for a specific recipient,
such as when a recipient is on vacation. You can make a change for a specific recipient
through the Set Hardcopy line command on the Distribution Lists screen.

To display the Hardcopy screen where you can assign a setting to individual
recipients, follow these steps:

1. Go to option A.D (Administrative Functions, Distribution Lists) from the Output
Manager main menu.

2. Type S (Select) next to a distribution list to display the list of recipients assigned
to this list.

The Set Hardcopy screen allows you to specify whether this recipient should get a
hardcopy (printout) of any report associated with a distribution list to which this
recipient belongs. For example, if Jim Antigua is assigned to the Human Resources
and Recruiting distribution lists, and Set Hardcopy is set to "Yes" for him, he will
always receive a print out of any reports that use the Human Resources and
Recruiting distribution lists.

If you choose to use the Default setting, then this recipient will use the value specified
for the entire distribution list. This allows you to control who gets a hardcopy at the
Distribution List level, rather than having to assign a setting for each recipient.
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For example, assume that Jim, Brad, and Miles are part of the Management
distribution list and the Hardcopy setting for this list is "Yes." If Jim, Brad, and Miles
have their individual Hardcopy option set to "Default”, then they will receive a print
out of the reports that use the Management distribution list. However, if Jim and Brad
have a setting of "Default", but Miles has a setting of "No" because he is on vacation
this week, then Miles will not receive a print out of the reports associated with the
Management distribution list. The "No" assigned to Miles overrides the "Yes"
assigned to the entire Management distribution list.

Adding recipient IDs to a distribution list

When you have named at least one distribution list, you are ready to choose the
recipient IDs that you want to include in this distribution list. To do this, follow these
steps:

1. Choose option D, Distribution Lists, on the Administrative Functions menu
(option A.D from the Output Manager main menu), and press Enter. The
Distribution Lists screen will display the names of any existing lists. A sample is
shown below.

Form Type up to eight (8) characters for the form name on which
the SYSOUT data set is to be printed.

ucCs Type up to four (4) characters for the Universal Character
Set (UCS) that JES is to use when printing the SYSOUT data
set.

Control Type up to eight (8) characters for the printer control to

indicate the spacing for the output. Valid values are:

* Program - Each logical record starts with a carriage
control character.

* Single - Print the output with single spacing.
* Double - Print the output with double spacing.

*  Triple - Print the output with triple spacing.
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Field Description

Norm Disp Type up to five (5) characters for the normal disposition of
the SYSOUT data set.

e Keep - Print the SYSOUT data set. Afterwards, change
disposition to LEAVE.

* Leave - After the user or operator releases the SYSOUT
data set, the disposition of the data set changes to
KEEP. If LEAVE output is not released, the system
holds it until someone purges the data set from the
system.

Priority Type a number between 0 and 255 for a print priority,
where a higher number indicates the data set is to be
printed sooner.

Line Count Type a number between 0 and 255 for the maximum

number of lines to be printed per page.

Note: Line Count only applies to JES2 systems.

Process Mode

Type one of the following for the process mode to be used
for printing the SYSOUT data set:

* Line - The data set uses a line-mode printer.
* Page - The data set uses a page-mode printer.

¢ Name - Type a name up to eight (8) characters in
length to specify a process mode.

For example, if you typed a value of 12.567 CM, a paper
length of 12.567 centimeters will be sent to the printer. A
value of 7 IN indicates a paper length of seven (7) inches
will be sent to printer.

Front offset Type a number between 0 and 9999 in both fields to
represent X-Y coordinates for the front-side offset.

This offset
affects only the back side of each page of output.

PSF related fields:

Format Def Type up to eight (8) characters for the name of a library
member, the FORMDEEF, that contains statements to tell the
Print Services Facility (PSF) how to print the SYSOUT data
set on a page-mode printer.

Page Def Type up to eight (8) characters for the name of the library,
the PAGEDEEF, that contains statements to tell the Print
Services Facility (PSF) how to print the SYSOUT data set on
a page-mode printer.

Color Map Type up to eight (8) characters for the name of the data set,
the COLORMAP, that contains color translation
information.
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Field Description

Fiche setup Type up to eight (8) characters for the name of the fiche
setup.
Input tray Type a number between 1 and 255 for the number

associated with the input tray.

Output bin Type a number between 1 and 65,535 for the number
associated with the output bin where the SYSOUT data set
should be sent. If no bin is specified, the output will be
placed in a default output bin.

Notify Type up to four user IDs (17 characters total) of the people
you want to notify when the output is printed.

If you are specifying two or more user IDs, you must type a
node name in parentheses before each user ID. Use the
format of [node.]userid.

FSS Data Type up to 127 characters to describe functional subsystem
(FSS) data. This parameter is passed from a spooling
product to a functional subsystem application (FSA) or
other de-spooler.

Err Blocking There are two type of errors that can either be reported
normally or blocked:

*  Print-positioning errors. These errors occur when the
printed data goes beyond the physical limits of the
page, or beyond the overlay or logical page that is
associated with this print job.

e [Invalid character errors. These errors occur when a text
character is not part of a font set.

Type one of the following to indicate how to handle
"positional" and "invalid character" errors:

* Block - Print-positioning errors and invalid character
errors are not reported to PSF.

*  Unblock - Print-positioning errors and invalid-
character errors are reported to PSF.

e Char Blk - Invalid character errors are blocked, but
print-positioning errors are reported.

* Pos blk - Print-positioning errors are blocked, but
invalid character errors are reported.

Print Errors In the first field, type "Yes" or "No" to indicate whether all
error messages should be printed at the end of the output
data set. If you type "No", the only messages that are
printed are those that force an early termination of the
print job.

In the second field, type a number from 0 - 999 to indicate
the maximum number of error messages to allow before
cancelling the printing of the current data set. A value of
zero (0) is treated as infinite. This message count includes
all error messages that are generated by PSF, even if you
specified "No" in the first field to prevent the printing of
error messages.
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Field

Description

Error Disp Type one of the following values to indicate what to do if
an error occurs during printing that forces the termination
of the print job:
®  Quit - Release the data set back to JES as complete,
even if a an early termination error occurs during
printing.

* Hold - Keep the data set on the spool until a system
operator releases it.

Print Options Type up to 16 characters for the name of a data set that

contains additional print options.

Remote Queue

Type up to 125 characters to describe a remote queue for
the printer.

User Libraries

Type up to 352 characters to list the names of one to eight
libraries containing AFP resources to be used by the printer
when processing SYSOUT data sets. The system searches
the libraries listed in the "User Libraries" field before using
any system-defined resources.

You can also use the page definitions and form definitions
in combination with the user libraries. To do this, type a
name in the "Format Def" and "Page Def" fields. The system
will search the user libraries for the page or format
definitions before continuing onto the system libraries.

User Data

Type up to 16 installation-defined keywords and their
values, or a string. Each of the 16 lines can hold up to 58
characters for a total of 928 characters.

Miscellaneous fields:

Char arg tbl

Type up to four (4) characters for each font name that may
be used to print the SYSOUT data set. You can specify up
to four font names for the character arrangement table.

Checkpt lines

Type a number between 0 and 32,767 to specify the number
of lines per page for a checkpoint.

Checkpt pages

Type a number between 0 and 32,767 to specify how many
pages are allowed after the checkpoint.

Checkpt second

Type a number between 0 and 32,767 to indicate the
number of seconds allowed between checkpoints.

Compact Table

Type up to eight (8) characters for the name of a compact
table for JES to use when sending the SYSOUT data set to a
SN A remote terminal.

Left Margin

Type a number between 0 and 99 to specify the left margin
for a 3211 printer. The default is one (1) for flush left,
indicating full-width lines.

Note: Type a value in either the left margin field or the
right margin field, but not both. They are mutually
exclusive.

Right Margin

Type a number between 0 and 99 to specify the right
margin for a 3211 printer. The default is one (1) for flush
right, indicating full-width lines.

Type a number between 0 and 32,767 to indicate how many
times to retry transmitting this data. If the retries are
unsuccessful, the value associated with the "Retain failed"
field will be used to determine what to do next.

Retry time

Indicate how long to wait between each attempt to
transmit this data. The format is HHHH:MM:SS to indicate
hours, minutes, and seconds.

Table ref chr

Type "Yes" or "No" to indicate whether the data contains
table reference characters (TRC) codes. The TRC code
indicates which font in the "Char arg tbl" field should be
used to print the record.

Copy Module

Type up to four (4) characters in each field to indicate the
name of the copy modification module, or type "TRC".

Port Number

Type a number between 1 and 65,535 for the TCP/IP port
number where FSS connects to the printer.

Resolution

Type one of the following to indicate the type of resolution
used to format the print data set:

*  P240 - Formatted with 240 pels per inch.
e P300 - Formatted with 300 pels per inch.

Threshold

Type a number between 1 and 99,999,999 to specify the
maximum size of the SYSOUT data set for the JES3
threshold. If the size of the data set exceeds the threshold
value, JES3 creates a new unit of work and queues it for
printing. This may cause copies of the SYSOUT data set to
be printed simultaneously on different printers.

Writer

Type up to eight (8) characters for the name of an external
writer to process the SYSOUT data set, rather than JES.

Line commands

There are several line commands you can use on the Printer Attributes Detail screen.
These commands are:

® Sor V- Select or View a printer’s attributes. The screen described in “Adding
printer attributes” on page 89 will display the information associated with this
printer for your review.

* A - Addanew printer. The screen described in “Adding printer attributes” on page
89 will display so you can enter information for a new printer.

* D - Delete a printer. A pop-up window asks you to confirm that you want to delete
the printer. Press Enter to delete or use CANCEL to keep the printer.

e E- Edit a printer. The screen described in “Adding printer attributes” on page 89
will display so you can change the information associated with this printer.

How to tie printer attributes to recipients

For information on how to associate printer attributes with a specific recipient ID,
refer to “Assigning printer attributes to a recipient ID” on page 80.

Activity Monitor

During the course of Output Manager operations, many different activities occur.
Each different type of activity that is defined for Output Manager is referred to as a
"class" of activities. Examples of activities that Output Manager is designed to track
are job selection, archiving of spool datasets, printing of reports, and online viewing
of archives.

During the processing of an activity, many events occur, such as allocating the
archive, opening the archive, and querying the rules table. Events can either be normal
or exceptional. If an activity has one exceptional event, then the activity is considered
to be exceptional. Examples of exceptional events include archive dataset allocation
failure and command failure.

These activities are logged to two different targets, either a dynamically allocated
SYSOUT file or a DB2 table, or possibly both. The purpose of the two files is to be able
to diagnose startup problems when there are problems with the DB2 interface.

In addition to these two files, there is also an activity class control table, which
controls the volume of activities that are logged. Each class has a unique set of
counters and settings to control:

* where the data is to be logged
* how many of each class of activities, both normal and exceptional, are to be
logged.

You can assign these values through the Activity Monitor screen. Refer to”Using the
Class Table” on page 102 for more details.

Events contain mostly textual data, however, diagnostic information may also be
present to be interpreted by Technical Support for diagnostic purposes.

Activities start and end, and depending upon when the user is viewing them, they
may still be active. Some activities are "long lived" and last almost the entire time that
Output Manager is running.
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Viewing the Activity List

To view recent archive activity, select option V, Activity Monitor, on the
Administrative Functions screen (option A.V from the Output Manager main menu).
The Activity List screen displays:

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Chapter 7. Creating Reports

Output Manager offers the ability to define reports to represent all or a portion of a
"captured” SYSOUT data set (archive). Using the various Output Manager report
components, you can uniquely identify one or more pages of a SYSOUT data set,
assign these pages to one or more reports, and optionally print these reports to a
distribution list.

For example, imagine a large bank with multiple branches that normally generates a
weekly report containing every transaction that occurred at all of the branches. This
report could be hundreds or thousands of pages long. However, with Output
Manager, you can create a report identifying certain pages as belonging to branch 123,
other pages belonging to bank branch 456, and so on, effectively dividing this report
into smaller reports unique to each branch. Now you can view and/or print the
"Branch 123" report and see only the transactions that occurred at branch 123.
Moreover, you can specify which individual or group of individuals should receive
the printed "Branch 123" report.

This chapter presents the following topics to describe the components necessary to
use Output Manager report options:

* Report types

* Report components

¢ Defining report components

¢ Capturing reports

Creating a custom report includes designing a report layout, defining conditions for
breaking a report into smaller reports, and specifying a rule that indicates the specific

job and captured SYSOUT that should be part of a custom report. These processes are
also described in this chapter.

Report Types

Output Manager allows the definition of two reports types, basic and custom. A basic
report includes all of the contents of an archive, while a custom report is usually a
portion of an archive. These two report types are described in more detail in this
section.

Basic Reports

A basic report identifies the complete contents of an archive. With basic reports, you
essentially assign a report name to a captured archive. However, basic reports are
limited in that you cannot instruct Output Manager to print and distribute a Basic
report to select recipients during archive capture. The only time you can direct a Basic
report to one or more distribution lists is while printing from the Output Manager
screens for "Captured Reports" and "Archived Reports".

e To display the Captured Reports screen, choose option V.R (View Reports,
Reports) from the Output Manager main menu.

e To display the Archived Reports screen, choose option V.A (View Reports,
Archives) from the Output Manager main menu.
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To define a basic report, you only need to define a Report Selection Rule. To do this,
select the Report Selection Rule option on the Administrative Functions menu (option
AR from the Output Manager main menu).

Custom Reports

A custom report can identify the complete contents or a portion of an archive. It
essentially allows Output Manger to divide a single "physical” archive into one or
more "logical" custom reports. You can view or print custom reports from the Output
Manager screens for Captured Reports and Archived Reports.

e To display the Captured Reports screen, choose option V.R (View Reports,
Reports) from the Output Manager main menu.

e To display the Archived Reports screen, choose option V.A (View Reports,
Archives) from the Output Manager main menu.

Unlike basic reports, you can optionally direct custom reports to a distribution list in
order to route printed reports to the appropriate recipients. In addition, for recipients
in the distribution list that have indicated they wish to receive hardcopy, you can
instruct Output Manager to identify and selectively print custom reports while it
captures the archive (Real Time Print).

The minimum requirements for defining a custom report are:

® Report Layout (option A.L from the Output Manager main menu)

¢ Custom Report Definition (option A.C from the main menu)

® Report Selection Rule (option A.R from the main menu)

In addition, if you will be distributing a printed custom report, you will need to
define the following components:

® Recipients (option A.J] from the main menu)

e Distribution list containing recipients (option A.D from the main menu)

Report Components

Defining basic and custom reports involves adding or modifying at least one of the
following components:

Component Required for: Description
Report Layout Custom reports Defines report pages, such as what fields appear
(option A.L) where on a page.
Recipient IDs Real Time printing of | Identifies individuals that can potentially be
(option AJ) custom reports part of a distribution list.

Distribution List Real Time printing of | Groups recipients into a named list and
(option A.D) custom reports identifies those recipients that require hardcopy
at archive capture time (Real Time printing).

Custom Report Custom reports Specifies page conditions that must be met in

Definition order to assign a page to a report, and identifies

(option A.C) the distribution list to be used for Real Time
printing requests.

Report Selection Basic and custom Identifies criteria used to select an archive for

Rule reports basic and custom report processing.

(option A.R)
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Although you can manipulate the components in any order, it is recommended that
you define the components in the order they are presented in the above table. This
provides the most efficient process for creating a report.

For example, if you chose to define a Custom Report Definition first, you would have
to return to this definition later to add a report layout and a distribution list, after you
have created them. You can create the components in that order, but it is less efficient.

Report Layout

A report layout acts as a map of a page. It identifies sections on a page by associating
"names" with their position and size. A section’s position is the row and column of the
upper left hand corner of the section. Its size is the width and height of the section.

Each layout includes the following hierarchical definitions:
1. Page - one or more pages in the layout
2. Area - one or more areas for each page

3. Field - one or more fields for each area.
Page Definition

A page definition is an administrative component used for grouping, and has no
geometrical positioning. However, you can use the page to group area and field
definitions for different kinds of pages that might appear in the same SYSOUT
represented by this layout.

Area Definition

An area definition defines a "rectangle” on a page. You provide the position of the
rectangle by specifying the row and column of its upper left hand corner. You provide
the size of the rectangle by specifying its width and height. An area rectangle can
represent an entire page or a single line.

Field Definition

A field definition defines the position of an actual field on the page, relative to the area
that contains the field. You provide the position of the field by specifying the row and
column of its upper left hand corner, relative to the rectangle containing the field. You
provide the size of the field by specifying its width and height.

Recipient

A recipient is a unique individual who needs to receive a printout of select custom
reports. Recipient information can include identification and addressing information
that will print along with the custom report to assist in its delivery.

Note: It is recommended that you include the TSO UserID as part of the recipient ID
information. Otherwise, the recipient will not be able to invoke the Print line
command for local printing.

When you create a recipient ID, you are creating a record in the recipient table that
identifies a specific person. The only reference to entries in this table is through a
distribution list maintained in the distribution list table. A single recipient entry can
be referenced by multiple distribution lists. For example, recipient Julie Jones could be
part of the Accounting distribution list and the Payroll distribution list.
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Distribution list

A distribution list groups a collection of recipients into a single named object that can
be referenced by one or more custom reports. For example, you may have a
distribution list named Sales Reps. This list in turn would identify entries for Tom,
George, Susan, and Heather. A recipient can be part of multiple distribution lists.
Currently, the maximum number of recipients allowed in a single distribution list is
127.

A single custom report can reference only one distribution list. When defining a
custom report, the distribution list name is what you include to direct the report to
recipients. When you print a report, SYSOUT will be generated for all the recipients in
the distribution list. However, it is important to note that there is really only one
report on the JES spool, even if SDSF shows 27 SYSOUTs for 27 recipients. Do not be
alarmed in thinking that there are 27 copies of a million-line report on the spool. There
is only one copy with 27 destinations.

Note: A basic report does not have a distribution list because the only connection to
the distribution list is through a custom report. Currently, to assign a
distribution list to a basic report, you would need to define the custom report
without any conditions, effectively causing the custom report to select the
entire SYSOUT, just like a basic report.

Custom report definition

A custom report definition identifies the unique conditions that, when present, associate
a page to a custom report. When defining a custom report, you specify sets of
conditions using the field names defined in the layout.

Note: You can define a custom report without any conditions, in which case the
custom report behaves like a basic report, except with the ability to route the
report to a distribution list.

You specify "and" and "or" conditions by defining one or more field names, logical
operators, and comparison values. When conditions are met, such as when the data at
the field position successfully compares to the value specified in the custom report
definition, the page is assigned to the custom report for processing.

Report selection rule

A report selection rule contains the selection criteria that must be met to identify an
archive as a basic report, and makes that archive available for possible custom report
processing.

Designing a report layout

The first step in creating a custom report is to design a report layout that shows how
the original report looks as produced by the application. A layout is similar to a map
that shows where data is placed on the page. In the layout, you need to define fields
that will be used to associate pages containing these fields to a custom report.

There are three sections that you can define for a layout: a page, one or more areas for
that page, and one or more fields for each area.

® Page- A page is the top level. You define a unique style for a page. You can also
have more than one page if there are different styles in the same report (SYSOUT).
For example, you might have a "letter" page that you use for form letters and an
"invoice" page for the bill you send to customers.
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® Area- An area is the second level. Areas are like rectangles on a page that you
define. For example, you could define Area 1 as the "title" area that contains the
first two lines of the report and Area 2 as the "subtitle" area that contains the next
two lines (3 and 4).

¢ Field - A field is the last level. A "field" is a specific point in an area. For example,
for Area 1 you could define a "Report ID" field that starts at line 2, column 80,
while in Area 2 you define a "Branch Name" field that starts at line 4 in column
100, and a "Branch ID" field that starts in column 106.

You must familiarize yourself with the report (SYSOUT) so that you can properly
establish position and size information for fields you define in the layout.

The following diagram shows a sample page layout with several areas and fields
within areas. The diagram also illustrates how to specify related fields (Field1 and
Field2) in an area, and related areas (Areal and Area2) on the same page.
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The next section describes how to define areas and fields on a page.
Using the Report Layout screen

To create a report layout, choose option L, Report Layout, on the Administrative
Functions menu (option A.L from the Output Manager main menu). The screen you
see next depends upon whether you have used the Report Layout screen before.
Setting preferences

Capturing reports

The process of capturing reports is essentially recording positioning data to reflect the
location of pages that contain data assigned to a specific report. For basic reports, this
is the complete archive. For custom reports, information can represent the entire
archive or a subset of pages in the archive.

All attempts to access reports (View or Print) involve using this "positioning" data
against the archive to present a logical report. Although you may have a basic report
and 30 custom reports defined against a single archive, the only permanent space
allocation is that of the archive itself.

Creating a Custom Report Definition

The first time you choose option C, Custom Reports, on the Administrative Functions
menu (A.C from the Output Manager main menu), a window displays asking if you
want to create a custom report. If you press Enter to continue, the following screen
displays:

section of the ISO Vocabulary—Office Machines
are identified by the symbol (I) following the
definition. Because many ISO definitions are
also reproduced in the American National
Dictionary for Information Processing Systems,
ISO definitions may also be identified by the
symbol (A).

® Definitions reprinted from working
documents, draft proposals, or draft
international standards of ISO Technical
Committee 97, Subcommittee 1 (Vocabulary)
are identified by the symbol (T) following the
definition, indicating that final agreement has
not yet been reached amonyg its participating
members.

The following cross-references are used in this
glossary:

Contrast with. This refers to a term that has an
opposed or substantively different meaning.

Synonym for. This indicates that the term has the
same meaning as a preferred term, which is defined
in its proper place in the dictionary.
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Synonym with. This is a backward reference from a
defined term to all other terms that have the same
meaning.

See. This refers the reader to multiple-word terms
that have the same last word.

See also. This refers the reader to terms that have a
related, but not synonymous, meaning.

A

alphabetic character. A letter or other symbol, excluding
digits, used in a language. Usually the uppercase and
lowercase letters A through Z plus other special symbols
(such as $ and _) allowed by a particular language. See
also Alphanumeric Character.

alphanumeric character. Consisting of letters, numbers,
and often other symbols such as punctuation marks and
mathematical symbols. See also Alphabetic Character.

archive attribute. A set of attributes that IBM Output
Manager uses when allocating a sequential file to hold
captured SYSOUT. A report administrator creates a set of
archive attributes and links them to interceptor and
selector rules. When SYSOUT is intercepted or selected,
archive attributes define how to name the archive data set
that is to be created, where to allocate it, and how much
space to reserve for the archive. See also Archive Mask
and SMS Allocation Parameters.

archive mask. A template that is used to create the data
set name for an archive.

archive storage. The storage in which the long-term or
backup copy of a report is maintained. Includes the
devices and volumes on which the files are stored and the
management policies that determine how long data is
maintained in archive storage.

area. A sub-component of a report layout. An area is
contained within a page and contains fields. See also
Page, Field, and Report Layout.

ASCII (American Standard Code for Information
Interchange). The standard code, using a coded character
set consisting of 7-bit coded characters (8-bits including
parity check), that is used for information interchange
among data processing systems, data communication
systems, and associated equipment. The ASCII set
consists of control characters and graphic characters. (A)

attribute character. A special character used in the body
section of a master banner page member that indicates
the start and end of symbolic variables and text display
information (such as text location and size).
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basic report. A report that contains an entire SYSOUT
data set and is distributed as a unit. A basic report
represents the entire SYSOUT produced by an
application.

C

cache storage. The storage in which the primary or short-
term copy of a report is stored. Usually disk storage.
Most customers configure the system to maintain the
most recent and frequently used versions of reports in
cache storage.

captured report. SYSOUT that has been selected or
intercepted by IBM Output Manager.

carriage control character. The first character of an
output record (line) that is to be printed; it determines
how many lines should be skipped before the next line is
printed.

CICS. Customer Information Control System. An online
transaction management an connectivity system.

concatenate. (1) To link together. (2) To join two character
strings.

configuration. The process of describing to a system the
devices, optional features, and program products that
have been installed so that these features can be used.
Contrast with Customization.

configure. To describe to a system the devices, optional
features, and licensed programs installed on a system.
Contrast with Customize.

customization. The process of describing optional
changes to defaults of a software program that is already
installed on the system and configured so that it can be
used. Contrast with Configuration.

custom report. A subset of a captured report. A custom
report is generated when the conditions set forth in the
corresponding custom report definition are met. Such
conditions are based on the value specified in one or
more fields that are part of a report layout. See also
Report Layout, Custom Report Definition and Captured
Report.

custom report definition. A custom report definition
specifies conditions that must be met to create a custom
report. When defining a custom report, you specify sets
of conditions using the field names defined in the report
layout. For a custom report to be created (1) the report
layout assigned to the custom report definition must
match the one assigned to the report selection rule and (2)
the fields listed in the custom report definition must
match those listed in the report layout. (3) Optionally, a
distribution list can be assigned to a custom report
definition so the report is sent to the recipients in the
distribution list.
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customize. To describe the system, the devices,
programs, users, and user defaults for a particular data
processing system or network. Contrast with Configure.

D

DASD. Direct Access Storage Device. A storage device
for which data access time is independent of the physical
location of that data on the storage device.

data set. (1) A named set of records that are stored or
processed as a unit. (2) The major unit of data storage and
retrieval. A data set consists of a collection of data in one
of several prescribed arrangements and described by
control information to which the operating system has
access.

distribution list. A group of recipients that are linked to
a custom report definition and control the real time,
reprint, or reprint with distribution functions. See also
Recipient.

E

EBCDIC. Extended Binary-Coded Decimal Interchange
Code. This is the default type of data encoding in an MVS
environment. Contrast with ASCII.

F

field. A sub-component of a report layout. A field is
contained within an area which, in turn, is contained
within a page. See also Page, Area, and Report Layout.

file. Synonym for Data Set.

H

HSM. Hierarchical Storage Management. HSM is a form
of file management (backup and archiving) that enables
efficient use of storage devices.

index. A process of segmenting a print file into uniquely
identifiable groups of pages (a named collection of
sequential pages) for later retrieval.

input file. A file opened in order to allow records to be
read.

install. (1) To add a program, program option, or
software program to the system in a manner such that it
may be executed and will interact properly with all
affected programs in the system. (2) To connect a piece of
hardware to the processor.

interceptor rule. A rule that (1) specifies the criteria by
which SYSOUT is captured prior to its reaching the spool



and (2) define what to do with captured SYSOUT, such as
what to do with the SYSOUT when it is archived.

J

JCL. Job Control Language. A control language that
specifies a job and its requirements to the operating
system.

JES. Job Entry Subsystem. JES is a facility of the OS/390
and MVS operating systems that manages jobs (units of
work) that the system executes. There are two versions of
JES, JES2 and JES3.

L

layout. Synonym for Report Layout.

local printing. A printing option that enables a user to
print a custom report for their own use.

P

page . (1) A collection of data that can be printed on one
side of a sheet of paper or a form. (2) The boundary for
determining the limits of printing. (3) Part of an AFP
document bracketed by a pair of Begin Page and End
Page structured fields. (4) A sub-component of a report
layout. A report administrator defines a page for each
unique style of page in a SYSOUT. Pages contain areas.
See also Report Layout and Area.

page definition. A resource that defines the rules of
transforming line data into composed pages and text
controls.

parameter. Information that the user supplies to a panel,
command, or function.

partitioned data set. A data set in direct access storage
that is divided into partitions, called members, each of
which can contain a program, a part of a program, or
data.

print file. (1) The output of a user-defined program that
is to be indexed and loaded into the system. (2) A file that
a user wants to print.

print job. A series of print files scheduled for printing. At
print submission time, the user can request one or more
files to be printed; therefore, a print job consists of one or
more print files.

print override. The printing option that enables a user to
temporarily override printer information and direct
printout to a different printer.

print queue. A file containing a list of the names of files
waiting to be printed.

Print Services Facility (PSF). An IBM print subsystem
that drives IPDS page printers. When printing line data,

PSF supports external formatting using page definitions
and form definitions. This external formatting extends
page printer functions such as electronic forms and use of
typographic fonts without any change to applications
that generate the data.

print spooler. The print spooler directs the printing of
data from different applications. It temporarily stores
information in separate files until they are printed.

printer attributes. A set of attributes including
information about general printing attributes, PSF-
related attributes, and attributes associated with printing
on a 3800 series printer.

Printer Control Language (PCL). The data stream used
by Hewlett-Packard LaserJet II and III and other
compatible printers.

Q

QSAM. Queued Sequential Access Method.

queue. (1) A line or list formed by items waiting to be
processed. (2) To form or arrange in a queue.

R

RACF (Resource Access Control Facility). A program
providing security facilities to protect archive data and
forms where specified.

real-time printing. A category of printing for which a
hard copy is produced for each recipient in the
distribution list associated with a custom report. Real-
time printing occurs at the time the SYSOUT is processed
by IBM Output Manager to create the virtual custom
reports.

recipient. Information about an individual or generic
location such as name, address, building, printer
destination, SYSOUT class, or USERID. See also
Distribution List.

report. A print data stream produced by a user-defined
program or other software program that can contain
hundreds or thousands of pages of related information.
Most reports can be logically divided and indexed into
single and multiple page objects called documents.

report layout. In IBM Output Manager, a report layout is
the way of describing how an original report looks as
produced by an application. A report layout has three
sub-components: pages, areas, and fields, where pages
contain areas, areas contain fields, and fields are specific
data on a report. See also Page, Area, and Field.

report name. A tag or label selected by users to identify
their reports to other users.

report owner. The person responsible for controlling
access to usage and validating data in a report.
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report selection rule. A rule that (1) specifies the criteria
(such as the job, proc, program, DD name and step)
against which captured reports are matched to determine
if they should be processed into basic reports and (2)
identifies the report layout, that if used by a custom
report definition, initiates the creation of a custom report
from a basic report. See also Basic Report.

report user. A person who has a need to access report
data.

reprint distribution. A printing option available to
report administrators that enables them to print a custom
report again while also temporarily altering the
distribution list.

reprinting. A printing option available to report

administrators that enables them to print a custom report
again.
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routing. The assignment of the path by which a message
will reach its destination.

S

selector definition. A rule that (1) specifies the criteria by
which specific output types are selected directly off the
spool and (2) defines what to do with captured output,
such as what to do with the output when it is archived.

SMS allocation parameters. Definition

SYSOUT. A system output stream used as an indicator in
data definition statements to specify that a data set is to
be written to a system output unit.

System Managed Storage (SMS). An environment that
allows data center applications that use DASD devices to
work independently of the physical characteristics of the
devices.
