Prerequisites

Students should have an intermediate to strong knowledge of security principals (including PKI), Web Services (i.e. WSDL structure), XML, messaging/MQ, and a fundamental knowledge of XSLT. Every student is expected to have their own laptop, machines are not provided in the classroom for lab exercises. Laptops must have recent versions of Internet Explorer and/or Mozilla Firefox and VMWare Player installed. Students will be given a CD at the class that will have the SSL version of the curl utility to use in class, as well as the pertinent class exercise files and hard copy of the labs.  It will be useful to install RAD V6.  This can be used to manage the DP device remotely. However, it is not used in the class at this time. We will be editing XML files during the course.  Any text editor will do; however, as XML and XSLT are integral parts of the device, you should become comfortable with an XML/XSL editor.   Altova XML Spy Home Edition (free) or  XMLBuddy (open source) are good choices. If not, WordPad works fine.
