The Program Directory is provided in softcopy form on the CBPDO tape which is
identical to the hardcopy form provided with your order. Your CBPDO contains a softcopy preventive
service planning (PSP) upgrade for this product. All service and HOLDDATA for IBM SCLM Suite
Administrator Workbench are included on the CBPDO tape.

Do not use this Program Directory if you are installing IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench with a
SystemPac or ServerPac. When using these offerings, use the jobs and documentation supplied with the
offering. This documentation may point you to specific sections of the Program Directory as required.

IBM Software Configuration and Library Manager (SCLM) Suite Administrator Workbench simplifies
the administration of the SCLM suite of products. It contains a common interface for base SCLM
Administrative functions that is more advanced then the current administration mechanism for each
product. It includes a migration function to allow easy migration from your standard libraries into the
SCLM Suite. The first release supports base SCLM and Enhanced Access Control for SCLM only.

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 2.0 Program Materials

5.0 Installation Requirements and Considerations

The following sections identify the system requirements for installing and activating IBM SCLM Suite
Administrator Workbench. The following terminology is used:

� Driving system: the system used to install the program.

� Target system: the system on which the program is installed.

In many cases, the same system can be used as both a driving system and a target system. However,
you may want to set up a clone of your system to use as a target system by making a separate IPL-able
copy of the running system. The clone should include copies of all system libraries that SMP/E updates,
copies of the SMP/E CSI data sets that describe the system libraries, and your PARMLIB and PROCLIB.

Some cases where two systems should be used include the following:

� When installing a new level of a product that is already installed, the new product will delete the old
one. By installing onto a separate target system, you can test the new product while still keeping the
old one in production.

� When installing a product that shares libraries or load modules with other products, the installation can
disrupt the other products. Installing onto a test system or clone will allow you to assess these
impacts without disrupting your production system.

5.1 Driving System Requirements

This section describes the environment of the driving system required to install IBM SCLM Suite
Administrator Workbench.

 5.1.1 Machine Requirements

The driving system can run in any hardware environment that supports the required software.

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5.2 Target System Requirements

This section describes the environment of the target system required to install and use IBM SCLM Suite
Administrator Workbench.

IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench installs in the z/OS (Z038) SREL.

 5.2.1 Machine Requirements

The target system can run in any hardware environment that supports the required software.

 5.2.2 Programming Requirements

5.2.2.1 Installation Requisites: An installation requisite is defined as a product that is required
and must be present or one that is not required but should be present on the system for the successful
installation of this product.

A mandatory installation requisite identifies products that are required, without exception, or this product
will not install on your system. This includes products specified as PREs or REQs.

A conditional installation requisite identifies products that are not required for successful install but may
resolve such things as certain warning messages at installation time. They include products that are
specified as IF REQs.

IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench has no conditional installation requisites.

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5.2.2.2 Operational Requisites: An operational requisite is defined as a product that is required
and must be present or a product that is not required but should be present on the system in order for
this product to operate all or some of its functions.

A mandatory operational requisite identifies products that are required, without exception, or this product
will not operate its basic function unless the requisite is met. This includes products specified as PREs
or REQs.

A conditional operational requisite identifies products that are not required for the basic function but are
needed at run time for this product to utilize specific functions. They may include products specified as IF
REQs.

IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench has no conditional operational requisites.

5.2.2.3 Toleration/Coexistence Requisites: A toleration/coexistence requisite is defined as a
product which must be present on a sharing system. These systems can be other systems in a
multisystem environment (not necessarily sysplex), a shared DASD environment (such as test and
production), or systems that reuse the same DASD at different time intervals.

IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench has no toleration/coexistence requisites.

5.2.2.4 Incompatibility (Negative) Requisites:  A negative requisite identifies products which
must not be installed on the same system as this product.

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5.2.3 DASD Storage Requirements

� The data set may be either a PDS or a PDSE.

4. All target libraries listed have the following attributes:

� The data set may be SMS-managed.
� It is not required for the data set to be SMS-managed.
� It is not required for the data set to reside on the IPL volume.
� The values in the "Member Type" column are not necessarily the actual SMP/E element types

identified in the SMPMCS.

5. All target libraries listed which contain load modules have the following attributes:

� The data set may be in the LPA.
� It is not required for the data set to be in the LPA.
� The data set may be in the LNKLST.
� SAUZLOAD must be link-listed. If you have configured your system so that link-listed libraries are

not APF authorized by default, then SAUZLOAD must also be APF-authorized.

The following figures describe the target and distribution libraries. required to install IBM SCLM Suite
Administrator Workbench. The storage requirements of IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench must
be added to the storage required by other programs having data in the same library.

Note:  The data in these tables should be used when determining which libraries can be merged into
common data sets. In addition, since some ALIAS names may not be unique, ensure that no naming
conflicts will be introduced before merging libraries.

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 5.3 FMIDs Deleted

Installing IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench may result in the deletion of other FMIDs. To see
what FMIDs will be deleted, examine the ++VER statement in the product's SMPMCS.

If you do not wish to delete these FMIDs at this time, you must install IBM SCLM Suite Administrator
Workbench into separate SMP/E target and distribution zones.

Note:  These FMIDs will not automatically be deleted from the Global Zone. Consult the SMP/E manuals
for instructions on how to do this.

IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench has no special considerations for the target system.

This chapter describes the installation method and the step-by-step procedures to install and to activate
the functions of IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench.

Please note the following:

� If you want to install IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench into its own SMP/E environment,
consult the SMP/E manuals for instructions on creating and initializing the SMPCSI and the SMP/E
control data sets.

� Sample jobs have been provided to help perform some or all of the installation tasks. The SMP/E jobs
assume that all DDDEF entries required for SMP/E execution have been defined in the appropriate
zones.

� The SMP/E dialogs may be used instead of the sample jobs to accomplish the SMP/E installation
steps.

6.1 Installing IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench

6.1.1 SMP/E Considerations for Installing IBM SCLM Suite
Administrator Workbench

This release of IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench is installed using the SMP/E RECEIVE, APPLY,
and ACCEPT commands. The SMP/E dialogs may be used to accomplish the SMP/E installation steps.

6.1.2 SMP/E Options Subentry Values

The recommended values for some SMP/E CSI subentries are shown in Figure 13. Use of values lower
than these may result in failures in the installation process. DSSPACE is a subentry in the GLOBAL
options entry. PEMAX is a subentry of the GENERAL entry in the GLOBAL options entry. Refer to the
SMP/E manuals for instructions on updating the global zone.

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6.1.3 SMP/E CALLLIBS and SIDE DECK PROCESSING

IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench uses the CALLLIBS function provided in SMP/E to resolve
external references during installation. When IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench is installed,
ensure that DDDEFs exist for the following libraries:

 � SCEELKED
 � SCEELKEX
 � SCEECPP
 � SISPLOAD
 � SCLBSID

IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench also uses Side Deck processing during link edits. When IBM
SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench is installed, ensure that the DDDEFs exist for the following libraries:

 � SIXMEXP
� SIXMMOD1 - when installing against the XML Toolkit V01.04.00
� SIXMLOD1 - when installing against the XML Toolkit V01.06.00

Note:  The DDDEFs above are used only to resolve the link-edit for IBM SCLM Suite Administrator
Workbench using CALLLIBS and SIDE DECK processing. These data sets are not updated during the
installation of IBM SCLM Suite Administrator Workbench.
