Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  8.2  - Fault  Tolerance  Switch  

This  Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  8.2  fix  pack  contains  the  new  ″Fault  Tolerance  

Switch″ feature.  Details  can  be  found  in  the  ″IBM  Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  8.2  - 

Fault  Tolerance  Switch″ document  in  this  package.  

Notes  for  the  ″Fault  Tolerance  Switch″:  
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1.   To activate  this  feature,  add  the  following  line  into  the  <install  

dir>/mozart/globalopts  file  on  the  master  domain  manager:  enable  switch  fault  

tolerance  =  yes  

By  default  the  feature  is not  active.  

2.    When  the  feature  is active,  the  operation  of Full  Status  agents  will  be  different  

from  that  of  previous  releases.  Refer  to  the  ″IBM  Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  8.2  

- Fault  Tolerance  Switch″ document.  

3.   Note  that  the  installation  of this  fix  pack  replaces  the  NetConf  file  under  the  

<install  dir>/network  directory.  

4.   The  messages  introduced  with  the  feature  are  only  available  in  English  (LANG  

=  C)  

5.   Remember  that  the  feature  can  be  activated  only  when  the  code  of all  the  

instances  has  been  aligned  to this  version.

Note:   This  defect  is the  implementation  on  Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  

distributed  of the  changes  needed  to  support  the  new  feature  introduced  

in  an  end-to-End  environment  by  APAR  PQ76474:  End-to-End  job  can  

have  40  dependencies  reusing  the  deleted  dependency  position.  

The  code  fix  for  internal  defect  168083  only  applies  to  Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  

networks  working  in  end-to-end  environments  (that  is,  where  the  master  domain  

manager  is  a z/OS  host).  

A  dependency  is a condition  that  must  be  satisfied  before  a job  (or  operation)  is 

launched.  When  Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  works  in  end-to-end  configurations,  

only  followers  (successor/predecessor)  and  time  dependencies  are  allowed.  The  

maximum  number  of  follower  dependencies  allowed  for  an  operation  (job)  is 40.  

Using  either  ISPF  or  the  Job  Scheduling  Console,  users  can  add  or  remove  

predecessors/successors  of a certain  operation  running  on  a fault-tolerant  

workstation.  

The  problem  fixed  by  this  patch  occurs  when  the  operation  (job)  already  has  40  

dependencies.  If  a user  first  deletes  a number  of  dependencies  to  make  room  for  

new  ones  (keeping  the  number  within  the  allowed  limit)  and  then  tries  to add  

new  dependencies,  Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  will  log  on  stdlist  that  the  limit  of  

40  dependencies  has  been  reached  and  that  the  new  ones  cannot  be  inserted.

where:  

v   $(SWD-OS-NAME)  depends  on  the  platform  where  you  are  installing.  
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v   $(tws_user)  is  the  Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  instance  owner.  

v   $(patch_id)  is  the  fix  pack  number.

On  Tier  2 Platforms,  the  existing  customize  script  is available  for  installation.  For  

more  details  about  the  new  installation  technologies  refer  to the  "Planning  and  

Installation  Guide".

Space  Needed  to  Back  Up  Copy  Creation:    On  AIX,  HP-UX,  Solaris  Operating  

Environment,  LINUX-I386,  LINUX-S390  and  Windows  platforms  the  fix  pack  

installation  is  SPB  Technology  based  (as  for  Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  8.2  GA  

installation).  Every  time  you  install  a Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  8.2  fix  pack  it is 

installed  in  ″undoable  mode″. 

″Undoable″ means  that  a backup  copy  of  the  existing  binaries  is created  

automatically  before  replacing  them  with  the  newer  ones.

v   An  entry  in  the  CM  4.2  catalog.  The  CM  wdlssp  command  displays  a list  of  all  

the  products  installed  with  the  help  of Configuration  Manager.

Before  installing  a fix  pack  check  the  /home/root  capability.  If there  is not  enough  

space  you  need  to  change  the  CM  4.2  configuration  by  performing  the  following  

steps:

APAR  - IY52481  – Microsoft  answers  to  the  ticket  problem  number  

SRQ040419601863  that  the  cmd.exe  on  Windows  2003  Enterprise  Edition  does  not  

have  rights  to  execute/read  for  a normal  user, but  it has  these  grants  for  the  

built-in  group  INTERACTIVE.  

Changes  for  the  user:  The  user  has  to  check  for  the  correct  cmd.exe  rights,  and  

choose  one  of  the  following  options:  

1.   Directly,  by  adding  the  rights  for  its  streamlogon  user;  

2.   Creating  a group  TWS_GROUP  (in  this  case  he  can  set  the  logon  as  batch  and  

logon  on  locally  for  more  facility  use)  and  he  can  sets  the  rigth  read/execute  

for  the  group  TWS_GROUP  for  the  cmd.exe,  then  he  can  add  its  stream  logon  

user  in  the  TWS_GROUP  he  needs  to  create  a new  stream  logon  users.  

3.   By  adding  the  rights  read/exec  for  the  group  USERS  (for  default,  belong  to  this  

group  all  domain  user  and  local  user)  for  the  cmd.exe  executable.  

4.   Add  the  rights  read/exec  for  the  group  BATCH  for  the  cmd.exe  executable.

APAR  IY53228: The  time  when  a jobstream  starts  to  correspond  to  the  time  when  

the  first  job  of  the  jobstream  started.  After  this  APAR  when  the  timezone  feature  is 

enabled  the  time  when  a jobstream  started  is always  displayed  in the  timezone  of 

the  CPU  for  which  the  jobstream  is defined.  

APAR  IY53815: If  you  define  a job  using  more  than  two  parameters  for  a FTA cpu,  

you  get  two  or  more  warning  messages,  only  the  first  warning  shows  the  line  
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content  where  the  warning  occurs.  The  others  message  shows  only  the  lines  

number  where  the  warning  occurs  but  don’t  show  the  line  contents.

APAR  IY52476  : Every  job  with  AT times  behavior  should  be  changed  back  to 

the  way  it  worked  before.  

APAR  IY52475:  is a DOC  APAR  raised  to  explain  how  Tivoli  Workload  

Scheduler  works  with  the  EVERY  option.  If  the  every  option  is used  with  the  AT 

dependency  the  product  is designed  to  launch  jobs  at specific  points  in  time.  The  

following  example  launches  the  job  testjob1  every  15  minutes,  ″testjob1  at 1800  

every  15″  

The  job  is  launched  at  1800,  1815,  1830  and  so  on.  If  one  rerun is delayed  (for  a 

dependency  or  for  any  other  reason)  the  product  realigns  to  the  AT time  so  in  

this  case  it  is  possible  that  one  or  two  iterations  do  not  respect  the  EVERY  rate.  

For  example,  if the  above  job  is  submitted  adhoc  at 1833  the  reruns  occur  at  

1833,  1834,  1845  and  so  on.  

In  the  example  above,  the  job  started  at 1833,  the  start  time  is set  to  1800  and  it 

starts  at  1833  the  next  rerun will  have  the  start  time  set  to  1830  (the  start  time  of  

the  previous  job  +  three  every  rate)  and  it starts  at  1834,  the  next  rerun  will  have  

the  start  time  set  to  1845,  it  will  start  at 1845.

–   The  time  started:  this  is the  actual  start  time  of  the  job,  it  is displayed  by  

conman  when  the  job  has  run. 

To calculate  the  number  of  iterations  that  do  not  respect  the  every  rate  you  have  

to  consider  the  last  run of  the  job.  

When  Tivoli  Workload  Scheduler  creates  a new  ″rerun  job″ it sets  the  ″expected″ 

start  time  of  the  job,  this  value  is calculated  by  adding  to the  start_time  of  the  

previous  job  as  many  ″every  rate″ as  possible  but  without  exceeding  the  current.  

If  the  EVERY  option  is used  without  the  AT dependency  the  rerun jobs  will  be 

scheduled  always  respecting  the  EVERY  rate  specified,  starting  from  the  time  

when  the  job  actually  started.  

If  the  EVERY  option  is used  with  the  AT dependency  there  could  be  some  

interactions  that  do  not  respect  the  EVERY  rate.  For  all  other  cases  the  every  rate  

is always  respected

New  Option  for  the  evtsize  Command:    The  format  for  the  evtsize  command  has  

a new  option.  Instead  of:  

evtsize  {-V  | -U | <filename><newsize>  } 

the  syntax  is  now:  

evtsize  {-V  | -U | -show  <filename><newsize>  |} 

to  allow  for  queries  on  the  current  file  maximum  size  and  current  queue  length.  

Autotrace  level  3.1.5:    This  fix  pack  uses  Autotrace  level  3.1.5.  The  new  level  is 

used  to  fix  APAR  IY37113.  As  a consequence,  before  you  run any  of the  Autotrace  

commands  (contained  in  the  <TWS  home>/trace  directory),  you  must  set  the  

environment  variables  as  follows:
