This hot fix for InfoSphere Traceability Server v2.5.0 resolves the defect described in the following paragraph.  This readme describes the issue, content of the hot fix, and installation instructions.

Issues: 

Defect  ipsdb00087336 - Failed Event Browser is not sorting by Failed Time across  

                                         multiple pages

Failed events in the GUI's Failed Event Manager tab should be sorted by failed time in descending order; in other words, the latest failed event appears first. Currently failed events in the GUI sort randomly when they span several failed event GUI pages.

Hot fix contents

The hot fix consists of the com.ibm.rfidic.event.failed.jar file, which contains the failed event manager

Installing the hot fix

Prerequisites

· Ensure that InfoSphere Traceability Server version 2.5.0 Ifix2  is installed. 

· Ensure that all prerequisites mentioned in the “Hardware and software requirements” topic in the InfoSphere Traceability Server Installation Guide are met. These prerequisites are available at the following URL: http://publib.boulder.ibm.com/infocenter/itshelp/v2r5/topic/com.ibm.its_installation.doc/topics/r_hardware_software_reqs.html. 

· Ensure that no users are currently using the InfoSphere Traceability Server system.

· Before you copy the new or updated com.ibm.rfidic.event.failed.jar file, make a backup of the existing file from the $RFIDIC_HOME/lib folder.

Instructions

The InfoSphere Traceability Server failed event manager component needs to be updated with the JAR file provided in this hot fix.  

To update the InfoSphere Traceability Server failed event manager: 

1. Stop the InfoSphere Traceability Server.  As the InfoSphere Server administrative user type the stopRFIDIC.sh command. 


2. Ensure that all components have stopped. 

3. Install the JAR files containing the hot fix:

      Before you copy the new or updated com.ibm.rfidic.event.failed.jar , make a backup of the existing file from the $RFIDIC_HOME/lib folder.

Copy the new com.ibm.rfidic.event.failed.jar file to the $RFIDIC_HOME/lib folder by using the Linux cp command to achieve this.

4. Use the startRFIDIC.sh  command to start the InfoSphere Traceability Server  with the updated fix.

Result

The Failed Event Manager tab in the GUI now shows failed events in descending order by failed event time even when you browse across GUI pages.
