Product Overview

IBM® WebSphere® eXtreme Scale is an elastic, scalable in-memory data grid that provides a key-addressable store of values or
graphs eXtreme Scale supports a processing unit state store for applications written in Java™. You can replicate the data stored
in the grid depending on availability requirements, and you can achieve out-of-the-box database integration.

You can integrate WebSphere eXtreme Scale with existing WebSphere Application Server and WebSphere Network Deployment
installations or you can install the product separately, supporting both Java Platform, Standard Edition and Java Platform,
Enterprise Edition application environments.

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I step 5: Install the product

You can install and deploy the product in Java Platform, Enterprise Edition or Java Platform, Standard Edition
environments.

» Install stand-alone WebSphere eXtreme Scale Version 7.0 in an environment that does not contain WebSphere
Application Server or WebSphere Application Server Network Deployment. With the stand-alone option, you define a
new installation location in which to install the eXtreme Scale server.

« Integrate eXtreme Scale with an existing installation of WebSphere Application Server or WebSphere Application Server
Network Deployment. You can install both the eXtreme Scale client and server, or you can install the client only.

ﬂ Step 6: Run a sample client application

1. Edit the JAVA_HOME variable in the install_root/gettingstarted/env.sh|bat file to reference a valid installation
directory of Java Development Kit (JDK) or Java Runtime Environment (JRE) Version 1.5 or later.

2. Run runcat.sh|bat to start a catalog service process.

3. Run runcontainer.sh|bat server0 to start a container process.

4. Run the following client commands:
» To add data to the grid, run runclient.sh|bat i keyl helloworld.
« To search for the key1 value, run runclient.sh|bat g keyl.
» To update the key1 value, run runclient.sh|bat u keyl goodbyeWorld.
« To delete the key1 value, run runclient.sh d keyl.
