It is intended for
system administrators or for anyone else responsible for performing
installation and configuration tasks.

Studio, refer to the WebSphere Commerce Studio Installation Guide.

DB2 Universal Database user ID requirements
DB2 requires that the user IDs and passwords for database administrators and
database users adhere to the following rules:
v They cannot be more than 8 characters in length.
v They cannot contain any upper case characters.
v They can contain only the characters a to z, 0 to 9, @, #, $, and _.
v They cannot begin with an underscore (_).
v The user ID cannot be any of the following, in upper, lower, or mixed case:

USERS, ADMINS, GUESTS, PUBLIC, LOCAL.
v The user ID cannot begin with any of the following in upper, lower, or

mixed case: IBM, SQL, SYS.
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Chapter 2. Preinstallation requirements

This section describes the steps you need to perform before you install
WebSphere Commerce.

To perform the steps described in this publication, you must have root user
access.

Important
You must complete these preinstallation steps to ensure that installation
is successful.

Knowledge requirements

To install and configure WebSphere Commerce, you require knowledge of the
following:
v Your operating system
v The Internet
v Web server operation and maintenance
v IBM DB2 Universal Database
v Basic operating system commands

To create and customize your store, you require knowledge of the following:
v WebSphere Application Server
v IBM DB2 Universal Database
v HTML and XML
v Structured Query Language (SQL)
v Java programming

For information on developing your store front and store data assets, refer to
the WebSphere Commerce Store Development Guide. For information on
developing or customizing your business logic (or back office business logic)
see the WebSphere Commerce Programming Guide and Tutorials document.

Prerequisite hardware

You must ensure that you meet the following minimum hardware
requirements before installing WebSphere Commerce:
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v Any processor that supports Solaris 8 Operating Environment (SPARC
platform edition) software, such as a Sun SPARC or UltraSPARC station,
with the following:
– A 400 MHz processor.
– A minimum of 1 GB of random access memory (RAM) per processor.

Each additional WebSphere Commerce or WebSphere Commerce
Payments instance will require an additional 512 MB of RAM per
instance.
To check the amount of physical memory the machine has, issue the
following command in a terminal window:
prtconf | grep Memory

– A minimum of 6 GB of free disk space, if you install all of the required
and optional components, with the following recommended allocated file
sizes:
- /opt: 4 GB
- /export: 1 GB
- /tmp: 1 GB

– A minimum of 1 GB swap space per processor.
– A communication hardware adapter that uses the TCP/IP protocol stack

to make network connections.
– A CD-ROM drive.
– A graphics capable monitor.

Prerequisite software

You must ensure that you meet the following minimum software requirements
before installing WebSphere Commerce:
v Ensure that you have a Windows machine with Internet Explorer Version

6.0 (full version) or higher available on the same network as the machine
on which you are installing WebSphere Commerce. Internet Explorer is
required to access the WebSphere Commerce tools.

v Ensure that you have Solaris 8 Operating Environment (SPARC platform
edition) software, maintenance update 5 (MU5) or higher, with the most
recent Solaris Patch Cluster. To determine which release is installed on your
system, run the following command:
cat /etc/release

Note: Solaris 8 Operating Environment (Intel platform edition) software is
not supported by WebSphere Commerce.

v Ensure that you have the following Solaris patches installed at the indicated
levels or higher:
– 108434-03
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– 108652-27
– 108528-12
– 108827-01
– 108921-12
– 108940-24
– 109147-16

You can check patch levels by using the showrev -p command. For
information on using the showrev -p command, refer to your Solaris
documentation.

Important
These patch levels were accurate when this book was originally
published.

For the latest patch levels required, check the latest System
requirements available at the following URL:
http://www.ibm.com/software/data/db2/udb/sysreqs.html

v Ensure that the stack quota limit is at least 32768. To check the current
limit, type the following in a command window as root:
ulimit -a

If the value returned for the stack is less than 32768, increase it to this level
by running the following command as root:
ulimit -s 32768

Other requirements

You must also do the following before installing WebSphere Commerce:
v If you are running Lotus® Notes™, or any other server on your machine,

stop the server.
v Ensure that the following user IDs do not exist: db2fwc1, daswc1.
v Ensure that the following user groups do not exist: db2fwcg1, daswcg1.
v Since WebSphere Commerce uses both IP addresses and host names, the IP

address on your system must resolve to a host name. To determine your IP
address, open a command window and type the following:
nslookup host_name

The desired result is a reply from your correct IP address.
v Ensure that your host name is fully qualified with a domain.
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v Ensure that the host name of your Web server does not contain an
underscore ( _ ). IBM HTTP Server does not support machines with an
underscore in their host name.

v If you have a Web server installed that is using any of the following ports,
disable the Web server before installing WebSphere Commerce:
– 80

– 443

– 5432

– 5433

– 8000

– 8002

– 9090

– 8004

v To view the WebSphere Commerce information available after the
completion of the WebSphere Commerce installation wizard, you must have
a web browser on the machine on which you are installing WebSphere
Commerce.

Updating Solaris kernel configuration parameters for DB2

Important
You must set the Solaris kernel file parameters as described in the chart
below. If you do not set the parameters as specified, DB2 will not be able
to create a DB2 instance ID.

Once you have set the Solaris kernel file parameters, you must restart
your machine so that the changes take effect.

Log in as root and use a text editor to add the following parameters to the
Solaris kernel file, /etc/system. To set a kernel parameter, add a lines at the
end of the /etc/system file for each kernel parameter as follows:
set parameter-name=value

Do not leave any spaces at the end of any of the statements that you type into
the kernel file. Select the values for the following parameters based on the
configuration that applies to your system.

To check the amount of physical memory the machine has, issue the following
command in a terminal window:
prtconf | grep Memory

The values shown above are the minimum required for DB2. You may adjust
them higher if you wish. For more information, refer to the IBM DB2 Universal
Database for UNIX® Quick Beginnings Guide.

Notes:

1. The parameters msgsys:msginfo_msgmnb and msgsys:msginfo_msgmax must
be set to 65535 or larger.

2. The msgsys:msginfo_msgseg parameter must be set no higher than 32767.
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3. The parameter shmsys:shminfo_shmmax should be set to the suggested
value in the chart above or to 90% of the physical memory (in bytes),
whichever is higher. For example, if you have 256 MB of physical memory
in your system, set the shmsys:shminfo_shmmax parameter to 241591910
(256*1024*1024*0.9).

Path variables

The following variables are used for paths in this book:

WAS_installdir
This is the installation directory for WebSphere Application Server.
The default installation directory for WebSphere Application Server is
/opt/WebSphere/AppServer.

WC_installdir
This is the installation directory for WebSphere Commerce and
contains all the WebSphere Commerce proprietary data. The default
installation directory for WebSphere Application Server is
/opt/WebSphere/CommerceServer55.
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Chapter 3. Installing WebSphere Commerce

The instructions in this chapter will guide you through the installation and
configuration of WebSphere Commerce on a single node. This installation
should be performed under the following conditions:
v You want to install the following components on the same node and none

of these components are pre-installed on the node:
– DB2 Universal Database, Version 8.1
– IBM HTTP Server, Version 1.3.26
– WebSphere Application Server base product, Version 5.0
– WebSphere Commerce Server
– WebSphere Commerce Payments

v Ensure that no Java Runtime (JRE) is installed on your system before you
launch the WebSphere Commerce installer. The installer may use the
preexisting JRE which could cause it to fail.

v If you want to create a WebSphere Commerce instance in a language other
than the language in which you are installing, you cannot use the Quick
installation.

Before installing WebSphere Commerce

Before you perform a Quick installation of WebSphere Commerce, you must
do the following:
1. Log on as root.
2. Create a non-root user ID and give the new user ID a password.

This user ID will be used to start the WebSphere Commerce and
WebSphere Commerce Payments application servers as part of the instance
creation part of the Quick installation process.

3. Create a new user group and add the non-root user ID to the new group.
Take note of the non-root user ID, user group ID for the non-root user, and
the full path of the home directory for the non-root user. This information
will be required to complete the WebSphere Commerce installation wizard.
By default, the WebSphere Commerce installation wizard specifies wasuser
as the non-root WebSphere Commerce user ID and wasgroup as the group
ID for the non-root WebSphere Commerce user ID. You can either create
this user and group or replace the default values in the installation wizard
with the user ID and group you create.

4. Create the user ID mqm and give the user ID a password.
5. Create the following user groups:
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v mqm

v mqbrkrs

6. Add the following users to the mqm user group:
v mqm

v root

7. Add the following user to the mqbrkrs user group:
v root

8. Log off.
9. Log on as root to allow the group membership changes to take effect.

For instructions on creating users, creating user groups, and adding users to
groups, refer to your operating system documentation.

If these user IDs and groups are not set up correctly before starting the
WebSphere Commerce installation wizard, the installation wizard will fail.

Completing a Quick installation

To complete a Quick installation, do the following:
1. Ensure that you are logged onto your system as root.
2. From a terminal session, issue the following command:

export DISPLAY=host_name:0.0

where host_name is the fully qualified host name of the machine from
which you want to run the installation wizard.

Note: If you are running the installation wizard in an X client, the X
client may need to be authorized to access the X server using the
xhost command. To authorize an X client, issue the following
command from the system console as root:
xhost +host_name

where host_name is the fully qualified host name of the machine
from which you want to run the installation wizard.

3. Insert the WebSphere Commerce Disk 1 CD. Mount the CD-ROM drive,
but do not change directory to the mount point. Changing directories to
the mount point will lock the CD drive and prevent you from being able
to swap CDs.

4. Issue one of the following commands:
mount_point/setup_solaris

or
mount_point/setup_solaris -console
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where mount_point is the CD-ROM mount point. For example,
/mnt/cdrom0.

Using the -console parameter starts a text-based install wizard. The steps
in the text-based install wizard and the GUI-based install wizard are the
same, but the methods of selection options and continuing in the install
wizard differ.

In this section, instructions for selecting options and continuing are
provided only for the GUI-based install wizard. To select options and
continue when using the text-based install wizard, follow the prompts
provided by the text-based install wizard.

5. Select the installation language, and select OK. The software will be
installed in this language, regardless of the language settings of your
system.

6. Read the Welcome screen, and select Next.
7. Read the license agreement. If you accept the terms of agreement, select

that you accept the terms, and select Next.
8. When prompted to select an install type, select Quick Installation, and

select Next.
9. Accept the default destination directory or enter another directory, and

select Next.
If you accept the default paths, the WebSphere Commerce components
will be installed to the following paths:

DB2 Universal Database
/opt/IBM/db2/V8.1

IBM HTTP Server
/opt/WebSphere/IBMHttpServer

WebSphere Application Server
/opt/WebSphere/AppServer

WebSphere Commerce
/opt/WebSphere/CommerceServer55

10. Enter the following information:

Database user ID
Enter a user ID that you want to assign to DB2. This user ID will
be used by WebSphere Commerce to access the database when
WebSphere Commerce is running.

This must not be an existing operating system ID.

Database user password
Enter the password associated with the database user ID.

Database user group
Enter a user group to which you want to assign the database user
ID.

This must not be an existing operating system group.

Database user home directory
Enter the full path for the database user’s home directory.

This must not be an existing directory.

Merchant Key
Enter a 16–digit hexadecimal number that meets the following
criteria:
v Must contain at least one numeric character (0–9)
v Must contain at least one alphabetic character (a–f)

Important: Uppercase letters are not valid in the merchant key.
v Cannot contain four consecutive occurrences of a character

A hexadecimal number can only contain the following numbers
and letters: 0, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, a, b, c, d, e, f.

The merchant key is used by the WebSphere Commerce
Configuration Manager as an encryption key. You must enter
your own key in the Merchant key field. Ensure that the key that
you enter will be sufficient to protect your site. After you have
created a store you can only change this key by using the
Database Update Tool. To use this tool, access Configuration
Manager, right-click on the database node, and select Database
Update Tool.

WebSphere Commerce Payments instance password
This is the password used by WebSphere Commerce Payments to
decrypt any sensitive data that is stored in the WebSphere
Commerce Payments database.

The WebSphere Commerce Payments instance password must
meet the following criteria:
v Must contain at least one numeric character (0–9)
v Must contain at least one alphabetic character (a–z, A–Z)
v Cannot contain four consecutive occurrences of a character

Site Administrator ID
Enter an ID for the WebSphere Commerce Site Administrator.
This ID will be required to access the WebSphere Commerce
Accelerator, Administration Console, and Organization
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Administration Console. This ID will also be assigned the
WebSphere Commerce Payments Administrator role.

Important: Ensure that you do not forget the Site Administrator
ID and password entered when installing WebSphere
Commerce. Without this ID and password, you will
not be able to access WebSphere Commerce
Accelerator, Administration Console, or Organization
Administration Console.

Site Administrator password
Enter the password for the Site Administrator. The Site
Administration password must contain at least 8 characters.

Click Next to continue.
11. Select the languages of the documentation that you want installed, then

click Next to continue.
12. Enter the following information:

Non-root user ID
Enter the ID for the non-root user you created before starting the
WebSphere Commerce installation wizard.

Non-root user group
Enter the user group associated with the non-root user ID.

Non-root user home directory
Enter the full path to the non-root user’s home directory.

Location of Web server configuration file
This field displays the location of the IBM HTTP Server
configuration file (httpd.conf). This value cannot be changed.

Click Next to continue.
13. Confirm your installation choices, or modify your choices, then select

Next.
14. Insert and mount the CDs as prompted by the WebSphere Commerce

Installer, following the on-screen prompts.
Progress bars indicate how much of the installation has completed.

15. When the panel containing a message indicating that the installation is
complete displays, select Next. The Installation Complete panel displays.

16. From the Installation Complete panel, you can access more information
about WebSphere Commerce or exit the installation wizard by clicking
Finish.
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Verifying your installation

During the installation of WebSphere Commerce and its components, log files
are generated. Examine the following log files to ensure that your installation
was successful:
v “DB2 Universal Database installation log”
v “WebSphere Application Server installation log” on page 21
v “WebSphere Commerce installation log” on page 21
v “WebSphere Commerce instance creation logs” on page 21

DB2 Universal Database installation log
This log contains messages generated during the installation of DB2 Universal
Database. The default location for this log file is the following:
WC_installdir/logs/db2setup.log

Default values for WC_installdir are listed in “Path variables” on page 14.

DB2 Universal Database installed successfully if all of the components listed
in the Installation section near the end of the log file have a status of
SUCCESS. As an example, here is the Installation section of the DB2 Universal
Database installation log file from a typical single-node installation:
