Cable Management Arm Removal and Replacement Procedure

Please note that for the removal procedure, Page 30, Fig 14 and Para 9, you should 

use the reverse of these instructions. The Cable Management Arm could also be 

installed on the opposite side of the rack. 

 

The cable management support arm or tie bar has been modified since the initial 

shipment in that it now has the 2 locating pins on the same side of the arm.  

 

The procedure for the left side attachment in diagram 1 below is unaltered. The 

detailed view is looking from inside the rack for clarity of detail.  

 

The right hand side of the arm in diagram 1 requires that the arm is connected in into 

the top of the lower locating hole, steps 4,5 and 6,  the opposite to the previous 

instruction. Note that the angle between the 2 parts at assembly is important. Then 

insert the bracket into the rail after pulling the blue pin, steps 7 and 8. 
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
