Questions from the AIX VUG on Nov. 29, 2007

1) What would happen if I issue reboot or shutdown from a WPAR to the Global Environment (AIX Instance)
After the VUG demo, I clogin’d to a WPAR and issued the shutdown –F command. It shutdown the ‘WPAR’ ONLY, and after ‘Halt Completed’ took me to a command prompt in my global environment!!

2) If we implement HACMP, will it be on wpar or on the entire host?
You would not run HACMP within a WPAR, only in the Global environment.  HACMP 5.4.1 has a feature that allows you to kick off WPARs, but it does not move them yet.  That functionality should be coming hopefully in the next release.

3) Can you leverage backup clients by backing up the file systems on the global AIX server and hence not run the backups on the wpar instances?
Yes, however, the WPARS need to be ‘started’ in order for the backup to backup the logical volumes/filesystems that are inherent to that WPAR. If a WPAR is not started then the backup will not ‘see’ that WPAR’s filesystems.

4) How do wpars handle HA?  and even internal wpars are they HA internal to each other?

See #2 above

5) What about licensing with DBs such as Oracle? Can Oracle run in each wpar, or in the global partition? Do the wpars inherit access to Oracle setup in a global partition?
For licensing, expect that it falls under "soft" partitioning rules - that is, you pay for everything the WPAR can access. As far as ‘inheriting’ anything from Global Environment or if/when you could run Oracle in WPAR, we will need to wait for that answer until oracle certification is completed. We will get an answer back when that is complete.
