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Central site distribution

Central site distribution is the process of duplicating the software of one iSeries™ server & or

duplicating the software of a logical partition, € and distributing it to multiple iSeries servers. This
mechanism is especially useful and convenient when your network is large and you want all the iSeries
servers in your computing environment to be identical. The central site distribution process saves you time,
effort, and expense by reducing the number of steps in the installation procedures for the target systems.

Central site distribution is most often used to distribute the software involved in a full system upgrade. This
includes software such as the Operating System/400®), program temporary fixes (PTFs), IBM® licensed
programs, non-IBM licensed programs, and user libraries. # You can also use central site distribution to
distribute the software of a logical partition to several iSeries systems that may or may not be partitioned.

Although you can use central site distribution to distribute one or more licensed programs, the quickest
and most efficient way to distribute one or more licensed programs is to use the Management Central
distribution function available in iSeries Navigator. Refer to [Manage software products for more

information. You can also distribute one or more licensed programs using CD-ROM. #* Refer to[Using

Prepare software license information for distribution

Distribute [‘Distribution of software license information” on page 11|for licensed programs using distribution
media and central site distribution. The software license information you must distribute is the usage limit
for each product. The usage limit must be distributed to ensure that the product can be used on the target
systems. Keyed products require more care than standard products because they require a unique license
key for each target system. You can also [‘Distribute software license information using iSeries Navigator or|

lpaper” on page 5|

Complete the following instructions to prepare software license information for distribution:
1. Prepare license information for standard products:

To distribute license information for standard products, you must [set the usage limit for the target
systems. After you complete this task, the usage limit will automatically be included on the
distribution media.

2. Prepare license keys for keyed products:

a. Run the Add License Key (ADDLICKEY) command to add all the license keys for all the target
systems to the license key repository. To learn more about the license key repository, see
license key information|

b. Create the license key file using the Display License Key Information (DSPLICKEY) command:

The usage limit for a product is
normally O if it has not been updated.

Select option 5 (Display detail) to check the compliance type of the product. If the compliance
type is *KEYED, continue to the next step. If the compliance type is *"WARNING or
*OPRACTION, [set the usage limit for standard products| and then continue to the next step.

Type 1 (Add license key) in the option column next to the product you want to add and press
Enter.

Update the prompts to match the information you received from your software provider and
press Enter.

Normally, you need to update the license key and usage limit fields. In some cases, you may
need to update the processor group, the expiration date, and the vendor data fields. The new
usage limit is displayed on the Work with License Information display.

Repeat the above steps for each product that is displayed by the WRKLICINF command.

Write a user-defined installation program for the target systems

The user-defined installation program performs tasks and sends the appropriate instructions to the
operators at the target systems. It allows you to perform many installation tasks automatically and install
customer-written applications at the target systems.

To write the user-defined installation program, complete the following tasks:

1.

Include instructions in your program to restore objects on the target system. For a list of instructions

you can include in the user-defined installation program refer to [Installation tasks for the targef

|systems” on page 8l You can include all of the instructions in your program or only those that apply to

your distribution.

Create and save your program in the QGPL library and call it QLPUSER. If the QLPUSER program
already exists in the QGPL library, the system deletes the program during automatic installation before
restoring the QGPL library. This ensures that the distribution media will control additional processing.

The central system must have a separate copy of the QLPUSER program if it uses automatic

installation of IBM-supplied media.

3. When you finish writing your program, perform the following tasks:
a. Test your user-defined installation program to ensure that it works as expected.

b. Keep a copy of your program in one of your user libraries on the central system.
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c. If you have several target systems that need unique processing, create a separate program for
each.

Example: User-defined installation program

The following control language (CL) program is an example of a user-defined installation program. It sends
an instruction to the operator at the target system. It also restores a library that contains an application
and copies the command to start the application in the QGPL library:

Note: The &DEVICE parameter in the example is the name of your media device. The &SUCCESS
parameter is used as an indication of whether all licensed programs installed successfully.

c. Type WRKOBJ QSYS/QHST* *FILE (Work with Objects and Display All History Logs) to work with all of
the history logs. Press Enter.

d. Use the rename or delete option on each history log. The history logs must be deleted from QSYS
or renamed to make sure the history logs will not be distributed to the target system.

2. Select option 40 (Create a distribution media) from the GO LICPGM menu and complete each task.

3. After you complete option 40, complete the following tasks to save secondary language files to the
distribution media. In the name of the QSYS29xx library, and the language parameter of the
SAVLICPGM command, xx represents the national language version feature code for the secondary
language.

a. Save the QSYS29xx library. This library contains the secondary language files.

b. Save each licensed program specifying the language parameter and the object type parameter for
each licensed program. The parameter of OBJTYPE must be *LNG. For example:
SAVLICPGM LICPGM(5722WDS) DEV(TAP01) LNG(29xx) OBJTYPE(*LNG) ENDOPT(*LEAVE)

Save additional user libraries to the distribution media using the Save Library (SAVLIB) command.
Save user directories and other objects to the distribution media using the Save (SAV) command.
Save the license keys file at the end of the last distribution media.

The User Profiles (QFILEUPR) file and the Device Configuration (QFILEIOC) file do not appear on the list
of file names supplied by IBM®.

The program then automatically performs these
tasks after the distribution media is installed on the target system.

Complete the following tasks after the distribution media has been installed on the target system if you did
not write a user-defined installation program; or include these tasks in your user-defined installation
program. Ensure that only objects saved to the distribution media are restored and that those objects are
restored in the same order they are saved.

» Restore user profiles using the Restore User Profile (RSTUSRPRF) command.
* Restore system configuration data using the Restore Configuration (RSTCFG) command.

Note: The only time restoring system configuration data is appropriate is when the central and
target systems have exactly the same hardware configuration.

* Restore user libraries using the Restore Library (RSTLIB) command.

* Restore file system objects using the Restore (RST) command.

+ Install new licensed programs that IBM® distributes independently from an 0S/400® release.
* Restore secondary language files:

1. Restore the QSYS29xx library on the target system using the Restore Library (RSTLIB) command,
where xx represents the jnational language version feature code|for the secondary language.

2. Restore the licensed programs on the target system using the Restore Licensed Program
(RSTLICPGM) command, specifying 29xx for the LNG parameter and *LNG for the RSTOBJ
parameter. For example:

RSTLICPGM LICPGM(5722WDS) DEV(TAP01) RSTOBJ(*LNG) LNG(29xx) ENDOPT(*LEAVE)

* Install applications using control language (CL) commands.
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« Install user products that are packaged by the System Manager for iSeriest™ licensed program using
the Restore Licensed Program (RSTLICPGM) command.

» Restore license key information:
1. Restore the license keys file.

2. Run the Add License Key (ADDLICKEY) command to add all of the *LOCAL licenses from the
license keys file.

3. Delete the license keys file.

Central site distribution
The process of duplicating the software of one iSeriest™ server # or duplicating the software of
a logical partition, ¥ and distributing it to multiple iSeries servers £ and partitions. %

Central system
The iSeries server that is licensed to receive media supplied by IBM®_ In a distributed systems
network, the central system is usually defined to be the focal point in a communications network
for alerts, application design, and network management tasks.

The central system can also distribute licensed programs to other iSeries servers that operate
independently of the central system. However, these systems depend on the central system for
distributing licensed programs.

Full-system upgrade
The new version of the 0S/400™) operating system and may contain other IBM licensed
programs, non-IBM licensed programs, program temporary fixes (PTFs), and customer-written
applications.

Keyed products
Licensed programs that require a license key. These products have a compliance type of *KEYED.
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Standard products
Licensed programs that contain licensing information which do not require a license key. These
products have a compliance type of "WARNING or *OPRACTION.

Target system
The iSeries server that depends on the central system for distribution of licensed internal code, the
0S/400 base operating system, and license programs. These systems are possibly unattended.

The target systems can be part of a distributed systems communications network, or they may
operate independently of the central system but rely on the central system for licensed program
distributions and for application development and maintenance.

Overview of tasks to distribute software from a central system
The following is an overview of tasks involved in distributing software from a central system:

1. Prepare to distribute software from a central system.
First, you must select the type of distribution media to use, an installation profile, and an installation
method for the target systems. Then, you may want to write a user-defined installation program to
eliminate installation tasks for the operators at the target systems. Finally, ensure the central system
and target systems are ready for distribution.

2. Create the distribution media using option 40 on the GO LICPGM menu.
a. The following is a list of tasks completed using option 40:

1) End all subsystems.

2) Save the Licensed Internal Code, 0S/400®) base operating system, system configuration data,
security objects, system resources manager (SRM) objects, and user profiles.

3) Save the QGPL library. This library includes the user-defined installation program called
QLPUSER.

4) Save the QUSRSYS library.

5) Save licensed programs you want to distribute. Select licensed programs you want to distribute
from the Save Licensed Program display. The OS/400 Extended Base Support and the OS/400
Extended Base Directory Support licensed programs are pre-selected because they are
required.

b. Save additional objects to the distribution media after option 40 is complete. For example, you can
save user libraries, user directories, and secondary language files. If you write a user-defined
installation program, ensure that it restores these additional libraries and objects.

3. Install the distribution media on the target systems.

Do not put objects into the QGPL and QUSRSYS libraries on the central system that you do not want to
distribute to the target systems.

Distribution of software license information

You can distribute license information for software products that use 0S/400®® license management. For
these products, the license information includes message queues to receive messages, the log violations
indicator, the usage limit, and software license keys. The current list of license users is not distributed from
the central system to the target systems.

To display a list of software products and features that use license management, run the Work with
License Information (WRKLICINF) command.
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You can include all of the software license information for all of the target systems on your distribution
media. The appropriate license information for each target system is automatically loaded as part of the
installation process.

Setting the usage limit is different depending on the type of product being distributed. The usage limit for
standard products that contain license information must be set on the central system prior to creating the
distribution media. It is then automatically included on the distribution media and distributed to the target
systems. For keyed products, the usage limit is part of the license key. Every keyed product on each
target system requires a unique key for the product to run on the target systems. Thus, you must add all
the license keys for all the target systems to the distribution media prior to creating the distribution media.
For more information about software license keys refer to [Software license keys|

When to distribute license information for licensed programs

The appropriate time to distribute license information for a licensed program is when you install a new
license term for that program.

The license term is the length of time the authorized usage limit for a licensed program lasts. The usage
limit can last for a version, a release, or a modification level.

For example, if the license term for product X is by version, the authorized usage limit is valid for the
entire version of the product. When license information has been installed for product X, it will not be
installed again until a new version of product X is distributed. This original license information is preserved
at the target systems even when new release and modification levels are installed. When a new version of
product X is distributed, the usage limit may need to be changed on the target systems.

Software license keys
The license keys file contains the software license keys you want to distribute.

When you run the Save System (SAVSYS) command, the system adds the file to the distribution media.
The QALZALPKEY file is deleted from the target systems after the license keys are loaded.

A warning message that specifies the date that the grace period expires is sent to the message queue
each day a keyed product is used. The message is sent to the QSYSOPR message queue and any other
message queues that you have defined through the Change License Information (CHGLICINF) command.

Types of distribution media for central site distribution

The devices available to the central system for central site distribution are #* image catalog, % tape,
digital video disc (DVD), and CD-ROM.

+ # Image catalog
If you have ample storage and your target system is at V5R2, this option is cost-effective and
convenient. First, create DVD for central site distribution; then add the DVD to an image catalog and
distribute electronically. This option is particularly useful for optical media verification, unattended

installations, and upgrading software within a network. %
* Tape
High-speed tape is the fastest way to distribute the software involved in a full-system upgrade or & the

software of a logical partition. €4 However, tape hardware and media is more costly than DVD hardware
and media.

- DVD
DVD is slower than high-speed tape, but is more cost-effective.
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« CD-ROM

Installation profiles

Installation profiles contain the tasks you want to perform during the installation process. They bring many
[‘Benefits of using installation profiles to install distribution media”|to the installation process. The choices
you make when creating an installation profile affect only the target systems, not the central system. You
can use one of the profiles supplied by IBM®™, or you can customize the profiles supplied by IBM to better
suit your needs.

IBM installation profiles

IBM provides installation profiles that fit almost every situation. The following is a list of installation profiles
in order of most commonly used. This list includes profile descriptions and special considerations
associated with each.

* Replace current release (QRPLRELLVL)
Use this option to distribute the software involved in a full-system upgrade. This includes all the IBM
licensed programs plus any non-IBM licensed programs. The system replaces licensed programs that
are at the same version, release, and modification as on the media.

* Install new system (QINSNEWSYS)
Use this option to distribute the software involved in a full-system upgrade to a new target system. That
is, you can use central site distribution to install a new iSeries™ server. #* Or, you can use this option
to distribute the software of a logical partition. % The target systems must already have the current
level of the licensed internal code installed.

« IBM replace current release (QIBMRPLRLS)
Use this option to distribute the software involved in a full-system upgrade. This profile includes only
IBM licensed programs. The system does not replace licensed programs that are at the same version,
release, and modification as on the media.

+ Change primary language (QCHGPRILNG)

% If you plan to distribute the software involved in a full-system upgrade or the software of a logical
partition and you want to change the primary language, use either the Replace current release profile or
the IBM replace current release profile. If you plan only to change the primary language on the target

system, refer to [Considerations for changing your primary language|

Customized IBM installation profiles

If you want to create your own installation profile or customize the IBM-supplied installation profiles, select
option 41 (Work with installation profiles) from the GO LICPGM menu. You must have the following
authorities to work with installation profiles:

* *SAVSYS special authority to the QLPAUTO file in the QUSRSYS library
* *USE (or higher) authority to the QLPAUTO file in the QUSRSYS library
* *CHANGE authority to the QLPAUTO file in the QUSRSYS library

Benefits of using installation profiles to install distribution media

Using an installation profile to install the media that contains licensed programs and application programs
has the following advantages:

* Reduces or eliminates the tasks that operators at the target systems must do other than mounting
distribution media

» Allows you to create customized installation profiles to control the installation at the target systems
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» Provides the capability to restart after a failure, including bypassing parts of the installation that were
successful

* Reduces or eliminates messages during the installation

» Allows you to install applications or further customize the system after a successful installation using a
user-defined installation program

The following operator tasks are eliminated when you use an installation profile:
+ Select the function to restore Licensed Internal Code

» Select the option to install the operating system

« Confirm the installation of the operating system

» Select a language feature

« Confirm a language feature

+ Select installation options

» Select IPL options

Installation methods for the target systems

The methods for installing the distribution media at the target systems are automatic installation and
manual installation. Use this information to help you decide which installation method to choose.

» Automatic installation
Automatic installation means that the target system operators simply load distribution media as
prompted. This method is the most commonly used because it allows you to use installation profiles and
a user-defined installation program.

You can use an installation profile to install media containing licensed programs, fixes (PTFs), and
application programs. Installation profiles eliminate additional tasks for the target system operators and
allow you to customize the installation process.

You may want to write a user-defined installation program to distribute customer-written applications and
eliminate additional tasks for the target system operators.

* Manual installation
Use manual installation only if you need to add storage to the target systems.

Licensed program compression and decompression

When creating distribution media for central site distribution, you can leave all the licensed programs that
have high usage decompressed. Or, you can distribute some of a licensed program in a compressed state
and some of the program in a decompressed state.

Consider the following items about compressing and decompressing objects before you create the
distribution media:

* You can compress both IBM® objects and your own user-created objects. IBM program objects can be
compressed only in the restricted state.

* Programs (*PGM), service programs (*SRVPGM), and modules (“MODULE) automatically and
permanently decompress the first time they are used.

* The first time a compressed panel (*PNLGRP), menu (*MENU), printer file (*FILE with attribute PRTF),
or display file (*FILE with attribute DSPF) is used, it is temporarily decompressed. If such a temporarily
decompressed object is used five times or for more than two consecutive days on the same initial
program load (IPL), it is permanently decompressed.

» Usually, an operation on a compressed object takes a little longer than if the object were
decompressed. While a very large compressed object is decompressing, the system will send the
message, "Operation in progress. Please wait.”

IBM recommends the following actions to help you reduce the amount of disk space used on the target
systems. At the same time, these actions ensure that frequently used objects are decompressed:
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» Compress everything you are sending to the target systems.

* Use the objects on the central system in the same manner they will be used on the target systems. Do
so at least five times for panel groups, menus, printer files, and display files.

 If you are creating a premastering media, files on CD-ROMs cannot span volumes. Compress objects
so that the resulting saved file fits on the CD-ROM.

Distribution of primary and secondary language files
You can distribute primary and secondary language files using central site distribution.

Primary language files

The primary language is the language that is installed on the system as the default language used to
display and print information. The IBM® licensed program distribution media contains the primary
language files. The distribution media you create at the central system copies the primary language files
so you can install them at your target systems.

Secondary language files

The distribution of secondary language files is more complicated than that of primary language files.
Secondary language files are saved to the distribution media as described in[‘Overview of tasks to|
[distribute software from a central system” on page 11| and are restored at the target systems using the
user-defined installation program.

Central site distribution of program temporary fixes (PTFs)

You can distribute PTFs as part of the software involved in a full-system upgrade or logical partition. In the
central site distribution process, PTFs are distributed as follows. First, PTFs are applied to the central
system. When the distribution media is created, PTFs are saved to the distribution media and distributed.
Finally, when the distribution media is installed at the target systems, the Licensed Internal Code Copy A
and Copy B is replaced and licensed programs are installed at the central system PTF level.

Distributing PTFs using central site distribution has advantages. One advantage is that no special PTF
installation instructions are needed at the target systems. Another advantage is that the target systems will
be at the same PTF and release levels as the central system.

Troubleshoot installation of the user-defined installation (QLPUSER)
program

If the target system does not receive the message User installation processing completed after you
install the distribution media, a problem may have occurred with the installation of the QLPUSER program.

Message CPI3D8B: User installation processing failed
If the target system received the User installation processing failed message, it indicates that the
system ran the QLPUSER program in the QGPL library and that one or more errors occurred as a result.

No messages appear
If no messages appear, it indicates that one of the following instances occurred:

» The QLPUSER program did not exist in the QGPL library on the distribution media.

+ The installation of the IBM®™-supplied products failed in such a way that the QLPUSER program could
not be called.
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* QGPL or QUSRSYS did not install successfully. If either of these libraries did not install successfully on
the target system, the QLPUSER program was not called.
