1) Obtain IPMIUTIL from http://ipmiutil.sourceforge.net/FILES/archive/ipmiutil-2.9.1.msi and install it on a Windows workstation.

2) Go to the IMM web interface and go to IMM Management -> Users:

4) Run C:\Program Files (x86)\sourceforge\ipmiutil>ipmiutil sel -d -N <IMM IP address> -U <USERID> -P <Password>
